1. Are you looking for a) just source material that you will then put

up on the COFC site; b) content that has already been designed and produced in html or c) both?

ANSWER to # 1:  The COFC is looking for either or both.  The intent is to acquire memorabilia or "original source material," so to speak, which the offeror will provide in digital format so it can be put on the COFC's web site.  If the material has already been designed and produced in html or other digital format compatible with the COFC web site, then the offeror is just that much further ahead in being able to provide the material.  However, just having "original source material" that can be digitized, or which already is digitized, will not, in and of itself, guarantee that the COFC will want to buy it.  Acquisition decisions essentially are based upon how worthwhile and significant the COFC and its agents believe the "original source material" will be in benefiting and providing meaningful and interesting information to the public, Congress, and the President in furtherance of the COFC mission.

2.  If you are looking for web-ready content, does it need to share exactly the look and feel of the the current COFC, or could we propose a 'mini-site' that has its own design? (We have what we think is an exciting concept for a mini-site that would fit very well with COFC's mission.)

ANSWER to # 2:  The COFC is being designed, continually developed and 

maintained by an existing contractor.  The procurement to acquire "original source material" is neither intended, nor will it entertain, any re-design of the existing COFC web site by other offerors.  However, the procurement will consider purchasing access or links to other databases or information sources that are consistent with the intended relationship to the Wright Brothers and aviation, and which otherwise are considered appropriate for purchasing by the COFC and its agents.  The "mini-site" concept would have to be proposed, fully described as to how it would work and look, have the content explained, etc., before any further answer about its merit could be provided.  Since this procurement allows for very simplified proposals, it should not be too difficult for this company to develop and submit a proposal about its "mini-site" in order to find out if the COFC wants to acquire it.  The COFC cannot accept or reject the "mini-site" or anything else without having it presented in the proposal format required.

3.  Are there any budgetary guidelines you can give us? If you can't

give an exact figure, are you able to offer a range?

ANSWER to # 3:  The COFC has a very limited budget for acquiring the 

memorabilia or "original source material" for its web site.  The COFC 

intends to make those funds go to acquiring as many different "original 

source materials" as possible.  Such acquisitions could involve several 

different materials from several different offerors.  Taking into consideration the existing funding constraints coupled with the market cost and availability of the materials themselves, it is not unrealistic for the COFC to expect to acquire "original source materials" under separate procurement actions that range anywhere from free up to $25,000 each.  Anything higher than that, although possible, does not seem very likely, because of the funding and market conditions surrounding this procurement.

4.  Are you publishing questions and answers from others who have

expressed interest in the RFP?

ANSWER to # 4:  Answers to questions about this procurement are published on the relevant web site by the Contracting Officer for the benefit of all interested offerors.
