1.  Contract Information:  A/E in the area of Navigation and Landing Engineering Services are required for the development of civil and electronic design packages for construction and electronic installation support on a task assignment basis for the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), NAS implementation Center  (IC) (ANI-90) located at Rosslyn, Virginia.  The NAS IC (ANI-90) boundary includes all 50 States and Territories.  This announcement is open to all businesses regardless of size.  A firm-fixed-price with base year and four 1-year option contract will be negotiated.

2.  Project Information:  Work will include but is not limited to the following:  Site selection and documentation, staff studies, preparation of environmental assessments, facility shadow studies, structural analysis and building/facility modifications, energy audit studies, energy retrofit designs, signal/circuit designs, shop drawing review, civil, structural, architectural, electrical, power and electronics, mechanical engineering design, asbestos abatement/containment, construction document, and post-construction support services.    This work will be in the following facility areas:

1. Instrument Landing System (ILS)

2. Runway Visual Range (RVR)

3. Medium Intensity Approach Lighting System with Sequenced Flashing Lights/Runway Alignment Indicator Lights (MALSF/R)

4. Approach Lighting System with Flashers-2 (ALSF-2)

5. Precision Approach Path Indicator (PAPI)

6. Distance Measuring Equipment (DME)

7. Runway End Identification Lights (REILS)

8. Very-High Omni-directional Range (VOR)

9. Ancillary Equipment required for the above systems.

The Government reserves the right at its discretion to use other Contracts for all work stated above.  The estimated cost of this project is $500,000.00 per year.

3.  Selection Criteria:  The evaluation factors are listed below.  Of the 2 factors, factor #1 is more important than factor #2.

A. Past Performance:  

1.  Navaids Design Experience.

2.  Quality of Service.

3. Customer Satisfaction.

4. Effective Management/Timeliness of Performance.

5. Price Control.

B. Key Personnel:

**Qualifications of professional staff for performance of described services.

4.  Procurement Strategy:  The FAA is not under the auspices of the Small Business Act nor the Brooks Act.  Please refer to the FAA AMS that is located on the INTERNET at www.faa.gov for further information.

The FAA will award a contract resulting from this screening information request (SIR) to the responsible offeror(s) whose submittal conforming to the SIR will at the discretion of the source selection official be the best value to the FAA considering the technical, cost/price, and other criteria in the SIR.

The Government may:

(1) reject any or all submittals if such action is in the public interest,

(2) accept other than the lowest cost/price submittal, and

(3) waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received.

The Government intends to evaluate submittals and award a contract either on initial submittals without communications or on initial or subsequent submittals with communications.  In evaluating the submittals, the Government may conduct written or oral communications with any and/or all Offerors, and may down-select the firms participating in the competition to only those Offerors most likely to receive award.  If the Contracting Officer (CO) determines the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the CO may limit the number of proposals in the competition to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competitive procurement among the most highly rated proposals.  Therefore a submittal in response to an SIR should contain the offeror’s best terms from a technical, cost/price, and other criteria.  Oral Presentation will be at the discretion of the contracting officer.

5.  Communications:  All requests for information, questions, and other communications about this announcement shall be made to the CO in writing.  Failure to communicate questions in a timely manner to the CO will not delay the procurement, but could disqualify participating firm.  All interested Offerors should request a copy of the SIR by December 5, 2003.
