REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) #5b (June 02, 2000)

Background:   On March 31, 2000, announcement RFI#5 was issued for comments.  RFI#5b provides the latest updates to the draft SIR language; “Draft” Section K, “Draft” Section L, and “Draft” Section M, Data Item Descriptions (DIDs), and the Multimode Digital Radio (MDR) Subsystem Specification.  The latest revision to the MDR Specification has been provided to ensure consistency between other draft SIR documents.  Several of these documents were modified based on industry and FAA inputs from the latest rounds of FAA/Vendor discussions.

Procedure for RFI#5b: The focus of this RFI#5b is to provide industry with the latest information, including updates to schedule dates, updates to specifications as well as draft SIR language.  This RFI continues the exchange of information with industry and provides as much information about the NEXCOM program available at the present time.  Although responses to this RFI#5b are not directly requested, in order to continue to facilitate a two-way information flow, and to ensure coverage of issues relevant to industry, the FAA encourages interested parties to forward questions, comments and/or suggestions to the NEXCOM Product Team relative to this RFI.  

Communication with Industry: As always, to ensure that all interested parties are treated fairly and equally, please address all communication through the Contracting Officer to make certain that all communication is consistently received from and conveyed to industry.
