This document is a follow-up to the Solicitation/Contract No: 3147, entitled Voice Switching Systems for Terminal/AFSS Facilities, published on the FAA Contract Opportunities web page, from June 10, 2003 to July 10, 2003.

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has received responses from the vendors identified in the attached document and appreciates their input.  

Based on the present strategy the voice switch acquisitions are taking within the National Airspace System (NAS) architecture, the FAA has determined that both a contract extension of existing terminal voice switch contracts and a new competitive procurement will be required.  

The existing Enhanced Terminal Voice Switch (ETVS) and Rapid Deployment Voice Switch (RDVS IIA) contracts will be extended with a base period of one year and an option period of one year to address the unfulfilled near-term terminal voice switch delivery requirements.   The FAA has determined that it would be impossible to successfully complete all of the steps required by the FAA’s Acquisition Management System (AMS), that did not already have terminal voice switches deployed in the NAS, within the required schedule.  The contract extensions will reduce the criticality of schedule in the future competitive terminal procurement, thus enhancing competition.  Please note that these contract extensions will not address the AFSS domain and will only address the terminal domain.

A competitive procurement for terminal voice switches will be conducted for the time period after the extended contracts expire and will be addressed in a future announcement.   The AFSS voice switch domain is still being assessed and may or may not be addressed in the upcoming procurement.
