DESCRIPTION:

Upon review of the questions/comments submitted by Industry, FAA provides the following revisions to the FAA Public Announcement released on October 23, 1998. The FAA maintains its five-year requirement for contractor support to assist the Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) Office of Aviation Research (AAR). The requirement is for contractor’s assisted research/engineering/technical and management support services in support of AAR. Currently these services are performed by Crown Communications, Inc. It is anticipated that a new, follow-on 5 year contract (includes base period and 4 one-year optional periods) will be awarded in the early part of the fourth quarter of FY 1999 (NOT in December 1999). The anticipated contract type will be a Cost Plus Fixed Fee type contract, not a Time and Material contract as previously stated. It is projected that the anticipated effort will require approximately 30,350 man-hours per year.

Attachment 2 provides a list of interested offerors who responded to the previous announcement. However, any SEDB firm not currently on the attachment 2 list of offerors are permitted to respond to this announcement with a letter of interest (with appropriate points of contacts, and the names of any proposed subcontractors or teaming arrangements) to Mr. Darryl Anderson at the above-mentioned address. Consequently, the FAA does not request comments/questions regarding the statement of work from industry or anticipate any further revisions to the Statement of Work.

Subcontractor and Teaming arrangements are still acceptable. In order to be eligible to compete for this requirement, the following applies for the prime contractor or lead team contractor (the lead contractor in a teaming arrangement would be responsible for at least 51% of the work). The proposed subcontractor and other team members performing less than 51% of the requirement do not need to be SEDB:
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The following Size Standards remain applicable for this procurement: Standard Industrial Classification Codes 8711 ($20 million size standard) or 8742 ($5.0 million size standard). As used herein, an “eligible SEDB” concern is a small business concern expressly certified by the Small Business Administration (SBA) for participation in the SBA’s 8(a) program.   

ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE:

The FAA anticipates releasing the SIR around 1 April 1999 timeframe. The SIR will contain minimum qualification standards that must be met by ALL potential offerors for continuance in the competitive process. Only those “eligible SEDBs” meeting the minimum qualifications will remain. A Qualified Vendor’s List (QVL) will not be established for this requirement. 

All interested parties are advised that the FAA will not pay for any information or any administrative costs incurred that are associated with any response received from industry in response to this RFI announcement. Therefore, any costs associated with RFI submissions will be solely at the interested party’s expense.
