i) Review trade studies to determine the most beneficial design modifications or technology improvements

g) Software engineering expertise to include, but are not limited to software engineering methods and techniques, software tools, optimal application of High Order Languages (HOL), and programming support environments for systems under development

i) Provide computer, database and HOL software library and HOL waiver analysis, evaluation and processing support, HOL language waiver repository and data base, software code and listings, archiving, and repository services, compiler benchmarking and evaluation; hardware and software design, development, and maintenance support environments replication,

ii) Provide software certification services; statistical quality control, test case, and certification model generation; correctness planning; and usage testing for software development products, processes, and software development contractor assessments.

G.2  Interpretation of Modification

No verbal statement by any person and no written statement by anyone other than the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative acting within the scope of his authority shall be interpreted as modifying or otherwise affecting the terms of this contract.  All requests for interpretation or modification shall be made in writing to the Contracting Officer.

G.3
Technical Officer’s Representatives

Technical Officer’s Representatives (TORs) will be appointed by the Contracting Officer to monitor all technical and business matters and assist in administering the contract within their respective CLINs.  Specific duties of the TORs are as follows:

(a)
Quality Performance Review - Each TOR will conduct inspections and routine monitoring necessary in connection with quality performance of the contract.  Products delivered will be reviewed for compliance with requirements.  The TOR will contact the Contracting Officer through the COTR promptly if deliverables are not acceptable. The TOR will also ensure that the contractor employees are of the skill levels proposed and are actually performing at the levels charged.

(b) Contractor Evaluations - Each TOR shall perform periodic Contractor Performance Evaluations to measure performance in accomplishing goals.

(c) Communications - Each TOR will maintain both written and oral communications with the contractor concerning technical, business, and financial aspects of the contract within the TOR's purview.

(d) Technical Interface, Interpretations, and Changes - Each TOR is responsible for maintaining a technical interface with the contractor.  The TOR will monitor the contractor's progress in fulfilling the requirements of the Statement of Work and any specific technical direction provided.  

(e) Changes to Contract (Scope/LOE) - The TOR is also responsible for promptly furnishing documentation, evaluations and recommendations on any proposals and requests for change, deviation, or waiver (whether generated by the Government or the Contractor) to the Contracting Officer through the COTR for appropriate action.  

(f) Changes within a CLIN - The TOR will approve redistribution of effort among the programs under the CLIN(s) for which he/she is responsible.

(g) Resource usage and accountability - By means of frequent personal contact and invoice analysis, each TOR will periodically review contractor staffing, travel, equipment acquisitions and usage, subcontractor effort, and training to ensure direct and proper correlation with the work being performed under the appropriate program.  The TOR must also ensure that the contractor is able to account for all material charged against the contract.  

(h) Funding identification and coordination - Each TOR will ensure that funds are available to support work under the contract CLIN involved.  He/she will review and concur/nonconcur with the contractor's proposed requests for cost changes.

(i) Invoice verification - Each TOR will review all invoices for hours and costs for the CLIN involved and, after coordination with any designated representative(s), sign the invoice for the appropriate CLIN, indicating that such costs have been verified before forwarding the invoice to the COTR.  

(j) Coordination with Contractor counterparts - Each TOR will maintain management oversight of contractor counterparts concerning business and technical issues, and will refer resourcing problems to the COTR.  Also, each TOR will coordinate Government furnished property availability and provide site entry of Contractor personnel, if required.

(k) Certification of Appropriateness of Work - Each TOR will ensure that work appropriate to be performed in the within his/her CLIN is work that can be performed by the TAC, the TOR will ensure that the work is within the scope of work intended by the Statement of Work.

(l) Contract administration support - Each TOR will assist the COTR and the Contracting Officer in the course of routine contract administration functions.

A letter of appointment stating the responsibilities and limitations of the TOR assignment will be issued by the Contracting Officer to each TOR. Copies of each letter of appointment will be provided to the COTR and Contractor.  Except as specifically authorized, the TOR will not take any independent action, either directly or indirectly, that could result in a change in pricing, quantity, quality, delivery schedule, or any other terms and conditions of the basic contract, or to direct the accomplishment of effort which would exceed the scope of the basic contract.

