PART I - SECTION C - SCOPE OF WORK

STATEMENT OF WORK


Contractor shall supply all labor, tools, materials, equipment and supplies necessary to perform radome maintenance and repair, in accordance with Department of Transportation, Federal Aviation Administration, FAA Depot Repair Specification Radome, Composite Structure - FAAD-R-1368b, dated 12/30/99 (Attachment 1) and all other terms, conditions and provisions contained herein.

STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

General Specifications Applicable to Every Radome Maintenance /Repair Contract

1) Controlling Specifications. Work must be performed in accordance with FAA specification FAAD-R-1368b and its incorporations-by-reference that specify the minimum performance standards and expectations for reconditioning and other work performed on FAA radomes.

a) Where the requirements of FAAD-R-1368b differ from this Statement of Work, the Statement of Work will take precedence.

2) Written Bid Proposals and Bid Package. Bidders must provide written bid proposals for accomplishing the maintenance and reconditioning tasks specified in this document and its attachments. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 2.

3) Safety. Reconditioning Crews must implement a Safety Plan that has been approved with the bid at the time of bid submission. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 3. 

4) Personnel Qualification. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 4.

5) Reconditioning Crew Self-sufficiency. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 4.5.

6) Reconditioning Crew Work Schedule. It is imperative that work be started and completed within the prearranged window of opportunity. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 5.

a) Work cannot begin until the site is released for downtime, or continue after the site is returned to active operation. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 5.1.

b) The contractor must coordinate the work start time in advance with FAA site personnel. The contractor must work within the daily hours set by the FAA Inspector. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 51.1 and 5.1.2.

c) The contractor must show every diligence in completing the work within the prearranged down time. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 5.1.2.1.

d) The contractor must inform FAA personnel of work start or completion problems at the earliest possible opportunity. See FAAD-R-1368b, Section 5.1.2.1.

7) Reconditioning Crew Personal Conduct. See FAAD-R-1368b Section 4.7.
a) No pets are allowed on FAA property.

b) Smoking is not permitted inside the radome.

Work Items Required for Every Radome Maintenance/Repair Contract
The items listed here are the minimum requirements for every radome.  When the Site Specific Work Requirements differ from the list below, the most stringent requirement applies.

1) Work Requirements Determination. The work requirements itemized in this document are to be reviewed, verified, and amended if necessary by mutual agreement between the reconditioning Crew Chief and the FAA Inspector in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 6.

2) Washing.

a) The reconditioning crew will wash the radome in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.1.

b) Special Note: The requirement for large quantities of water for dome exterior washing and rinsing must be satisfied by the contractor whether or not a water supply is available on site. Availability of the on-site water supply, if any, is made at the discretion of FAA site personnel. Reconditioning crews are advised to check water availability beforehand, and provide for water delivery accordingly. The reconditioning crew will be responsible for securing the water supply, regardless of availability at the site.
3) Leak Testing and Inspection. The reconditioning crew will leak test the radome in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.2.

4) Joint Caulking. The reconditioning crew will replace caulking as required on radome joints in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.3.

5) Small Panel Repairs. The reconditioning crew will make small panel repairs on the radome in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.4.

6) Lightening Arrestor and Guy Wire inspection and repair. The reconditioning crew will inspect and repair the lightening arrestor hardware in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.8.

7) Obstruction Light Bulb Replacement. The reconditioning crew will inspect and replace obstruction light bulb in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.9.

8) Test and Re-torque dome mounting bolts. The reconditioning crew will test and re-torque dome mounting bolts in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.10.

9) Test and Re-torque panel assembly bolts. The reconditioning crew will test and re-torque panel assembly bolts in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.11.

10) Site Cleanup and Restoration. The reconditioning crew will restore the site to its previous condition or better, in accordance with FAAD-R-1368b, Section 7.12.

Site-specific work

This document is to itemize the current, known, site-specific work requirements previously identified as necessary to maintain the radomes named below in serviceable condition. The intention is to provide reconditioning personnel, whether FAA Depot or contract, with specific work instructions that augment the work procedures in FAAD-R-1368b and other supporting documentation so as to comprise a complete set of work instructions and performance expectations for dome renovation.

