Background:





AFS conducted internet market research and tested several commercial RIS products over the past three years to determine the feasibility of using this type of product throughout the AFS community. This testing demonstrated the feasibility of establishing a competitive procurement to select a commercial product for operational deployment throughout AFS as an interim step to developing a long-term solution.  Currently, Summit Aviation’s Computerized Aviation Reference library CD-ROM and Aircraft Technical Publisher’s (ATP) Navigator CD-ROM products are being used.  In May 1997, AFS was planning to begin a competitive procurement to select one commercially available RIS product with award originally planned for November 3, 1997.








Public Announcement:





Currently, AFS is in the process of  finalizing requirements to competitively procure a RIS product, which will provide a single automated system to satisfy AFS’s regulatory information requirements. 





The purpose of this announcement is to state that:





	1)  A public announcement for this RIS product is planned to be posted to the internet in early December 1997, with contract award planned for early February 1998.





	2)  FAA will continue using the Summit Aviation product, which is already covered by a contract vehicle, and the ATP product, by extending the current software license agreement with ATP, until March 10, 1998, by which time the competitively awarded product will be available in the field.
