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H.1
ACCESS to government facilities

H.1.1  
A portion of the effort required to be accomplished under this contract must be performed at facilities operated by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). When the FAA has jurisdiction the contractor, will be granted ingress and egress at the specific sites where effort is to be performed. Access to the sites shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) or other designated Government authorities. Prior to commencing work under the terms of a this contract, the Contractor shall contact the security responsible for each installation where work is required and obtain all necessary passes/access badges for persons employed by the contractor who will require access to the installation. Employees without passes who enter the worksite for any reason will be subject to such actions and fines as described in the local security regulations and procedures.

H.1.2
While contractor personnel are at the sites, they are required to comply with all rules and regulations of the site(s) with respect to health and safety (including but not limited to such things as security clearances, vehicle inspections, vehicle marking, and drug testing as necessary), and property at the site(s) regardless of whether or not title to such property vests with the Federal, State, Local, etc. Government.

H.1.3
The scheduling of access to Government facilities shall be under the control of the Government. The facilities’ availability will be scheduled to permit timely performance of contract requirements. However, contractor personnel shall be prepared to work outside the normal daytime shift if conditions at the facility do not permit such work to take place during regular working hours. In the event the facilities to which the contractor is to have access are not made available as scheduled, the CO shall, upon timely written request made by the contractor, make a determination of the delay, if any, occasioned the contractor thereby, and shall equitably adjust the delivery or prices(s) affected by such delay, in accordance with the procedures set forth in the “Changes” clause of this contract.

H.2
meetings/conferences

H.2.1
Meetings between the FAA and the Contractor shall be held as required to ensure effective program management and efficient and effective resolution of problems throughout the life of the Contract.

H.2.2
The types and frequencies of these meetings shall include, as a minimum, those described in Section C. At least 14 calendar days before any meeting, except for the routine working meetings between Contractor and FAA, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer and COTR of the date, time, and location of the meeting. All meetings are subject to cancellation at the discretion of the Government.

H.3
Support contractors

H.3.1
The Government may contract with support contractors for services to include contract administration and/or assisting in technical reviews. Employees of these support contractors may attend meetings between the contractor and the Government, observe and participate with Government personnel in function and performance tests, and have access to the contractor’s facilities as related to any effort under this contract; however, no support contractor has the authority to issue direction to the contractor or to change the contract.

H.3.2
In the event that the Government utilizes support contractors in this capacity, the Contractor agrees to cooperate with the support contractors by engaging in discussions with support contractor personnel, and permitting support contractor personnel access to information and data to the same degree such access is accorded Government personnel. The CO will provide a list of support contractors upon request.

H.4
Engineering services

H.4.1
All engineering services identified under CLIN 001 shall be supplied as directed by the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative. The Contractor will be paid the labor hour rates stated in Part I - Section B for each labor hour that its representatives, in response to direction from the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representive, are: (i) performing services in the work locations, (ii) in travel status between the Contractor’s plant and a work location with a maximum of eight labor hours allowed for travel, or (iii) in travel status between work locations with a maximum of eight labor hours allowed for travel. Materials and travel cost will be reimbursed at cost only.

H.4.2
For the purpose of payment, a labor hour shall be considered as one person working one hour at one or more of the work locations or engaged in travel. A maximum of eight labor hours shall be allowed for travel between the Contractor’s home plant and any work locations or sites.

H.5 Material Purchases

The contractor shall obtain written approval from the Contracting Officer in advance for all material purchases and vendor repairs which have a total value that is over $3,500.  Justification for purchases over $3,500 shall include an item description, reason for the purchase, method of purchase (competitive or noncompetitive) quantities, names of sources reviewed/solicited for price comparison, the price quoted, the rational for selection of the proposed source/vendor, place of deliver (end user) and cost of shipment to final destination.  Requests for material purchases over $3,500 must be sent to the Contracting Officer for approval with a copy concurrently sent to the Contracting Officer Technical Representative(s). 

Material purchased under the Contract, as a direct cost becomes the property of the Government.  Disposal of obsolete equipment shall be in accordance with FAA procedures.  

H.6
Contractor changes

In performing work under this contract the Contractor shall utilize the resources as described in the offer. Any substantial change from the resources may be considered by the Government to be a breach of this contract.
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
