L.2 INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS

Vendor responses to this solicitation should be submitted in two volumes.  Volume 1 is to consist of sections A through K of this solicitation with all fill-ins completed in accordance with instructions below.  Any subsequent contract will consist of Sections A through I.  Volume II is to consist of any information that the vendor desires to submit in support of a determination of technical acceptability.  Specific instructions for these volumes follow:

L.2.1 VOLUME I INSTRUCTIONS   

SECTION A INSTRUCTIONS

Standard Form 33 Solicitation, Offer, and Award (SF-33), blocks 12 - 18 contractor fill-ins are self-explanatory.  The SF-33, block 17 must be signed by an agent of the company authorized to make the offer.

SECTION B INSTRUCTIONS

Vendors are instructed to provide the hourly loaded rate for each of Sub Contract Line Item Numbers (Sub CLINs) 001A, 001B and 001C.  Alternatively, vendors may propose fewer, alternate, or even additional labor categories for the respective Sub CLINs.  However, should fewer, additional, or alternate SubCLINs be proposed, the total estimated hours must remain unchanged at 1,450 hours.   

SECTION G INSTRUCTIONS

Vendors are instructed to complete the remittance address in G.6.

SECTION I INSTRUCTIONS

The vendor is required to complete the fill-ins for clause 3.2.5-12.  In the event that the offeror proposes labor categories different than that currently in Section B the offeror is instructed to revise clause 3.13-6 to list the applicable categories.

SECTION K INSTRUCTIONS

The offeror should provide the requested information for Section K. Contractor fill-ins are self-explanatory.

L.2.2 VOLUME II INSTRUCTIONS

In this volume, for each of the proposed personnel, the vendor should present that persons qualifications relevant to performing tasks within the scope of the Statement of Work.  Qualifications presented should include specific experience, academic credentials and achievements, expertise and training.  The proposal should indicate the recentness of training and experience.

Although not required for the initial submittal, the Government may require a cost proposal in support of the proposed rates.
