EXCLUSION FROM FUTURE CONTRACTS



	(a)  Work under this contract may involve access to information about 
FAA
 procurement which is not generally available to other persons or firms.



	(b)  For the reasons set forth in this clause, the Contractor shall be excluded from consideration for the award of future FAA contracts for which they have knowledge of or have been involved in, during the performance of this contract.



	(c)  The exclusions required by this clause shall apply until completion or termination of this contract and for a 2-year period thereafter.



	(d)  The Contracting Officer may, in the sole discretion of the Government, waive any provisions to this clause; if participation of the contractor or subcontractor in a future contract or subcontract would not present a significant conflict of interest; if such a conflict would be overbalanced by the Government's need for the Contractor; or if it is otherwise deemend to be in the best interest of the Government, e.g., if the Contractor is a sole source of supply or service.





	(e)  The Contractor shall include this provision in all subcontracts and in lower tier subcontracts unless a waiver is requested from, and granted by, the Contracting Officer.
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
