SF‑33, Solicitation, Offer and Award -

a.
The Offeror shall have an official who is legally authorized to bind the Offeror to a contract sign the SF‑33.

b.
In the block with its name and address, the Offeror should supply the Contractor Establishment Code applicable to that name and address, if known to the Offeror.  The number should be preceded by “CEC”.  Offerors should take care to report the correct CEC and not a similar number assigned to the Offeror in a different system.  The CEC is a 9-digit code assigned to a contractor establishment that contracts with a Federal executive agency.  The CEC system is a contractor identification coding system which is currently the Dun and Bradstreet Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS).  The CEC system is distinct from the Federal Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN) system.

Table of Contents - The Offeror shall provide a master “Table of Contents” for Part A, Volume 2.  This “Table of Contents” shall identify major subparagraphs by number, title, and page and volume numbers.

Acronyms List - The Offeror shall provide a master list of all acronyms, along with their definitions, used in the entire proposal.

Organizational Conflict of Interest (OCI) Issues - The Offeror shall review Section H.17, Organizational Conflict of Interest ( and include in this section any OCI issues and their resolutions, or the Offeror shall state that there are no known actual or potential OCI issues.

Section K, Representation, Certifications and Other Statements of Offerors - 
The Offeror shall complete Section K, Representation, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors.

Financial Information - The Offeror shall demonstrate financial viability and provide its audited balance sheets and income statements for the last three years and its credit lines of reference.

e.  For the purpose of estimating prices, Offerors shall assume that the contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded per the schedule contained in Section L.4.

Detailed Requirements - 

Section B - The Offeror shall insert hourly rates and extensions in Section B. Direct labor hours shown are defined as actual work hours exclusive of vacation, holidays, sick leave and other absences.  All hours applicable to part-time, full-time and temporary employees of the Offeror, hours of proposed subcontractor personnel, and hours purchased from a temporary personnel agency are considered direct labor hours.  Hours applicable to contractor or subcontractor overhead functions, which are not directly charged to the contract, and those hours worked by subject matter experts (consultants) are not considered direct labor hours. 

Disclosure Statement - The Offeror shall submit its latest Disclosure Statement approved by the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA), if applicable.  If none exists, the Offeror must have an adequate accounting system as validated by a Federal Government Agency (i.e., DCAA, the Department of Labor, etc.) and submit the validation report under this part of the Price Proposal.
