Special Contract Requirements





H.1		PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE





The period of performance for this contract, including options, is five and one-half (5 ½ ) years.  At the option of the FAA, this contract’s period of performance may be extended for up to an additional three (3) years.  All work will be ordered by Task Orders.  The FAA may order any combination of base requirements and/or option items at any time during the performance period of this contract.  Each Task Order will have its own period of performance.





H.2		BILLING INSTRUCTIONS





The Contractor shall submit invoices on a monthly basis unless otherwise authorized, in writing, by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall submit all invoices for payment under this contract with the following information:





	(1)  	The Contract Number


	(2)  	The Invoice Number and Date prepared


	(3)  	The Contractor’s name, mailing address, and telephone number


	(4)  	Identify the billing period covered by month, day and year


	(5)  	Dollar amount for the current billing period identified by Task Order and CLIN Number


	(6)  	Cumulative dollar amount for the contract identified by Task Order and CLIN Number


	(7)  	Certification as follows:





	“I certify that this invoice is correct and in accordance with the terms of the contract.  I further certify that the costs included herein have been incurred, represent payments made by the Contractor, and properly reflect the work performed.”





	(8)  	Name and telephone number of the Contractor’s contact for resolution of questions.

H.3			METHOD OF PAYMENT





(a)  	Payments under this contract will be made either by check or by wire transfer through the Treasury Financial Communications System at the option of the FAA.





(b)  	The Contractor shall forward the following information in writing to the Federal Aviation Administration, Accounts Payable Branch, ABA-200, 800 Independence Avenue, SW, Washington, DC 20591, not later than seven days after receipt of notice of award:





	(1) 		full name (where practicable), title, phone number, and complete mailing address of responsible official(s):  


		(i) 	to whom check payments are to be sent, and 


		(ii) 	who may be contacted concerning the bank account information requested below; 


	(2) 	the following bank account information required to accomplish wire transfers: 


		(i) 	name, address, and telegraphic abbreviation of the receiving financial institution; 


		(ii) 	receiving financial institution's 9-digit American Bankers Association (ABA) identifying number for routing transfer of funds (provide the number only if the receiving financial institution has access to the Federal Reserve Communications System); 


		(iii) 		recipient's name and account number at the receiving financial institution to be credited with the funds; 


		(iv) 	if the receiving financial institution does not have access to the Federal Reserve Communications System, provide the name of the correspondent financial institution through which the receiving financial institution receives electronic funds transfer messages.  If a correspondent financial institution is specified, also provide: 








			(A) 	address and telegraphic abbreviation of the correspondent financial institution; 


			(B) 	the correspondent financial institution's 9-digit ABA identifying number for routing transfer of funds.





(c)  	Any changes to the information furnished under paragraph (b) of this clause shall be furnished in writing to the Federal Aviation Administration, Accounts Payable Branch, ABA-200, 800 Independence Avenue, SW, Washington, DC 20591 at least thirty (30) days before the effective date of the change.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to furnish the changes promptly to avoid payment to erroneous addresses or bank accounts.





(d)  	The document furnishing the information required in paragraphs (b) and (c) must be dated and contain the signature, title, and telephone number of the Contractor official authorized to provide it as well as the Contractor's name and contract number.

H.4			TECHNICAL DIRECTION





Performance of the work under this contract shall be subject to the technical direction of the COTR.  The term "technical direction" is defined to include, without limitation, the following:





(a)  	Directions to the Contractor which redirect the contract effort, shift work emphasis between work areas or tasks, require pursuit of certain lines of inquiry, fill in details or otherwise serve to accomplish the contractual Statement of Work;





(b)  	Provision of written information to the Contractor which assists in the interpretation of drawings, specifications, or technical portions of the work description; and,





(c)  	Review and, where required by the contract, approval of technical reports, drawings, specifications, productions and technical information to be delivered by the Contractor to the Government under the contract.

H.5			LIMITATIONS OF COTR





Technical direction shall be issued in writing by the COTR and must be within Part I, Section C, Scope of Work.  The COTR does not have the authority to, and may not issue any technical direction which: (1) constitutes an assignment of additional work outside the Scope of Work; (2) constitutes a change; (3) in any manner causes an increase or decrease in the total estimated contract price, the fixed fee (if any), or the time required for contract performance; (4) changes any of the expressed terms, conditions, or specifications of the contract; or (5) interferes with the Contractor's right to perform the terms and conditions of the contract.

