The purpose of this announcement is to inform industry of the basis for the decision to contract, in an amount greater than $100,000, via single source contract procedures.

The FAA plans to award a single source contract to Crew Training International, Inc. (CTI).  CTI is the only source available that has the unique understanding and expertise to accomplish this complex Aviation System Standards (AVN) requirement.  CTI has developed the current crew-training program resulting from Aviation Circular 120-51B, Crew Resource Management (CRM) training, that has identified human error as a contributing factor in 60 to 80 percent of aviation incidents and accidents.  AVN has utilized the services with CTI in implementing the Aviation Circular 120-51B requirements.

AVN has an immediate and continuing requirement for crew training as mandated by law.  This contract will be a requirements type contract and have four 1-year options in addition to the base year.  Historically, pilot training has focused almost exclusively on the technical aspects of flight and individual performance and did not effectively address flight crew management issues that are fundamental to flight safety.  CRM is not a one-time inoculation for flight crew personnel and must be reinforced through recurrent training, evaluation and regular course updates.  It is critical that recurrent training be specifically designed to address issues discovered during and after implementation of CRM Initial training.  AVN has completed the Initial CRM training with CTI.
