Announcement

Common Automated Radar Tracking System (ARTS)

IIIE Configuration

This initial Screening for Information Request (SIR) public announcement is issued in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management System (AMS), Section 3.2.2.4.

The FAA has a requirement to procure additional Common ARTS IIIE configuration hardware, hardware installation, integration with existing on site systems, hardware functional checkout, and site hardware support for one year or more.  The FAA wishes to investigate the maturity and availability of Contractors with the ability to provide and support such installed and integrated systems.  

The Common ARTS IIIE is presently in operational use at three (3) of the Continental United States Large TRACON sites. The application software for this system is ANSI C and C++ and will be furnished by the Government. A hardware product specification  may be  requested by interested parties from the address listed herein.

This is not a request for proposal. The intent of this survey to provide an opportunity for interested parties to demonstrate qualifications to provide necessary hardware and services in the time available. All interested parties with the requisite skill base and experience are encouraged to participate by submitting statements of qualification.

This is an FAA Mission Critical requirement and the schedule requires delivery of fully integrated systems to sites commencing in June 1999. The ability of a contractor to meet the specified time constraints is paramount and will be the highest weighted factor of any subsequent proposal evaluation. Site preparation, installation, and checkout is anticipated to require approximately two (2) months at each potential site. 

Sources who are capable of providing systems as specified in the hardware product specification (HPS) are invited to respond by submitting a letter demonstrating their  qualification of not greater than 30 letter sized pages in length.  It is requested that the response be presented in two sections, i.e., technical (20 pages ) and business (10 pages).  As a minimum, the response to this SIR should address the following regarding Common ARTS hardware:

1. The responder’s ability to provide the necessary hardware and an estimated price of the hardware.

2. The responder’s ability to integrate and install the hardware and integrate it as a system with on site existing hardware, along with an estimated price for this effort.

3. The responder’s ability to provide on site hardware maintenance support and an estimated price for the support.

4. The responder’s ability to provide hardware by June 1, 1999 and complete first installation and checkout by August 1, 1999.
5. The responder should identify past performance on similar or comparable programs which demonstrates the responder’s ability to provide the required hardware and services in the required timeframe.  
Based on the availability of funds, schedule requirements, and other factors, the FAA may buy two (2) systems.
