I.  DEFINITION OF NEED:

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Northwest Mountain Region has a requirement for Electrical Upgrades and Repairs at the Denver Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC), Longmont, CO.

II. Scope of Project: 

The work in general includes but is not limited to the following: Provide all labor, materials and equipment to perform Electrical Repair and Upgrades and other related work on a Time and Materials basis in accordance with the current issue of the National Electric Code and the FAA Standards at the Denver Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC) located at 2211 17th Avenue, Longmont, Colorado.  Work will be as identified by the FAA Facility to the COR and may be identified on an on-going basis.  A background investigation is required for each on site worker.  Specifications attached.

III. Evaluation Criteria:

Prospective offerors will be required to submit a technical and business proposal. Proposals shall be technically evaluated as either "acceptable" or "not acceptable" on the basis of the following criteria:

1. Ability to provide certified electricians licensed in the state of Colorado. 

2. Experience working at FAA facilities (specifically Air Route Traffic Control Centers) and other FAA facilities that operate 24 hours day 7 days a week.

3. Geographic Location.  The firm’s proximity to the ARTCC will be evaluated.  The contractor will be required to maintain a permanent office less than one (1) hour commuting distance to the ARTCC 

4. General past performance as a prime contractor in the designated NAICS code. (This criterion will have emphasis on contractor’s ability to deliver exceptional quality work on schedule.)

5. Adequate financial resources and capabilities.  

6. Price.  Davis Bacon Wage Rates shall apply to each delivery order.

Any proposals determined to be "not acceptable" in any evaluated area, criteria, or sub-element thereof, shall render the proposal to be unacceptable and therefore rejected from further consideration. The government may reject any and all proposals and waive informalities or irregularities in proposals.
