I. Purpose 

The purpose of this Screening Information Request (SIR) is to seek well qualified firms to compete for the subject contract. This acquisition is open to all qualified offerors under full and open competition procedures. 

II. Scope of Project

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Northwest Mountain Region intends to award a contract to establish a Precision Approach Path Indicator (PAPI) system, a Runway End Indicator Light (REIL) system, and to relocate a Localizer system located on various runways at the Portland International Airport, Portland, Oregon. The project effort primarily relates to civil works (i.e. excavation, concrete, etc.) however there is also a significant electrical portion. The work shall consist of, but not necessarily limited to, construction of equipment racks and installation of equipment on the racks, construction of concrete foundations for the light units and control rack, routing of power and control cables including trenching and conduit installation, installation of a grounding system at each plot, installation of a government furnished equipment shelter, demolition of existing localizer facility, crushed rock surfacing, final wiring, setup and testing of the equipment. This project may require night work and involves security and safety considerations, as may be generally encountered in regard to similar construction projects on major airports. The estimated firm fixed contract price is between $150,000 and $250,000. It is anticipated that a pre-bid site visit may be held on/about 2-May-2001. Payment and performance bonds are required, and multi-million dollar general liability insurance coverage. The on-site work is estimated to require approximately 90 calendar days to complete. The target date for notice-to-proceed (NTB) is anticipated to be 4-June-2001. Note: This is an urgent procurement in which timely performance and strict adherence specification requirements are absolutely essential. 

III. Submission and Evaluation of Technical Proposal

A prospective offeror is required to submit a technical proposal as discussed herein. The proposal shall be technically evaluated by an Integrated Product Team (IPT) as either "acceptable" or " not acceptable" on the basis of the following criteria: 

1. Knowledge and experience related to key project elements 

2. Past performance 

3. Management approach, abilities, and resources 

4. Qualifications of key personnel 

5. Financial resources and capability 

The response to each criterion shall be evaluated on an overall basis. Any proposal determined to be "not acceptable" in any criterion, may render the entire proposal not acceptable and removed from further award consideration. Notwithstanding, an unfavorable evaluation in any criterion may be offset by a favorable evaluation(s) in other criterion, at the discretion of the Contracting Officer to be in the best interest of the government. 

Note: The government may reject any and all proposals and waive informalities or irregularities in any proposal. One-on-one discussions may be held, at the option of the Government, with one or more offerors, as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer, to clarify statements, resolve issues and omissions, etc. The government reserves the right to use and evaluate any and all available information, pertinent to any offeror and its subcontractors (if applicable), in addition to the data submitted in the offeror's technical proposal. 

IV. Content of Technical Proposal

A prospective offeror is required to submit three (3) complete copies of its technical proposal. The document shall encompass, but not necessarily be limited to, addressing the content areas as set forth below. Note, it is a requirement that all criterion areas and subelements be fully addressed. A negative response is necessary if applicable. Any omissions, or partial or vague responses, may lead to the rejection of the technical proposal without discussions with the offeror. 

Criterion #1 - Knowledge and  Past Experience of Key Project Elements 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise in each of the following. In the event that any knowledge and experience areas are to be furnished by subcontractors, explain expertise, provide name, address, and telephone number of subcontractor(s), and provide subcontractor's past performance history pursuant to Criterion #2, in addition to offeror's past performance history.

Criterion #2 - Past Performance

Provide relevant business activity during the past three (3) years which clearly demonstrates successful past performance related to similar or more complex projects than the subject FAA project. For each project  provide the following information:

(b)  Client/Customer name, business address, phone number, and contact person 

(c)  Contract dollar value

(d)  Scope of work

(e)  Dollar percentage of work subcontracted and nature

(f) Award and completion dates

(g) Any contractual issues or technical matters disputed, and resolution thereof 

(h) Any claims and resolution thereof (i.e. nature, number, dollar value)

(i) Any relevant information that would reflect on the offer's ability to meet schedule constraints

(j) Any other pertinent information

Criterion #3 - Management Approach, Abilities, and Resources 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise and capability in each of the below areas:

(a) Ability to schedule and monitor performance 


(b) Expertise in construction quality control

(c) Availability of manpower and equipment resources, and bonding capacity, etc., to perform the subject project. 

(d) Familiarity with government construction with emphasis upon FAA projects 

(e) Management and coordination experience with major subcontractors (if applicable), including but not necessarily limited to electrical.

(f) Any other relevant information.

Criterion #4 - Qualification of Key Personnel

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise in each of the following areas: 

(a) Identification of the construction management team. (Note as a minimum include the Project Manager

,     Quality Control Person, and Onsite Superintendent). 

(b) Resume information for each key member of the construction management team (identified above). Provide all pertinent data related to years of experience, employment history, education, training, accomplishments, licenses, certificates, awards, etc. 

Criterion #5 - Financial Resources and Capability.

Offeror shall provide information to clearly demonstrate adequacy of financial resources and capability, such as by providing the following: 

(a) A complete set of financial statements ( if available) related to the last completed accounting period.    Cover letter from an independent CPA (if applicable), and any relevant interim year-to-date financial statement information. 


(b) Bank references and lines-of-credit

(c) Full disclosure of any unresolved claims or pending litigation actions

(d) Any other relevant information

VII. The Procurement Process

Phase 1: Screening Information Request (SIR).& Receipt and evaluation of technical proposals. A submitted technical proposal shall be evaluated as either "acceptable" or "not acceptable." Any offeror whose proposal is deemed to be not acceptable, shall be promptly notified in writing by the Contracting Officer, and the technical proposal shall be removed from award consideration. 

Phase 2. Request for Offer (RFO). A complete solicitation package, i.e. plans and specifications, and contract terms and conditions, shall be sent to those offerors with "acceptable" technical proposals, and a fixed price offer requested. 

Phase 3. Award Selection Criteria. Contract award may be made to the responsible offeror who has the lowest priced, technically acceptable offer.
