C.1
Introduction


The contractor shall provide initial and recurrent ground school and simulator training for the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Aviation System Standards (AVN) pilots in aircraft types identified in Section B, Supplies and Services and Prices/Costs, and in accordance with:


a.  Title 14 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 135 and 142.


b.  Terms and conditions of the contract.  

C.2
Scope of Work

This Performance Work Statement (PWS) defines AVN’s requirements for pilot training.  

C.2.1
The contractor shall conduct initial and recurrent pilot qualification and recurrent training for FAA/AVN pilots in an FAA approved simulator.  Those AVN pilots not meeting required simulator-only type rating prerequisites shall be given an 85% check in the FAA approved simulator.

C.2.2
The Government will make every effort to enroll two pilots per class.  This will allow concurrent training at the Pilot-In-Command (PIC) and Second-In-Command (SIC) positions during simulator training.  The minimum required simulator training device times are “per pilot.”  For example, during recurrent training, a requirement of 6 hours simulator training per pilot would mean a total of 12 hours of simulator training required for a two pilot class.  AVN will contact the contractor to schedule training courses and dates as far in advance as possible of course dates.  Normally, this will be 6-12 months in advance.  When the Government enrolls one AVN pilot per class, it is expected that additional supplementary training may be required.  The AVN Training Manager/Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) will approve supplementary training in advance on a case-by-case basis. The contractor shall permit AVN to perform unannounced monitoring of ground and simulator instruction presented by the contractor when AVN has a student enrolled in training at no additional cost to the Government.

C.4
Government Representative

The FAA Contracting Officer (CO) shall designate in writing the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR), who will provide direction within the technical scope of the SOW as designated by the CO.

C.5
Definition of Terms

The following definitions define the terminology contained herein and are applicable as required by the Federal Aviation Regulation (FAR):

a.  Approved Simulator:  A mechanical and/or electronic device that simulates the full flight characteristics, navigation capability and all systems malfunction characteristics of a specific type and model of aircraft.  It shall duplicate the aircraft cockpit throughout with precision, shall have at least three axis motion, visual system, be the most modern simulator in the contractor's inventory (Level D simulator or higher) and be approved by the FAA in accordance with 14 CFR Part 135 & 142.

b.  Training Device:  A mechanical and/or electronic device that simulates a specific type and model aircraft to provide realistic flight deck environment, instrument responses, systems and performance, and flight characteristics of the aircraft and be approved by the FAA in accordance with FAA Advisory Circular, AC 120-45 (as amended).

c.  Crew Concept:  When one pilot is receiving Pilot-In-Command (PIC) training in a simulator, the other pilot shall receive Second-In-Command training.  

d.  Dry Lease Simulator:  Simulator without a contract instructor.  FAA provides the instructor.

e.  AVN Instructor/Evaluator:  AVN instructor/evaluator used with Dry Lease requirements.

A cover letter of transmittal may include a brief summary of the offer or highlight the manner in which the proposal meets or exceeds the requirements of the SIR.

      Offerors are encouraged to submit initial proposals that are complete and comprehensive, and contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint, since the Government may award a contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussion/negotiations.

L.5  Preparation of Volume I – Solicitation Documents


(a)
This volume will provide information to the FAA for preparing the contract document and supporting file.  Offerors must complete Section A, Solicitation, Offer and Award (SF33), Blocks 12 through 18; Section B, Supplies or Services and Prices/Costs; and, Section K, Representations and Certifications, with all required information and signatures.  Completion of these documents indicates that the offeror has read and agrees to the terms and conditions contained in the SIR. 

(b)
This volume shall contain a copy of the solicitation duly executed by an official authorized to bind the offeror.  All unit and total prices must be completed in Section B.


(c)
The FAA may consider offerors who take exception to the terms and conditions of SIR Sections A through K to be ineligible for award, and such offerors may not be given the opportunity to revise their offers.

L.6  Preparation of Volume II – Technical Proposal 


(a)
The proposal must be sufficiently detailed to enable the evaluation team to make a thorough evaluation to determine if the proposed services meet the requirements of the Government and to determine that the offeror has a thorough understanding of the requirement.  

