STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

DIGITAL SIGNATURE SERVICES

1. Objective.

The contractor shall provide labor and other direct costs (ODC) necessary to issue and manage digital signature certificates and key pairs to FAA employees based on contractor’s commercial-off-the shelf certificates, software, and services.  The level of identification (proofing) for the individuals that binds their identity to their certificate shall be as described in contractor’s Certification Practices Statement (CPS).  The Contractor shall provide a system such as a Proof and Capture Station (PCS), to digitally capture applicants photo and handwritten signature in a manner formatted to work with the Electronic Operational Specifications Subsystem.  This delivery order covers the labor, travel, and issue and manage other direct costs (ODC) necessary to issue certificates and provide digital signature services as described in the CPS.

2. Work to be Performed.

  2.1.  Other Direct Costs (ODC) are authorized under this delivery order but are
          limited to:

2.1.1. Rights up to 2,083 Software certificate licenses for each certificate for year one and,

2.1.2. Rights up to 3,500 Software certificate licenses for each certificate for year two and,

2.1.3. Rights up to 3,500 Software certificate licenses for each certificate for year three and,

2.1.4. Rights up to 3,500 Software certificate licenses for each certificate for year four and,

2.1.5. Rights up to 3,500 Software certificate licenses for each certificate for year five and,

2.1.6. The Software licenses for the certificates include licenses for:

              2.1.6.1. Entrust (CPS Schedule A)

          3.   Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative.

          The Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) will be Tom Penland, Branch Manager,
          AFS-260.  The COTR will provide instructions regarding the use of certificates.  The contractor will
          track and report on the number of issued and available licenses each quarter.  These instructions will
          provide:

3.1. The names of individuals who will be the subject of the certificates,

3.2. The time, dates, and locations where certificates will be issued, and

3.3. The point of contact for coordination

           4.  Period of Performance.

           This delivery order covers work for one year with four one-year option periods starting upon 

           issuance of the delivery order.  The license validity period for each certificate issued shall run

           for one year following the issuance of the certificate.
