I. Purpose

The purpose of this Screening Information Request (SIR) is to seek competent and well-qualified contractors for construction of the Seattle-Tacoma TRACON facility. Screening information allows the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) to determine which offers are most likely to receive award, and ultimately, which offers will provide the FAA with the best value. The FAA is appointing an Integrated Product Team (IPT) who will evaluate each response received and select qualified offerors based on the evaluation criteria established in this SIR. The SIR evaluation process may involve face to face negotiations with one or more offerors. The intent of these negotiations are for the FAA evaluators, or IPT, to gain a better understanding of the proposed project and/or to clarify evaluation information submitted by the offeror. All offerors that are eliminated from the competition will be notified in writing. 

Written responses to this SIR are due by close of business on July 20, 2001. 

II. Scope of Project

The Federal Aviation Administration, Northwest Mountain Region intends to award a contract for the construction of a new TRACON facility at the SeaTac International Airport, in SeaTac, Washington. The project consists of a 50,372 square foot, two-story technical and administrative building and construction of a separate 1200 square foot engine generator building, a guardhouse and parking facilities.  Design and construction are in accordance with the US Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Certification Program.  The TRACON is being designed to meet Gold Level Certification. 

It is the intent of the FAA to award an initial contract for Design Support Services to the most highly qualified offeror and for that offeror to participate in the design phase of the project. When the design is near completion the FAA and the selected offeror will enter into negotiations for the construction. 

The estimated price range for this contract is more than $10,000,000. The government contemplates award of a firm fixed-price contract. Payment and performance bonds, and special high dollar general liability insurance are required. The on-site work is estimated to require 16 months, and is anticipated to commence during March, 2002.

III. The Procurement Process

Phase 1: Screening Information Request (SIR). Receipt and evaluation of technical proposals: Submitted technical proposals will be evaluated as either "acceptable" or "not acceptable." The Contracting Officer will promptly notify any offeror whose proposal is deemed to be not acceptable, in writing, and the technical proposal shall be removed from award consideration.  The remaining offerors will be rated and ranked.

Phase 2: It is the intent of the FAA to select the single highest ranked offeror to negotiate rates and award an initial contract for design consultation and Preconstruction Support services. Services will commence August 1, 2001 at the 65% design phase. The selected contractor will participate with the FAA and the Architectural Firm in the final design.  At no less than 95% design completion, and possibly not until 100%, the FAA will enter into negotiations for construction with the selected contractor.  Should the FAA determine that these negotiations have failed to reach a reasonable conclusion the FAA will open negotiations with the remaining acceptable offerors.  Award will be made based on the best value to the government in regard to price, terms and conditions.  

IV. Submission and Evaluation of Technical Proposal

A prospective offeror is required to submit a technical proposal as discussed herein. The proposal will be technically evaluated by an Integrated Product Team (IPT) on the basis of the following criteria in descending order of importance: 

1. Knowledge and experience related to key project elements 

2. Management approach, abilities, and resources 

3. Qualifications of key personnel 

4. Financial resources and capability 

5. Past performance 

The response to each criterion shall be evaluated on an overall basis. Any proposal determined to be "not acceptable" in any criterion, may render the entire proposal not acceptable and removed from further award consideration. Notwithstanding, an unfavorable evaluation in any criterion may be offset by a favorable evaluation(s) in other criterion, at the discretion of the Contracting Officer to be in the best interest of the government. 

Note: The government may reject any and all proposals and waive informalities or irregularities in any proposal. One-on-one discussions may be held, at the option of the Government, with one or more offerors, as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer, to clarify statements, resolve issues and omissions, etc. 

V. Content of Technical Proposal

A prospective offeror is required to submit five (5) complete copies of its technical proposal. The document must address the content areas as set forth below. Note, it is a requirement that all criterion areas and sub-elements be fully addressed. A negative response is necessary if applicable. Any omissions, or partial or vague responses, may lead to the rejection of the technical proposal without discussions with the offeror. 

Proposals should be indexed and tabbed according to the five separate criteria.
Please be brief and submit only data relevant to the project criteria at hand.

Criterion #1 - Knowledge and Experience of Key Project Elements 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise in each of the following categories. In the event that any knowledge and experience areas are to be furnished by subcontractors, explain expertise, provide name, address, and telephone number of subcontractor(s), and provide subcontractor's past performance history pursuant to Criterion #2, in addition to offeror's past performance history. 

(a) Knowledge and Experience in LEED Certified construction. Completed projects are preferred, but projects in process will be considered.

(b) Knowledge and Experience in other Green Building construction other than LEED Certified. Completed projects are preferred.

(c) Knowledge and Experience in performing construction projects in environmentally sensitive areas with significant oversight by regulatory agencies and the general public.  Include details on stormwater management, water quality treatment and spill prevention efforts on other projects of similar size and scope.

(d) Experience with FAA TRACON construction or similar facilities.

(e) Structural, architectural precast concrete, and glass fiber reinforced concrete construction.

(f) Seismic zone III construction.

(g) Electrical: Experience in industrial/commercial installations including engine generator back-up power systems and UPS.  Experience in specialized electrical grounding bonding, and static suppression/prevention.

(h) Mechanical: Experience in chiller plants, cooling towers - hydronic heating and cooling, and electronics equipment facilities.

(i) Construction experience on large air carrier airports (14 CFR Part 139)

(j) Control Console and Electronic Equipment Rack Installation

(k) Installation of Category V premise wiring, communication and data

(l) Experience in Design/Build projects.

Criterion #2 - Management Approach, Abilities, and Resources 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise and capability in each of the below areas:

(a) Ability to monitor and control cost and schedule. Provide three references, including client, project description, award price, final prices, original completion date at time of award, final date of completion and point of contact with telephone number.

(b)  Expertise in construction quality control 

(c) Availability of manpower and equipment resources, and bonding capacity, to perform the subject project. 

(d) Management and coordination experience with major subcontractors (if applicable). 

(e) Any other relevant information.

Criterion #3 - Qualification of Key Personnel

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise in each of the following areas: 

(a) Identification of the construction management team. (Note: include at a minimum the Project Manager, Quality Control Manager, and Onsite Superintendent). 
(b) Resume information for each key member of the construction management team (identified above). Provide all pertinent data related to years of experience, employment history, education, training, accomplishments, licenses, certificates, awards, etc.  Particular emphasis will be placed on experience with projects seeking LEED certification.

Criterion #4 - Financial Resources and Capability.

Offeror shall provide information to clearly demonstrate adequacy of financial resources and capability, such as by providing the following: 

(a) A complete set of financial statements related to the last completed accounting period. Cover letter from an independent CPA, and any relevant interim year-to-date financial statement information. 

(b) Bank references and lines-of-credit 

(c) Full disclosure of any unresolved claims or pending litigation action 

Criterion #5 - Past Performance

Provide relevant business activity during the past, three (3) years, which clearly demonstrates successful past performance. For each project address the following points: 

(a) Project title, description, and contract number

(b) Client name, business address, phone number, and contact person 

(c) Dollar value 

(d) Scope of work 

(e) Percentage of work subcontracted and nature

(f) Award and completion dates 

(g) Any contractual issues or technical matters disputed, and resolution thereof (i.e. nature, number, dollar value)

(h) Any claims and resolution thereof (i.e. nature, number, dollar value) 

(i) Any relevant information that would reflect on the offeror's ability to meet schedule constraints 

(j) Any other pertinent information
