PROCEDURES


1.
Scope.  This Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) provides the format, delivery, and approval requirements for data deliverables.

2.
Applicable documents.  Not used.

3.
Requirements.  Data shall be formatted and delivered in accordance with the requirements of this List.

3.1
Approval.  Data items requiring approval will be considered incomplete until approved.  Approval signifies Government agreement that the approved material satisfies the requirements of the contract.  Approval will be granted explicitly in writing by the Contracting Officer or his representative.  Disapproved data items shall be corrected and resubmitted within 30 days after receipt of the Government disapproval letter, or in accordance with the CDRL if a different time limit is provided therein.

Comments.  


(a)
The Government may provide the Contractor with written comments on submitted data items.  The Contractor shall evaluate received comments and indicate the results of that evaluation with the next issue of the data item, as follows:



(1)
An attachment to the next issue of the data item shall be provided.  The attachment shall state each comment, indicate the Contractor's disposition of each comment, and the rationale behind each disposition.

   

(2)
Comments that the Contractor agrees with shall be reflected in the next issue of the data item.


(b)
Contractor disposition of comments shall be within 30 days after receipt of Government comments or in accordance with the CDRL if a different time limit is provided therein.  The Government will use its best efforts to provide written comments on CDRL deliverables within sixty (60) days after receipt of a CDRL deliverable.

3.3
Rights in data.  Data items shall be provided free of restrictions as to their further use by the Government.

Quality assurance provisions.  Not used.

Preparation for delivery.  Not used.

Notes.  The following blocks are used in the CDRL table:

Block 1 ‑ Line Number.  Block 1 gives a line number which uniquely identifies the data item.

6.2
Block 2 ‑ Title.  Block 2 gives the title of the data item as it appears on the associated Data Item Description (DID).

6.3
Block 3 ‑ Subtitle.  If the associated DID has multiple subtitles, block 3 gives the data item subtitle.

6.4
Block 4 ‑ DID Reference.  Block 4 gives the identification number, including revision letter, of the DID associated with the data item. "OT" indicates a one time data item, unique to this contract.

6.5
Block 5 ‑ Contract Reference.  Block 5 references the specific location(s) in the contract which require(s) preparation of the data item.

6.6
Block 6 ‑ Technical Office.  Block 6 identifies the office responsible for advising on the technical adequacy of the data item.  

6.7
Block 7 ‑ Inspection/Acceptance Code.  Block 7 designates the locations for Government inspection and acceptance of the data item.  Abbreviations used are:

Block 13 ‑ Date of Subsequent Submission.  Block 13 may be used to indicate the data item second and succeeding delivery dates.  Abbreviations used are the same as for block 11 (see paragraph 6.11).

6.14
Block 14 ‑ Distribution and Addressees.  Block 14 specifies the data item addressees and the number of copies each addressee is to receive. Regular copies are to the left of the slash; reproducible copies are to the right.  Reproducible copies shall be on magnetic tape compatible with the support system being utilized.  The designation "LTO" indicates that the addressee requires only a copy of the data item letter of transmittal.  Abbreviations used are:
