10.  PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS

10.1  SCOPE.  The Master Test Plan shall describe and define the overall test program to be conducted by the Contractor, define the overall test philosophy, and include planning information on each required task.

10.2  FORMAT.  The Master Test Plan shall be prepared in Contractor format in accordance with the following content instructions:

10.3  CONTENTS.  The Master Test Plan shall include the following:

10.3.1  Test Philosophy.  The philosophy used in establishing test objectives, test approach, test sequences, priorities, and major milestones shall be described.

10.3.2  Test Organization.  A detailed description of the testing organization shall be provided.  This shall include the responsibilities of each organizational element relative to test requirements, test planning, procedures, conduct, reports, evaluation and approval.

10.3.3  Test Identification.  All tests required to verify system requirements shall be identified.  Identify all required test plans for each test and provide a brief description of the test and its objective.  The Master Test Plan shall specifically identify the items subject to Factory AcceptanceTesting, Production Acceptance Test and Evaluation, and Site Acceptance testing.  The Master Test Plan shall address the testing of  Pre-Planned Product Improvements (P3I).  The Master Test Plan shall describe the process to be used in determining which previously verified system requirements will undergo regression testing during the System Acceptance Tests.

10.3.4  Special Test Equipment.  Identify any special test equipment required to complete the testing program.  Include anticipated procurement and availability dates.

10.3.5  Government-Furnished Equipment and Services.  List all equipment, services, information, facilities, and software required that should be furnished by the Government.  All necessary conditions shall be stated (e.g., schedule of usage, training and maintenance support required.)

10.3.6  Index of Specification Requirements.  Provide a complete Index of Specification Requirements organized to give a cross-reference among the applicable paragraph number and unique requirement identifier of each requirement in E0SSS, the applicable paragraph number and unique requirement identifier of each requirement in FAA-E-2938, the specific applicable test plan, and the specific applicable test procedure. For example:
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10.3.7  Test Schedules.  A master test schedule shall be provided for those tests identified in this plan.
