H.1
CONTRACTORS WORK AND MANAGEMENT

All work under this contract shall be performed and managed in a skillful, efficient, and professional manner.  Phasing, scheduling, and planning of work under the contract in order to meet all requirements within the established delivery schedule is the contractor’s sole responsibility.  

H.2
NOTIFICATIONS REGARDING ADMINISTRATIVE PROBLEMS

If at any time during the performance of this contract administrative problems should arise which will have an adverse impact on timely performance by the contractor or affect the contract price, the contractor is required to immediately notify the Contracting Officer.

H.3
INTERPRETATION OF CONTRACT: NOTICE OF AMBIGUITIES


a.
This contract and any and all identified writings or documents incorporated by reference herein or physically attached hereto constitute the parties’ complete agreement and no other prior or contemporaneous agreements either written or oral shall be considered to change, modify or contradict it.   Any ambiguity in the contract will not be strictly construed against the drafter of the contract language but shall be resolved by applying the most reasonable interpretation under the circumstances, giving full consideration to the intentions of the parties at the time of contracting.


b.
It shall be the obligation of the contractor to exercise due diligence to discover and to bring to the attention of the Contracting Officer at the earliest possible time any ambiguities, discrepancies, inconsistencies, or conflicts in or between the specifications and the applicable drawings or other documents incorporated by reference herein.  Failure to comply with such obligation shall be deemed a waiver and release of any and all claims for extra costs or delays arising out of such ambiguities, discrepancies, inconsistencies and conflicts.

H.4
ORDERING AUTHORIZATION

The FAA HQ Contracting Officer is the only official authorized to issue orders against this contract.  

H.5
WRITTEN ORDERS (INDEFINITE DELIVERY CONTRACTS)

Written orders will contain the following information consistent with the terms of the contract:

a. Date of order;

b. Contract number and order number;

c. Item number and description, quantity ordered, and contract price;

d. Delivery or performance date;

e. Place of delivery or performance (including consignee);

f. Packaging, packing, and shipping instructions if any required;

g. Accounting and appropriation data;

h. Inspection invoicing and payment provisions to the extent not covered in the contract; and any other pertinent information; and

i. Contracting Officer’s signature

H.6
EQUITABLE ADJUSTMENT

The burden of proof of the identification of each element of cost and of the proper allocation and amount thereof shall be on the contractor whenever an equitable adjustment upward in price is claimed.  In support of any such claim, the contractor shall maintain and tender for audit by the Contracting Officer (or his representative) satisfactory cost records of the materials and labor expended pursuant to the particular circumstances or matter for which the equitable adjustment is claimed under the contract.  Only those costs, which are proven by the contractor to be reasonable, necessary and unavoidable, which are in accordance with the FAA contract cost principles and procedures, will be allowable under the equitable adjustment.

A substantial failure to confirm to the requirements of this clause shall constitute grounds for rejection of the contractor’s request for equitable adjustment.

H.7
TYPE OF CONTRACT

This contract shall be a firm fixed priced indefinite delivery indefinite quantity contract.  The base period shall be one year with four one year options to extend the term of the contract.

H.8
ORDERING

a. Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or contract modifications by individuals or activities designated in the Schedule.  Such orders may be issued from the effective date of the contract through the completion date of the contract.

b. All delivery orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of conflict between a delivery order and this contract, the contract shall control.

c. If mailed, a delivery order is considered “issued” when the Government deposits the order in the mail.  Orders may be issued orally, by written communication, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods.
d. The minimum quantity that may be ordered each year is fifty (50) of each configuration.  The maximum quantity that may be ordered each year is 500 of each configuration.
