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PART IV – SECTION M

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

M.1 GENERAL

This acquisition will use the Operational Capabilities test to determine technical acceptability.  The award will be made to the offeror with technically acceptable units at the lowest evaluated price.

Each proposal submitted in response to this solicitation will be evaluated by qualified personnel who will evaluate all information furnished by the offerors.  This evaluation will address the following:

1. Technical Equipment/OCT

2. Price Proposal

Proposals that fail to meet the requirements of the solicitation and are unrealistic in terms of technical content, schedule commitments or price may be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the contract requirements, and may be grounds for a determination that a proposal is outside the competitive range and may no longer be considered.

The Government reserves the right to:

1. Award a contract from initial proposals without entering into discussions with offerors. Offerors are cautioned to submit their best offer with the initial proposal; or

2. To reject proposals that are unrealistic in terms of program commitments or unrealistically high or low in price, as assessed by the Government, such that the proposals are deemed to reflect an inherent lack of competence or failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the program.

M.3 BASIS FOR AWARD

Award shall be made to a single offeror.  Offerors must include all information requested in section B in order that proposals may be properly evaluated.  Failure to do this may be cause for rejection of the entire offer.  Multiple awards will not be considered.

Source Selection will be made on the basis of OCT and evaluated price assessments by the Government.

The Government reserves the right to conduct a pre-award survey of any offeror, or offeror’s subcontractor(s) if deemed necessary by the Contracting Officer.  If a pre-award survey is conducted, it does not necessarily mean an offeror has been selected for award.

M.3.1 ORDER OF IMPORTANCE

OCT will determine the acceptability of the offer’s units.  The award will be made to the offeror with acceptable units at the lowest evaluated price.  The offeror must be financially viable and otherwise responsible in accordance with the FAA Acquisition Management System (AMS).  To be eligible for award, the contractor must be technically and financially capable of performing the work.

M.3.2 METHOD OF SCORING

OCT : The mandatory requirements (Shalls) of the OCT, as listed in the VRTM, will be scored on a pass/fail basis.  

Price Proposal:  The offeror’s Price Proposal will be evaluated on the basis of validity, realism and reasonableness.

The evaluation price shall be the total for the following base and option CLINs:

Equipment CLINs

1001 – 1005



Every subclin price shall be multiplied by 250.  The total of all extensions shall constitute the evaluated price.  The evaluated price shall include the base year and all option years.

M.4. OCT EVALUATION CRITERIA

The Technical Equipment will be evaluated on the ability of the offeror’s equipment to meet the specific (shall) requirements of the specification.

Mandatory Requirements:  The Government does not intend to make an award to an offeror who fails to meet any one or more of the mandatory requirements.  However, the Government reserves the right to waive any mandatory requirements, if it is determined to be in the Government’s best interest to do so.

M.6 PRICE PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA 

The offeror’s price proposal will be evaluated by comparing the total sum of the proposed base and optional prices for the evaluated equipment with the Government’s estimated price for the base plus optional prices.   Evaluated price shall consist of each SUBCLIN’s price multiplied by 250.  Those will be totaled for each year of the contract.
