General Scope:  The scope of this effort includes tasks associated with providing Air Traffic Control services for the 30th Space Wing (30 SW).  This capability supports operational programs to include United States spacelift programs, Expeditionary Aerospace Force (EAF), airfield operations, and future aerospace activities and missions.  Mission support of test aircraft/aerospace platforms are from any United States or foreign government agencies/military services, individual corporate or civilian contractors, all authorized mission and program support requirements for operations utilizing the Western Range, Major Range Test Facility Base (MRTFB) support, and Commercial Space activities.

Manning Levels:  The contractor shall ensure that a minimum of two qualified controllers is on duty in the Tower cab during normal published operating hours.  During operations outside of normal published times, the contractor shall provide sufficient personnel to provide safe, orderly and expeditious ATC services.  Additional manning may be required to support emergencies or special events, which is included within the scope of the contract.  No ATC service shall be delayed because a controller is performing other than ATC duties.  

Availability of Contractor Personnel:  The air traffic manager (or designated alternate) shall always be available via beeper, telephone, or cell phone to discuss operational issues.  If a physical meeting is required, the air traffic manager (or designated alternate) shall be available within ninety minutes after initial notification.

After Duty-Hours Operations, Special Events, and Emergencies:  The contractor will be required to support emergencies and special events, and provide ATC service beyond normal published operating hours.  Procedures for these events may be implemented for local emergencies, natural disasters, and/or exercises, etc.  These events may require additional manpower and last several days.  The appropriate 30 SW personnel may authorize support for these events.  Workload data is included in this document.
Pre-coordinated/Notice Situations:  The report-to-work time for the contractor when supporting aircraft operations after duty hours is 90 minutes.  For changes or cancellations in pre-coordinated events, the contractor shall report to work at the new time or cancel support, as required.  The report-to-work time when supporting aircraft operations after duty hours may be altered based on the time that the aircrew requests support.  

Maximum Report to Work Time – No Notice After Hours Recall:  The contractor shall report to the airfield within 90 minutes of the government’s no-notice recall with the appropriate manpower ready for work.  The contractor shall provide a 24-hour point of contact to the 30 SW Wing Operations Center (30 SW/WOC) to facilitate after-hours recall.  
Performance of Service During Crisis:  Performance of services may be required during crisis declared by the National Command Authority or Overseas Combatant Commander.  Services determined to be essential for performance during crisis according to DoDI 3020.37. 
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Management Reviews and Meetings:  Contractor shall attend or conduct government meetings where ATC operational expertise is required.
Occupational Safety:  The contractor shall establish and maintain a safety program that complies with all federal and state regulatory requirements.  The contractor shall develop, deliver, maintain, and implement a Safety Plan in accordance with the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Title 29, Part 19.  Additionally, the contractor as guidance can use Operational Risk Management (ORM) Standards.

Facility/Physical Security:  The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all government property provided for contractor use.  The contractor shall implement local base procedures for entry to Air Force controlled/restricted areas where contractor personnel will work IAW 30 SWI 31-101.  Secure the ATC operating area, all facilities, equipment, and materials IAW AFI 31-101, The Air Force Installation Security Program paragraphs 2.7-2.8, 3.6, 30 SW Installation Security Plan 31-101, and 30 OSS OI 31-101R, Resource Protection.  

Tower Equipment, Charts, Maps, Publications, and Instruction Files.  The government will provide required equipment, charts, maps, and access to publications and instruction files.  Contractor shall ensure these are maintained IAW AFI 13-203, Chapter 3, 4, 5 and 6.  All equipment requests shall be coordinated with the FC.  

Flight Information Publications:  The government will provide all Flight Information Publications (FLIP) documents.  Upon receipt of these the contractor reviews the data pertaining to Vandenberg AFB Air Traffic Control (ATC) facilities and notifies 30 OSS/OSAA of any errors or omissions.

Local Operating Procedure (LOP) Review, Preparation, and ATC Assistance.  The contractor will be required to prepare, review, and recommend changes to regulatory documents and provide inputs to the Functional Commander (FC) as requested.  These include but are not limited to base instructions and operations plans, operations letters, letters of agreement, memorandums of agreement, and support agreements with other organizations and agencies.  The contractor may be required to review and provide inputs annually, or as required by the FC.  

