I.
Purpose:  The purpose of the SIR is to seek competent and suitable sources for the construction of subject project.  Responses to the SIR shall be used to screen qualified companies. Screening information allows the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) to determine which offers are more likely to receive award, and ultimately, which offers will provide the FAA with the best value. The FAA has appointed an Integrated Product Team (IPT) who will evaluate each response received and make a selection of qualified offerors based on the evaluation criteria established in this SIR. The SIR evaluation process may involve negotiations with one or more offerors. The intent of these negotiations is for the IPT to gain a better understanding of an offeror's technical proposal and/or to clarify information submitted. All offerors that are eliminated from the competition will be notified in writing.

Written responses to this SIR are due by close of business (4:00 p.m. Standard Time) on May 7, 2002.  Issuance of the request for offers (solicitation package) to selected qualified offerors is scheduled for on or about May 15, 2002.

II. Scope of Project:  
The FAA, Northwest Mountain Region intends to award a contract for the installation of FAA Navigational and Landing Facilities to serve the new runway 16R/34L at the Denver International Airport in Denver, Colorado.  Runway 34L, Category III Facilities include:  Dual Mode High Intensity Approach Lighting System with Sequenced Flashing Light (ALSF-2/SSALR); Instrument Landing System (ILS) which includes a Glide Slope, Localizer, Inner Marker, Far Field Monitor and Distance Measuring Equipment (DME); and a Precision Approach Path Indicator (PAPI).  Runway 16R, Category I Facilities include: Medium Intensity Approach Lighting System with Runway Alignment Indicator Lights (MALSR); Instrument Landing System (ILS) which includes a Glide Slope and Localizer; and a Precision Approach Path Indicator (PAPI).  Work includes:  The layout of facilities; Installation of concrete and helical pier foundations; trenching, conduit, and cable installation; electrical and electronic installation; assembly and erection of towers and antennas; installation of Navigational Equipment; gravel and asphalt access road.  Special project procedures will be required to ensure security and safety while working on an active airport.  Contractors schedule of wok will need to be flexible to accommodate existing work on the airport and the FAA’s requirements for operational readiness.

The estimated contract price is from $1,000,000 - $3,000,000. The government contemplates award of a firm fixed price contract. Payment and performance bonds are required and special general liability insurance coverage. The contract performance period is 150 calendar days after notice to proceed. The work will need to be coordinated with other projects. 

III.  Evaluation criteria:

To be considered, prospective offers must submit a technical and business proposal as described below.   Proposals shall be technically evaluated as either  “acceptable” or “ not acceptable” on the basis of the following criteria:  

(1) Knowledge and Experience of Key Project Elements – Past Performance

(2) Management Approach, Abilities, and Resources

(3) Key Personnel Qualifications



(4) Financial Resources and Capability


Any proposal determined to be  “not acceptable” in any evaluated area, criteria, or sub-element thereof, shall render the entire proposal to be unacceptable and therefore rejected from further consideration.   One-on-one discussions may be held, at the option of the Government, with one or more offerors, as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer, to clarify statements and resolve issues, etc. 

IV.  Technical Proposal Content (3 copies):  

A prospective offeror shall submit three copies of a complete technical and business proposal.  The content shall include, but is not limited to, the information set forth in this SIR.  A negative response is required in the event of no experience for a particular area, or for any item that is not applicable.  Any omission or partial and vague responses may lead to the rejection of the offeror’s proposal without discussions.  The government reserves the right to use and evaluate any and all available information relating to past performance beyond the last two (2) years.  All submitted technical information, experience, past performance, key personnel qualifications; names of subcontractors, etc. is considered confidential proprietary data that will be utilized only for evaluation purposes.

Criterion # 1. - Knowledge and Experience of Key Projects Elements – Past Performance. 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise and ability in each criterion.  In the event that any area of expertise relates to a proposed or potential subcontractor, that company must be clearly identified.  Knowledge and experience factors will be evaluated on an overall basis: 


(a)  Successful completion of FAA ALSF, MALSR, PAPI, and Category III Instrument Landing Systems within the last 2 years.


(b)  Successful completion of FAA Navigational Landing System construction project over $1.5 million.


(c)  Construction experience at large airports on project over $1 million.

Be specific and provide details to clearly support expertise and capabilities in each of the areas listed below:

(a) Management and coordination experience with steel fabrication and erection.



(b) Ability to monitor and control cost and schedule.



(c) Expertise in Construction quality control - project inspection. 

(d) Availability and readiness of manpower and equipment, bonding capacity to perform the subject project.

(e) Safety and Environmental management policies.



(f) Any other relevant information

Criterion # 3. -  Key Personnel Qualifications. 

Be specific and provide details to clearly support your construction team experience at large airports that include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) Proposed list of project manager (job Superintendents)and work crew.  Include past work experience with the FAA and individuals ability to meet FAA and Airport security requirements.

(b)  List of subcontractors 

Criterion #4. -Financial Resources and Capability.  Offeror shall provide information to clearly demonstrate adequacy of financial resources and capability by providing the following:




(a)  Bank references and lines of credit

(b)  Financial statements related to the last completed accounting period.  Cover letter from an independent CPA (if applicable) or any relevant interim year to date financial statement information.  

(c)  Full disclosure for any claims, resolved or unresolved or pending litigation actions. 


(d)  Any other relevant information  


V.
Directions and Information for Submitting a Technical Proposal:

This is an unrestricted competitive procurement seeking qualified contractors for the work described herein.  Only those offers determined by the IPT most likely to provide the best value to the FAA, using the responses to this SIR, will be allowed to submit a price proposal.  Contract award will be made to the offeror submitting the best value to the FAA, not necessarily the lowest price.

2.  Request for Offer (RFO). Issuance of the solicitation documents.   Those offerors with “acceptable” proposals in response to this SIR shall be sent a complete solicitation package inclusive of plans and specifications, and contract terms and conditions.

3.  Award review and selection.  Contract award may be made to the responsible offeror presenting the technically acceptable proposal, which is considered to be the best value to the government regarding price, terms and conditions.