G.4  Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative

Paragraph G.1 of this document designates the pertinent COTR.  The COTR is the primary person responsible for the technical administration of the Contract, technical liaison with the contractor and the overall monitoring of the CLINs.  In the event the TOR is not available the COTR should be contacted regarding questions or problems of a technical nature.

G.5  Technical Direction

a. The COTR or TOR will provide technical direction on this contract.  As used herein, “technical direction” is direction to the contractor that confirms the results of meetings, fills in details, requires pursuit of certain lines of inquiry, or otherwise serves to accomplish the contract SOW.  Technical Direction shall include or comply with the following duties:

(1) The COTR and/or TOR shall provide technical direction to the contractor within scope of work and terms and conditions contained in the contract.  Technical directions may be issued either verbally or in writing. 

(2) The COTR and/or TOR shall additionally provide day-to-day technical direction to the contractor either verbally or in writing.

(3) The COTR and/or TOR shall monitor the contractor’s efforts and technical performance, and ensure that they remain within the Statement of Work and are consistent with the conditions of the contract.

(4) The COTR and/or TOR shall be alert to any appearance of “overrun” conditions and shall advise the contractor and the Contracting Officer when such circumstances appear to exist.

(5) The COTR and/or TOR shall assist in the analysis of the contractor’s progress in the contract.

(6) The COTR and/or TOR shall inspect contract deliverables for conformance to the technical direction and will recommend approval or disapproval to the Contracting Officer.

It is the responsibility of the contractor to notify the Contracting Officer in the event:

(1) The COTR or TOR fails to provide technical direction to the contractor in a timely manner, or 

(2) The COTR or TOR provides technical direction that is unclear.

(3) The COTR provides technical direction that is not consistent to that provided by the TOR.

Such notification shall be made promptly and in writing not later than 15 calendar days after contract award, 15 calendar days after exercise of the option, or 15 calendar days after the direction is given.  This notification shall contain:

· A description of the nature of the failure,

· The CLIN under which the government as failed to provide adequate direction, and

· The contractor’s estimate of the time by which the Government must respond to the contractor’s notice to minimize cost, delay or disruption of service.

The COTR does not have the authority to, and shall not issue any technical direction which: 

(1) Constitutes an assignment of additional work outside the scope of work defined in Section C;

(2) Constitutes a change as defined in the A.M.S. Clause 3.10.1-13  Changes – Cost Reimbursement Alternate I;
(3) In any manner causes an increase or decrease in the total estimated contract cost, fixed fee, or the time required for contract performance;

(4) Changes any of the expressed terms, conditions or specifications of the contract; or

(5) Interferes with the contractor’s performance.

b. If the contractor should, during the course of the contract, interpret any advice or comments from the Government Contracting Officers Technical Representative(s) as constituting any addition to or revision to the scope of this contract, he shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer so as to obtain official confirmation thereof, and refrain from acting on such advice or comments until confirmed by the Contracting Officer.

H.2
Relationships

The contractor shall provide support to the Government by completing work assigned.  The contractor shall not provide technical direction of, or assume the Government’s responsibility under any program.  Although the effort under this contract may include recommendations to the Government, specific Government approval and action will be necessary before such recommendations can become effective.  The contractor’s efforts shall not be binding on other Government contractors.  The contractor shall not take any action with respect to any other contractor, which causes any change in that contractor’s scope of work, costs or scheduling.

H.3
Confidentiality of Data and Information

a. The contractor and any of its subcontractors in performance of this contract, may have need for access to and use of various types of data and information in the possession of the Government which the Government obtained under conditions which restrict the Government’s right to use and disclose the data and information or which may be of a nature that its dissemination or use other than in the performance of this contract, would be adverse to the interests of the Government or other parties.  Therefore, the contractor and its subcontractor(s) agree to abide by any restrictive use conditions on such data and not to:

(1) Knowingly disclose such data or information to others without written authorization from the Contracting Officer, unless the data or information has otherwise become available to the public through no action or fault of the contractor.  