Such notice, whether oral or written, when served on the Contractor or any of its employees at the site of the work, shall be deemed sufficient.  If the Contractor fails or refuses to promptly correct the condition, the COTR may stop all or any portion of the work.  When satisfactory corrective action has been taken, the contractor shall request permission to resume work from the COTR.  No time extension or additional costs, resulting from the directive to stop work shall be allowed.  Failure of the COTR to provide notice of noncompliance or to stop work shall not relieve the Contractor of its responsibility for the safe performance of the work.

     The parties hereby agree that, prior to referring a contract dispute to the Office of Disputes Resolution as described in contract clause 3.9.1-1 “Contract Disputes”, the parties will discuss whether they are willing to utilize ADR techniques such as mediation or nonbinding evaluation of the dispute by a neutral party.  Upon receipt of a contract dispute from the contractor, the contracting officer will explore with the contractor whether the use of ADR techniques would be appropriate to resolve the dispute.  Both parties must agree that the use of such techniques is appropriate, and agree to fairly share the associated expenses.  If the parties do not mutually agree to utilize ADR to resolve the dispute, the dispute will be processed in accordance with the procedures set forth in clause 3.9.1-1.

QUALIFICATIONS

Radome climbing and inspection is considered hazardous work.  The following special standards of responsibility shall be applicable to all offerors:


Personnel Qualifications - The contractor's field crews must consist of at least three (3) crew members. The crew shall always include at least two (2) qualified Radome Specialists.  Contractor employees must be qualified as Radome Specialists before award of the contract through one of the following methods:



(1) Being a graduate of the USAF Radome Climbing and Inspection School; or



(2) Demonstrated experience as a Radome Specialist by satisfactorily completing all required conditioning work on at least 10 radomes, of the type used by FAA, USAF, or National Weather Service; or,



(3) Demonstrated experience in each of the following areas in the last three years, with a minimum length of on-the-job experience in each area as specified:




(i) Painting large structures including preparation (cleaning, sanding, stripping defective paint) and application of two part epoxy paint.  Minimum length of on-the-job experience:  30 working days.




(ii) Caulking, to include stripping old caulking, cleaning and applying new silicone caulking to provide an effective water seal.  Minimum length of on-the-job experience: 5 working days.




(iii) Fiberglass repair including application of two part resin to surface of fiberglass parts and laminating fiberglass cloth and resin.  Fabrication of new fiberglass laminates will suffice for these repair requirements.  Minimum length of on-the-job experience: 5 working days.  At least one crew member shall meet this requirement.




(iv) Working at heights using appropriate safety equipment.  These radomes range up to 59 feet in diameter and are mounted on top of towers of various heights (normally exceeding 70 feet).  Knowledge and experience working under these conditions with safety equipment is required and must be documented.  Minimum length of on-the-job experience: 30 working days.



NOTE:  Qualification of employees under method (1) will require a Certificate of Training from the USAF Radome Climbing and Inspection School.  Qualification under method (2) will require a resume of experience consisting of a list of the FAA, USAF, or National Weather Service radome sites where the employee performed as a Radome Specialist; (3) will require a resume of experience from each crew member consisting of a list of all jobs, either Government or commercial, where the employee has gained the required experience.  If the experience was with another company, include the name and telephone number of a person who can be contacted for verification.  In order to avoid delays in awarding a contract, the required certificates or resumes must be submitted with the quote.

ACCIDENT AND FIRE REPORTING


(a)
The Contractor shall report to the Contracting Officer any accident or fire occurring at the site of the work which causes:



(1)
A fatality or as much as one lost workday on the part of any employee of the Contractor or subcontractor at any tier;



(2)
Damage of $1,000 or more to Federal property, either real or personal;



(3)
Damage of $1,000 or more to Contractor or subcontractor owned or leased motor vehicles or mobile equipment; or



(4)
Damage for which a contract time extension may be requested.