H.6			DETERMINATION OF CHANGE





If, in the opinion of the Contractor, any instruction or direction by the COTR falls within the categories defined in paragraph H.5, above, the Contractor shall not proceed but shall notify the CO in writing within five (5) working days after receipt of any such instruction or direction from the COTR and the Contractor shall request the CO to modify the contract accordingly.  Upon receipt of the notification from the Contractor, the CO shall: (a) advise the Contractor in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the Contractor's letter, that the technical direction is within the scope of the contract effort and does not constitute a change to the contract; (b) advise the Contractor, within a reasonable length of time, that the instruction or direction is not within the scope of work but that the Government will modify the contract to provide for the change; or (c) advise the Contractor, within a reasonable length of time, that the instruction or direction is not within the scope of work and that the Government will not modify the contract, in which case the Contractor is not to perform the work requested by the COTR.

H.7			CONTRACTING OFFICER’S AUTHORITY





The Contracting Officer has the responsibility for ensuring the performance of all necessary actions for effective contracting, ensuring compliance with the terms of the contract, and safeguarding the interests of the United Sates in its contractual relationships. In this regard, the Contracting Officer is the only individual who has the authority to enter into, administer, or terminate this contract. In addition, the Contracting Officer is the only individual authorized to approve changes to any of the requirements under this contract, and notwithstanding any provision contained elsewhere in this contract, said authority remains solely with the Contracting Officer.

H.10			TASK ORDERS





All work required under this contract shall be placed by bilateral task orders.  All issued task orders shall be made a part of this contract by explicit inclusion, and shall assume all appropriate terms and conditions thereof.





The tasks will specify work to be performed within the general scope of work described in Section C, Statement of Work.  Labor categories stipulated in Section B, Supplies or Services and Prices/Costs will be utilized.  Fully executed task orders will designate (1) the work to be performed; (2) the schedule of performance; (3) authorized travel; and (4) the labor categories and degree of utilization.  Fully executed task orders will also specify deliverables and required delivery dates, Government furnished property/equipment, any required access to FAA property and facilities, and materials and other direct charges (ODCs).





The Contracting Officer may issue a task order with an established “Task Order Value” on the obligation of the FAA.  In this instance, the Contractor shall begin work immediately upon receipt of the task order signed by the Contracting Officer.  Until the definitization of the task order, the Contractor is not authorized to incur costs, including labor costs, in excess of 50 percent of the “Task Order Ceiling Amount.”  Negotiation of the prices for the definitization of the task order will take place 10 days after the effective date of the task order.





The Contracting Officer is the only individual authorized to issue task orders to the Contractor.  It is agreed and understood that a fully executed task order or a revision to an existing task order, signed by the Contracting Officer, shall constitute authorization for the Contractor to proceed with the work specified therein.  No other costs are authorized without the express written consent of the Contracting Officer.

H.11			EXERCISE OF OPTIONS





The FAA reserves the right to exercise any or all Option CLINs, at its sole discretion, by issuing and funding a task order under the subject contract.  The FAA is under no obligation to exercise any option.

H.12			TRAVEL AND SUBSISTENCE REIMBURSEMENT





The Contractor shall be reimbursed for allocable, allowable and reasonable travel and per diem expenses on the basis of actual expenses incurred in accordance with the Federal Joint Travel Regulations.





H.13			TYPE OF CONTRACT





The FAA contemplates award of a firm-fixed price time and materials, indefinite quantity contract resulting from this Screening Information Request.





H.14			AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS





Funding for this Contract may only be available on a Fiscal Year basis.  Funds beyond FY98 are not presently available for performance under this contract.  The FAA’s obligation for performance of this contract beyond September 30, 1998 is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds from which payment for contract purposes can be made.  Each Task Order will obligate the funds necessary to provide for payment to the contractor upon completion of performance.

All prices listed in Section B of this contract shall be good for five (5) years or may be subjected to a downward adjustment, if applicable.





H.16	SECTION F, DELIVERIES/PERFORMANCE, AND SECTION J3, ESTIMATED HARDWARE QUANTITIES AT OPERATIONAL SITES





The installation schedule in Section F and the Estimated Hardware quantities at operational sites in Section J3 of this SIR will be periodically changing before and after contract award.  However, for pricing purposes, the Installation Schedule in Section F and the Estimated Hardware quantities at operational sites in Section J3 of this SIR will be identical at contract award.  If necessary, these sections will be revised by a bilateral contract modification.





H.17			ABBREVIATED SIR





Due to time constraints, this SIR is an abbreviated SIR which lacks certain usual terms and conditions.  Following contract award, these terms and conditions will be added by a bilateral contract modification.