(b) Offerors are advised to submit proposals that are clear and comprehensive without additional explanation or information. Offeror shall describe the location of facilities, simulators, classes, and equipment for training in the various FAA aircraft types.  Offeror shall describe its scheduling policies and procedures and provide samples of training schedules for the various aircraft types that show class time, simulator time, break times, study times and student rest/down time.  Offeror shall provide the percentage of training and simulator hours that are normally scheduled between 0600 and 1800. Factor 4 – Past Performance

L.7  Preparation of Volume III – Cost/Price Proposal

(4) The proposed subcontract price and the Contractor's cost or price analysis;
 

(5) The subcontractor's current, complete, and accurate cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions;
 

(6) The subcontractor's Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract; and

AS A CONDITION OF SUBMITTING AN OFFER OR RESPONSE TO THIS SIR (OR OTHER SOLICITATION, IF APPROPRIATE), THE OFFEROR OR POTENTIAL OFFEROR AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS RELATING TO PROTESTS:

 
(a) Protests concerning Federal Aviation Administration Screening Information Requests (SIRs) or awards of contracts shall be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and shall be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 and shall apply only to final agency decisions. A protestor may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.
 
(b) Offerors initially should attempt to resolve any issues concerning potential protests with the Contracting Officer. The Contracting Officer should make reasonable efforts to answer questions promptly and completely, and, where possible, to resolve concerns or controversies. The protest time limitations, however, will not be extended by attempts to resolve a potential protest with the Contracting Officer.
 
(c) The filing of a protest with the ODRA may be accomplished by mail, overnight delivery, hand delivery, or by facsimile. A protest is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA.
 
(d) Only an interested party may file a protest. An interested party is one whose direct economic interest has been or would be affected by the award or failure to award an FAA contract. Proposed subcontractors are not "interested parties" within this definition.

The protest shall include a signed statement from the protester, certifying to the ODRA the manner of service, date, and time when a copy of the protest was served on the Contracting Officer and other designated official(s).

PART IV – SECTION M – EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD 

M.1
Introduction


(a)
Proposals may be eliminated if they are determined to be grossly deficient, i.e. the proposal does not represent a reasonable effort to address itself to all elements of the Screening Information Request (SIR) or clearly demonstrates that the offeror does not understand the requirements of the SIR and the proposed costs/prices are not considered reasonable. A determination of overall “best” value will also include an assessment of risk and an analysis of the estimated FAA travel costs to the different training locations.  Subjective judgment on the part of the FAA is implicit in the evaluation process.  


(c)
Each proposal will be evaluated on the basis of its written submissions, including cost/price information.  Separate technical and cost/price proposals are required as described in Section L.

(d)
As part of its evaluation, the FAA will conduct site visit(s) at selected training locations.  The FAA will provide offeror a one-week advance notice of any planned visit(s).  A site visit does not mean that an offeror has been selected for award.  

(e)
All offers will be subjected to detailed technical and cost/price evaluations by a team who will rate/assess each in accordance with pre-established evaluation plans.


(f)
Technical proposals will be evaluated, rated, and scored in accordance with pre-established evaluation factors. These factors are listed in order of importance in M.2.  

(g)
Cost/price proposals will not be rated or scored but evaluated on the basis of completeness, reasonableness, and realism.

(h)
The cost/price evaluation team will not have access to technical proposal during the initial detailed evaluation.  Likewise, the technical evaluation team will not have access to cost/price proposals during the initial detailed evaluation.  After completion of the initial detailed evaluation, the technical and price evaluation teams may have access to the other team’s proposals only as authorized by the Contracting officer.

(i)
Because several proposals are anticipated, uniformity of proposals is essential to assure a fair and accurate assessment of each offer.  All proposals must be submitted in accordance with Section L and must conform to all the terms and conditions of the SIR.  Failure to conform to all requirements expressed may be cause for rejection without further evaluation or discussion and removed from further consideration for award. Failure to conform to all requirements expressed may be cause for rejection without further evaluation or discussion.  Any offer found to be grossly deficient will be eliminated before detailed rating of the offer (i.e., the offer does not represent a reasonable effort to address all elements of the SIR and PWS.  It clearly demonstrates that the offeror does not understand the requirements of the SIR and PWS and would require an extensive rewrite before it could be considered acceptable for evaluation).

(i)
Additional information may be requested from the offeror whose proposal the FAA considers to represent the overall best value.  The information may clarify or supplement, but not basically change the proposal as submitted.  The FAA reserves the right to award a contract based on initial offers received, without discussions or negotiations. For this reason, each initial offer should be submitted on the most favorable terms from the standpoint of technical and cost/price.

M.2 Technical Evaluation

Selection of a contractor for award will be based on evaluation of the technical proposal according to the factors listed below. These factors are listed in order of importance:

The FAA may elect to award a single delivery order contract or task order contract or to award multiple delivery order contracts or task order contracts for the same or similar supplies or services to two or more sources.