Reporting of Incidents:

1.  Hazardous Air Traffic Report (HATR):  The contractor shall report all near midair collisions and alleged hazardous air traffic conditions on Air Force (AF) Form 651, Hazardous Air Traffic Report, IAW Air Force Instruction (AFI) 91-202 and AFI 13-204 paragraph 4.5.  Copies of HATR forms shall be provided to the FC within twelve hours.  In addition, the contractor shall report all aircraft mishaps regardless of classification or type of aircraft (civil or military) IAW AFI 91-204.  The FC shall be contacted immediately on all potential HATR events, mishaps in the Vandenberg AFB Class D surface area or when any radio transmissions pertaining to a mishap may have been recorded on the Control Tower’s Digital Voice Recorder 
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System (DVRS).  When approved by the CO or the CO’s designated representative, overtime in support of HATRs is reimbursable under CLIN X002AB. 

2.  Hazard Reports:  The contractor shall report hazardous conditions that do not involve aircraft (taxiing or in flight), i.e. runway intrusions, on AF Form 457, USAF Hazard Report, IAW 30 SWI 13-101, Base Airfield Operations Instruction, and AFI 91-202.  Hazard Report forms shall be provided to the FC within twelve hours.  Notify the FC immediately of events that may result in Hazard Report filing. 

3.  Deviations:  The contractor shall notify the FC immediately of any suspected or alleged military facility or civil aircraft deviations, IAW AFI 13-204 paragraph 4.16 and 4.17 and LOP.

4.  Spectrum Interference Resolution:  The contractor shall report all instances of Meaconing, Intrusion, Jamming and Interference (MIJI) or of Electromagnetic Interference (EMI) to the FC IAW AFI 10-707, Spectrum Interference Resolution Program and LOP.

Ancillary Training:  The government will provide all local ancillary training that may be required.  This training may include, but is not limited to, limited weather observer certification, computer security, operations security, force protection/anti-terrorism, and emergency electrical power generator procedures.   

Radio Transmissions:  The contractor shall provide radio and facility access to a Flight Safety Officer, Supervisor of Flying (SOF), or designated representative when required.  Technical advice and instructions may be relayed through contract tower controllers to emergency aircraft that are on ATC frequencies.  These transmissions shall be limited to advice or assistance and may not include information pertinent to the regulation of air traffic.  When an unauthorized agency uses an ATC frequency, make an entry on the Daily Record of Facility Operation and advise the FC immediately.  

Remote Status Indicators (RSI):  Operate and monitor the Instrument Landing System (ILS) and Tactical Air Navigation (TACAN) equipment and associated RSIs IAW AFI 13-203, paragraph 4.16, 4.17, 4.18, 5.8, 5.9 and LOP.

Prohibited Equipment:  Contractor personnel shall not wear photogray, polarizing, or photo activated darkening system type sunglasses while performing ATC duties.  Contractor shall not operate televisions, radios or tape/CD players in the tower cab.

Cooperative Weather Watch:  Participate in the Cooperative Weather Watch program IAW AFMAN 15-111, Surface Weather Observations, paragraph 1.7.5.3., 30 SWI 13-101, paragraph 6.5., and LOP.

Hijack/Theft Prevention:  Contractor shall survey the movement area for unauthorized movement of aircraft.  Response to unauthorized movement shall be as defined in plans 
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concerning hijack and theft attempts IAW AFI 13-207, Preventing and Resisting Aircraft Piracy, AFI 13-203, paragraph 8.7, FAAO 7110.65, and LOP.

Recorders:  The contractor shall operate and perform periodic checks of the DVRS IAW AFI 13-203 paragraph 3.2 and 5.4.  Positions, circuits and frequencies to be recorded shall follow the priorities stated in the AFI 13-203 paragraph 5.4 and as approved by the FC.  The contractor shall retain and protect recorder tapes IAW AFI 13-203, paragraph 3.2., AFI 91-202, and AFI 91-204.