(2) Use for any purpose other than the performance of this contract that data which bears a restrictive marking or legend, unless such information or data has otherwise fallen into the Public Domain through no action or fault of the contractor. 

b. In the event the work required to be performed under this contract requires access to proprietary data of other companies, the contractor shall obtain agreement from such other companies for such use unless such data is provided or made available to the contractor by the Government.  Two copies of such company-to-company agreements shall be furnished promptly to the Contracting Officer for the Government’s information.  These agreements shall prescribe the scope of authorized use of disclosure, and other terms and conditions to be agreed upon between the parties thereto.  It is agreed by the contractor that any such data, whether obtained by the contractor pursuant to the agreement or from the Government shall be protected from unauthorized use or disclosure to any individual, corporation, or organization so long as it remains proprietary.  

c. Through formal training in company policy and procedures, the contractor agrees to make employees aware of the requirement to maintain confidentiality of data and/or information, and in the necessity to refrain from divulging either the proprietary data of other companies or data that is obtained from the Government to anyone except as authorized.  The contractor shall obtain from each employee, engaged in any effort connected with this contract, an agreement, in writing, which shall in substance provide that such employee will not, during his/her employment by the contractor, or thereafter, disclose to others or use for his/her own benefit or the future benefit of any individual, any trade secrets, confidential information, or proprietary/restricted data (to include Government “For Official Use Only” received in connection with the work under this contract unless such information otherwise falls into the Public Domain through no action or fault of the contractor or employee.  

d. The contractor agrees to hold the Government harmless and indemnify the Government as to any cost/loss resulting from the unauthorized use or disclosure of third party data or software by the contractor, its employees, subcontractors, or agents.  

e. The contractor agrees to include the substance of this provision in all subcontracts awarded under this contract.  The Contracting Officer will consider case-by-case exceptions from this requirement for individual subcontracts in the event that: (1) the contractor considers the application of the prohibition of this provision to be inappropriate and unnecessary in the case of a particular subcontract; (2) the subcontractor provides a written statement affirming absolute unwillingness to perform absent some relief from the substance of this prohibition; (3) use of an alternate subcontract source would unreasonably detract from the quality of effort; and (4) the contractor provides the Contracting Officer timely written advance notice of these and any other extenuating circumstances.  

f. Except as the Contracting Officer specifically authorizes in writing, upon completion of all work under the contract, the contractor shall return all such data and information obtained from the Government, including all copies, modification, adaptation, or combinations thereof, to the Contracting Officer.  Data obtained from other companies shall be disposed of in accordance with the contractor’s agreement with that company, or, if the agreement makes no provision for disposition, shall be returned to that company.  The contractor shall further certify in writing to the Contracting Officer that all copies, modifications, adaptations or combinations of such data or information, which cannot reasonably be returned to the Contracting Officer (or to a company), have been deleted from the contractor’s (and any subcontractor’s) records and destroyed.  

g. These restrictions do not limit the contractor’s (or subcontractor’s) right to use and disclose any data and information obtained from other sources without restriction.  

H.4  Release of Information

Work performed under this contract may involve access to information, including specifications, cost estimates, and other sensitive data.  Therefore, the contractor (including individual employees thereof) shall not release or communicate, except as required by law or regulation, such information, including any news release, public announcement, or advertising material concerned with this contract, whether orally or in writing, to any person except:

a. FAA personnel with a “need to know”.

b. Employees of the contractor with a “need to know”.

c. Such other persons as may be designated in writing by the Contracting Officer.  

H.5  Access to Government Property and Facilities

The effort under this contract requires the contractor to perform at numerous FAA facilities.  Contractor personnel shall be granted ingress and egress to such facilities at all times during normal work hours as necessary for performance of the contract.  Special arrangements may be necessary for efforts to be performed outside normal work hours.  

While contractor personnel are at the Government site, they are required to comply with all rules and regulations in effect at that site.  The contractor shall also exercise proper care of all property at the Government site regardless of whether title to such vests with the Government or not.  

The facilities to which contractor personnel shall have access will remain in the Government’s custody and shall not be considered as property or facilities furnished to the contractor.

In the event such facilities are not made available as scheduled, the Contracting Officer shall, upon timely receipt of written request from the contractor, make a determination of the delay, if any, caused by the unavailability and make an equitable adjustment to the contract.  