Accident and fire reports required by paragraph (a) above shall be accomplished by the following means:



(1)
Accidents or fires resulting in a death, hospitalization of five or more persons, or destruction of Federal property (either real or personal), the total value of which is estimated at $100,000 or more, shall be reported immediately by telephone to the Contracting Officer or his/her authorized representative and shall be confirmed by telegram or facsimile transmission within 24 hours to the Contracting Officer.  Such telegram or facsimile transmission shall state all known facts as to extent of injury and damage and as to cause of the accident or fire.



(2)
Other accident and fire reports required by paragraph (a) above may be reported by the Contractor using a state, private insurance carrier, or Contractor accident report form which provides for the statement of:




(i)The extent of injury; and




(ii)The damage and cause of the accident or fire.

Such report shall be mailed or otherwise delivered to the Contracting Officer within 48 hours of the occurrence of the accident or fire.

(c) The Contractor shall assure compliance by subcontractors at all tiers with the requirements of this clause.

QUALIFICATIONS OF EMPLOYEES


The Contracting Officer may require dismissal from work of those employees which he/she deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unsuitable or otherwise objectionable, or whose continued employment he/she deems contrary to the public interest or inconsistent with the best interest of national security.  The Contractor shall fill out, and cause each of its employees on the contract work to fill out, for submission to the Government, such forms as may be necessary for security or other reasons.  Upon request of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor's employees shall be fingerprinted.  Each employee of the Contractor shall be a citizen of the United States of America, or an alien who has been lawfully admitted for permanent residence as evidenced by Alien Registration Receipt Card Form I-151, or who presents other evidence from the Immigration and Naturalization Service that employment will not affect his/her immigration status.

CONTRACTING OFFICER'S TECHNICAL REPRESENTATIVE


(a)
The Contracting Officer may designate Government personnel to act as the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative (COTR) to perform functions under the contract such as review and/or inspection and acceptance of supplies, services, including construction, and other functions of a technical nature.  The Contracting Officer will provide a written notice of such designation to the Contractor within five working days after contract award or for construction, not less than five working days prior to giving the contractor the notice to proceed. The designation letter will set forth the authorities and limitations of the COTR under the contract.

(b) The Contracting Officer cannot authorize the COTR or any other representative to sign documents (i.e., contracts, contract modifications, etc.) that require the signature of the Contracting Officer.

The FAA will award a contract resulting from this Request for Offer (RFO) to the responsible offeror whose submittal conforms to the RFO and as evaluated in accordance with M.1.


(b)
The FAA may reject any or all submittals if such action is in the public interest and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received. 


(c)
The FAA intends to evaluate submittals and award a contract, either on initial submittals without communications, or on initial or subsequent submittals with communications.  In evaluating the submittals, the FAA may conduct written or oral communications with any and/or all offerors, and may down-select the firms participating in the competition to only those offerors most likely to receive award.  A submittal in response to an RFO should contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.  


(d)
The FAA may accept any item or group of items of an offer, unless the offeror qualifies the offer by specific limitations.  Unless otherwise provided in the RFO, offers may be submitted for quantities less than those specified. The FAA reserves the right to make an award on any item for a quantity less than the quantity offered, at the unit cost or prices offered, unless the offeror specifies otherwise in the offer.

A written award or acceptance of offer mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Protests concerning Federal Aviation Administration Screening Information Requests (SIRs) or awards of contracts shall be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and shall be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 and shall apply only to final agency decisions. A protestor may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

Offerors initially should attempt to resolve any issues concerning potential protests with the Contracting Officer. The Contracting Officer should make reasonable efforts to answer questions promptly and completely, and, where possible, to resolve concerns or controversies. The protest time limitations, however, will not be extended by attempts to resolve a potential protest with the Contracting Officer.

The filing of a protest with the ODRA may be accomplished by mail, overnight delivery, hand delivery, or by facsimile. A protest is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA.


(d)
Only an interested party may file a protest. An interested party is one whose direct economic interest has been or would be affected by the award or failure to award an FAA contract. Proposed subcontractors are not "interested parties" within this definition.

A written protest must be filed with the ODRA within the times set forth below, or the protest shall be dismissed as untimely:

Protests based upon alleged improprieties in a solicitation or a SIR that are apparent prior to bid opening or the time set for receipt of initial proposals shall be filed prior to bid opening or the time set for the receipt of initial proposals.