Disposition of Tapes:  The FC shall retain custodial control of all original tape records of aircraft mishaps and alleged violations or Hazardous Air Traffic Reports IAW AFI 13-203, AFI 13-204 paragraph 4.10 through 4.13, and AFI 37-138, Records Disposition – Procedures and Responsibilities.
Distinguished Visitor Notification:  The contractor shall notify Base Operations of impending distinguished visitor aircraft arrivals IAW AFI 13-203, paragraph 4.6 and LOP.

Traffic Count:  The contractor shall maintain a daily record of traffic count IAW AFI 13-203, paragraph 3.5.  The contractor shall prepare and forward the monthly Air Traffic Activity Report (ATAR) to the FC and the QAP, and a quarterly ATAR to HQ AFSPC/DOSH, through the FC, using the ATAR software, IAW AFI 13-203, paragraph 3.5.  The government shall provide ATARS software and up-dates.  

Visitor Access to Control Tower:  Visitors will be allowed access to the control tower on a not-to-interfere basis as coordinated by the FC or designated representative.

COMPLIANCE PUBLICATIONS:  Documents applicable to this location are listed below.  The government will furnish all current issues and applicable publications, or provide electronic access at contract start.  Items marked with an asterisk below are available on the base Local Area Network (LAN) or the Internet. 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DEFINITIONS

Airport Traffic Control Tower (ATCT) - A terminal facility that uses air/ground communications, visual signaling, and other devices to provide air traffic control (ATC) services to aircraft operating in the vicinity of an airport or on the movement area.

Alternate Contracting Officer Technical Representative (ACOTR) - A Government agent who technically monitors, directs, and documents the contractor’s performance and provides advice/assistance to the contracting officer in the same capacity as a Contracting Officers Technical Representatives (COTR). 

Contact FAA Facility - The FAA facility that functions as the FCT's point of contact for daily operational coordination.

Contracting Officer (CO) – A person with the authority to enter into, administer, and/or terminate contracts and make related determinations and findings.

Contracting Officers Technical Representative (COTR) – A Government agent who technically monitors, directs, and documents the contractor’s performance and provides advice/assistance to the contracting officer.

Contractor - The person, persons, or state or local organization/authority that has a prime contract with FAA for management of one or more FCT's and for provision of ATC services at such locations.

Controller - A person authorized to provide air traffic control service.  (Also Air Traffic Control Specialist)

Direct Labor - Direct Labor includes actual work hours exclusive of vacations, holidays and sick leave.

Facility Security Coordinator (FSC) - An individual security point of contact for staffed contract towers that would be the facility representative in coordinating with the responsible Servicing Security Element (SSE) on security matters.

FAA Contract Tower (FCT) - A Visual Flight Rules (VFR) ATCT providing ATC services under contract with FAA.

FCT Program Office - The FAA headquarters office assigned oversight responsibility for the FCT Program.

Federal Aviation Regulations (FAR) - The general and permanent rules published in the Federal Register by FAA, codified under title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).

Full-time Equivalent (FTE) – A FTE is the total number of regular straight-time hours (i.e., not including overtime or holiday hours) worked by employees divided by the number of compensable hours applicable to each fiscal year. Annual leave, sick leave, compensatory time 

DEFINITIONS (Continued)

off and other approved leave categories are considered to be hours worked” for purposes of defining full-time equivalent. (To determine FTE employment, the total number of regular hours (worked or to be worked) is divided by the number of compensable hours applicable to each fiscal year. For a year of 260 compensable days, the divisor is 2,080; and for 261 days, 2088).

Government - The Federal Government and/or FAA and its sub-organizations.

Non-ATC Duties - Duties that are not directly related to the control of air traffic or administration and operation of an air traffic control facility.

Phase-In/Out - The procedures to be used to systematically assume or relinquish operational responsibilities for air traffic control services at FCT locations.  

Pilot Deviation - The actions of a pilot that result in the violation of a Federal Aviation Regulation or a North American Aerospace Defense Command (NORAD) Air Defense Identification Zone (ADIZ) tolerance.

Quality Assurance - The identification of commendable activities, which enhance and/or deficiencies, which detract from the quality of ATC service, and the establishment of a mechanism that ensures action is taken which corrects deficiencies so that problems do not recur.

Visual Flight Rules (VFR) - Rules that govern the procedures for conducting flight under visual conditions.