H.6  Personal Services

No personal services shall be performed under this Contract.  No contractor employee will be directly supervised by the Government.  All individual contractor employee assignments and daily work direction shall be given by the applicable contractor supervisor.  If the contractor believes that any Government action or communication has been given that would create a personal services relationship between the Government and any contractor employee, the contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer of this communication or action.  

The contractor shall not perform any inherently governmental actions under this Contract.  No contractor employee shall hold him or herself out to be a Government employee, agent, or representative.  No contractor employee shall state orally or in writing at any time that he or she is acting on behalf of the Government.  In all communications with third parties in connection with the contract, contractor employees shall identify themselves as contractor employees and specify the name of the company for which they work.  In all communications with other Government contractors in connection with this contract, the contractor employee shall state that they have no authority to in any way change the contract and that if the other contractor believes this communication to e a direction to change their contract, they should notify the Contracting Officer for that contract and not carry out the direction until a clarification has been issued by the Contracting Officer.  

The contractor shall insure that all of its employees working on this contract are informed of the substance of this clause.  Nothing in this clause shall limit the Government's rights in any way under any other provision of the contract, including those related to the Government’s right to inspect and accept the services to be performed under this contract.  The substance of this clause shall be included in all subcontracts at any tier. 

H.7  Exclusion from Future Agency Contracts

     (a)  Work under this contract may create a future organizational conflict of interest (OCI) that could prohibit the Contractor from competing for, or being awarded future Government contracts.

     The following examples illustrate situations in which questions concerning organizational conflicts of interest may arise.  They are not all-inclusive, but are intended to help the Contracting Officer apply general guidance to individual contract situations:


(1)  Unequal access to information.  Access to "nonpublic information" as part of the performance of an FAA contract could provide the contractor a competitive advantage in a later competition for another FAA contract.  Such an advantage could easily be perceived as unfair by a competing vendor who is not given similar access to the relevant information.  If the requirements of the FAA procurement anticipate the successful vendor may have access to nonpublic information, the successful vendor should be required to submit and negotiate an acceptable mitigation plan.  Alternatively, the "nonpublic information" may be provided to all vendors.


(2)  Biased ground rules.  A contractor in the course of performance of an FAA contract, has in some fashion established important "ground rules" for another FAA contract, where the same contractor may be a competitor.  For example, a contractor may have drafted the statement of work, specifications, or evaluation criteria of a future FAA procurement.  The primary concern of the FAA in this case is that a contractor so situated could slant key aspects of a procurement in its own favor, to the unfair disadvantage of competing vendors.  If the requirements of the FAA procurement anticipate the contractor may have been in a position to establish important ground rules, including but not limited to those described herein, the contractor should be required to submit and negotiate an acceptable mitigation plan.


(3)  Impaired objectivity.  A contractor in the course of performance of an FAA contract, is placed in a situation of providing assessment and evaluation findings over itself, or another business division, or subsidiary of the same corporation, or other entity with which it has a significant financial relationship.   The concern in this case is that the contractor's ability to render impartial advice to the FAA could appear to be undermined by the contractor's financial  or other business relationship to the entity whose work product is being assessed or evaluated.  In these situations, a "walling off" of lines of communication may well be insufficient to remove the perception that the objectivity of the contractor has been tainted.  If the requirements of the FAA procurement indicate that the successful vendor may be in a position to provide evaluations and assessments of itself or corporate siblings, or other entity with which it has a significant financial relationship, the affected contractor should provide a mitigation plan that includes recusal by the vendor from the affected contract work.  Such recusal might include divestiture of the work to a third party vendor.

     (b)  In order to prevent a future OCI resulting from potential bias, unfair competitive advantage, or impaired objectivity, the Contractor shall be subject to the following restrictions:


(1)  The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of any government contracts as to which, in the course of performance of this contract, the Contractor has received advance procurement information before such information has been made generally available to other persons or firms.


(2)  The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of any FAA contract for which the contractor actually assists in the development of the screening information request (SIR), specifications or statements of work.


(3)  The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for or award of any government contract which calls for the evaluation of system requirements, system definitions, or other products developed by the Contractor under this contract.


(4)  The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of any government contract which calls for the construction or fabrication of any system, equipment, hardware, and/or software for which the Contractor participated in the development of requirements or definitions pursuant to this contract.

     (c)  This clause shall not exclude the Contractor from performing work under any amendment or modification to this contract or from competing for award for any future contract for work that is the same or similar to work performed under this contract.

     (d)  The term "contractor" as used in this clause, includes any person, firm or corporation which has a majority or controlling interest in the contractor or in any parent corporation thereof, any person, firm , or corporation in or as to which the contractor (or any parent or subsidiary corporation thereof) has a majority or controlling interest.  The term also includes the corporate officers of the contractor, those of any corporation which has a majority or controlling interest in the contractor, and those of any corporation in which the contractor (or any parent or subsidiary corporation thereof) has a majority or controlling interest.

     (e)  The agency may in its sole discretion, waive any provisions of this clause if deemed in the best interest of the Government.  The exclusions contained in this clause shall apply for the duration of this contract and for three (3) years after completion and acceptance of all work performed hereunder.

     (f)  If any provision of this clause excludes the Contractor from competition for, or award of any contract, the Contractor shall not be permitted to serve as a subcontractor, at any tier, on such contract.  This clause shall be incorporated into any subcontracts or consultant agreements awarded under this contract unless the Contracting Officer determines otherwise.

H.8  Key Personnel

(a)  The personnel and/or facilities as specified below are considered essential to the work being performed hereunder and may, with the consent of the contracting parties, be changed from time to time during the course of the contract.  

(b)  Prior to removing, replacing, or diverting any of the specified personnel and/or facilities, the Contractor shall notify in writing, and receive consent from, the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of the action and shall submit justification (including proposed substitutions) in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact on this contract.

(c)  No diversion shall be made by the Contractor without the written consent of the Contracting Officer.

     (c) Not later than 30 days, not to exceed a maximum of 30 days, after contract award (or date of modification, if this provision is included by modification to an existing contract), for each employee in a listed position, provided, no previous background investigations can be supported as described below, the contractor shall submit the following documentation to the SSE for an employment suitability determination:

Additionally, the Contractor shall submit to the SSE and CO on or before the fifth (5th) day of each month, any employment changes made during the reporting period. Examples of such changes are terminations (to include name, SSN, hire date), and name changes. All lists must be in alphabetical order and have the name of the contractor and the contract number.

     (h) The Contractor shall notify the CO within one (1) day after any employee identified pursuant to Section (c) of this Clause is terminated from performance on the contract. 

     (i) The Contracting Officer may also, after coordination with the SSE and other security specialists, require contractor employees to submit any other security information (including additional fingerprinting) deemed reasonably necessary to protect the interests of the FAA. In this event, the Contractor shall provide, or cause each of its employees to provide such security information to the SSE, and the same transmittal letter requirements of Section (c) of this Clause shall apply.

     (j) The contractor and/or subcontractor(s) will immediately contact the FAA Civil Aviation Security Division or Staff, ACO-300 at (202)366-1252 in the event an employee is arrested (detained by law enforcement for any offenses, other than minor traffic offenses) or is involved in theft of government property or the contractor becomes aware of any information that may raise a question about the suitability of a contractor employee.

     (k) Failure to submit information required by this clause within the time required may be determined by the Contracting Officer a material breach of the contract.

     (c) Access to aircraft ramp/hangar areas is authorized only to those persons displaying a flight line identification card and for vehicles, a current ramp permit issued pursuant to Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations.

     (d) The Government retains the right to inspect inventory, or audit ID cards, keys, vehicle decals, and access control cards issued to the contractor in connection with the contract at the convenience of the Government. Any items not accounted for, to the satisfaction of the Government shall be assumed to be lost and the provisions of section (b) shall apply.

     (e) Keys shall be obtained from the COTR who will require the contractor to sign a receipt for each key obtained. Lost keys, ID cards, vehicle decals, and access control cards shall immediately be reported concurrently to the Contracting Officer (CO), COTR, and ACO-300. Electronic keying cards are handled in the same manner as metal keys.

     (f) Each contract employee, during all times of on-site performance at the FAA facilities the contractor shall prominently display his/her current and valid identification card on the front portion of his/her body between the neck and waist.

          (1) Prior to any contractor employee obtaining any ID media or vehicle decals, the contractor shall submit complete documentation required under AMS clause 3.14-2, Contractor Personnel Suitability Requirements and shall be approved to begin work by the SSE.

          (2) To obtain the ID card, contractor employee shall submit an identification Card/Credential Application (DOT 1681) signed by the contractor employee and authorized by the CO or the COTR. . The DOT 1681 shall be submitted at the same time the personnel security investigation paperwork required by AMS clause 3.14-2, Contractor Personnel Suitability Requirements is submitted. The DOT 1681 shall contain, as a minimum, under the "Credential Justification" heading, the name of the contractor/company, the contract number or the appropriate acquisition identification number, the expiration date of the contract or the task (whichever is sooner), and the required signatures. This paperwork shall be submitted to the Manager, Investigations Division, ACO-300 by the contractor in a sealed envelope either hand carried by the contractor or sent via U.S. mail to:     Manager, Investigations Division, ACO-300, Office of Civil Aviation Security, 400 7th Street, SW, Room 5402a, Washington, D.C. 20591.

 The contractor will be notified when the DOT 1681 has been approved and is ready for processing by the FAA Investigations Division, ACO-300. Arrangement for processing the identification cards, including photographs and lamination can be made by the contacting FAA Investigations Division, ACO-300.

          (3) The contractor's project manager shall receive and sign for each ID card issued on the reverse of the DOT 1681. The DOT 1681 will be tracked by the Government for accountability purposes.

     (g) The contractor is responsible for ensuring final out-processing is accomplished for all departing contractor employees. Final out-processing will be accomplished by close of business the final workday of the contractor employee or the next day under special conditions. Contractor shall be responsible for providing written notification to the COTR, CO, and ACO-300.

Evaluation Factor (1) - Relevant Qualification Factors for Personnel: For each proposed individual, the vendor should present that individual’s qualifications relevant to performing tasks within the scope of the Statement of Work.  Qualifications presented should include specific experience, academic credentials and achievements, expertise and training.  The proposal should indicate the timing of training and experience.  Each submittal shall be no greater than 2 pages in length. 

Additionally, if the offeror proposes an individual who is not currently employed by the firm the offeror shall include in their proposal a letter of commitment, signed by the firm and the individual. PART IV – SECTION M

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

M.1 BASIS FOR AWARD

It is intended that contract award will be made to that responsible small business offeror who it is determined offers the best value to the Government.   Best value will be determined by weighing the evaluation results using the evaluation factors below against the overall estimated Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee for the level of effort specified in Section H.9.

M.2 EVALUATION OF OFFERS

M.2.1 Evaluation Factors

Proposals will be evaluated using the following evaluation factors.  These factors are in  descending order of importance.

(1) Relevant Qualifications of Personnel – This includes training, academic credentials, demonstrated expertise and experience relevant to performing tasks within the scope of the Statement of Work.  In evaluation of this factor, recentness of experience will be considered.

(2) Relevant Corporate Experience – This includes experience in the same or similar work to that defined by the Statement of Work.  In evaluation of this factor, recentness of experience will be considered.

(3) Cost Realism  - This will be an evaluation of cost risk to the Government and will be based on confidence of estimated cost.   Factors affecting confidence include whether proposed rates are in accordance with forward pricing rate agreements, whether the vendor has an approved accounting system, and reasonableness of escalation of indirect rates. 

M.2.2  Evaluation Process
The Government will evaluate and score offers using the evaluation factors specified above.  For each potential vendor, the Government Source Selection Official will weigh the evaluation results against the estimated cost-plus-fixed-fee so as to determine which small business offers the best value to the Government.  A source selection decision may be made on the basis of responses received in reply to this SIR without discussion.  Therefore the offerors are encouraged to provide the best possible response to this SIR.  Discussions or Clarifications may or may not be conducted before a selection is made.  If discussions or clarifications are conducted, they may be conducted with only one, two, or more vendors.  Those vendors may be allowed to revise their offers.  The results of any such communications will be considered in the evaluation process.  The Government may perform comparative evaluations of offers.  Any other information that the Government may be aware of may also be considered in the evaluations.  Note that possible outcomes of this SIR are that none, or one vendor remains in the process.  Separate and independent of this evaluation, the Contracting Officer will make a determination of responsibility.
