1.0  GENERAL:  It is the intent of this specification to describe a self-propelled full track, oversnow vehicle of the latest design and construction. The vehicle shall be used for transporting FAA personnel and electronic equipment to various mountain top facilities.  The vehicle will be operated under varying conditions, from level bare ground to cross-country travel in rough mountainous terrain that is usually snow covered. Such travel, either cross country or on improved right of way shall involve surmounting barriers such as rocks, flowing or ice covered streams, steep terrain, and slopes not always surmountable by conventionally geared trucks during summer bare ground conditions.

The vehicle will be moved over primary and secondary roads via 5th wheel type trailers.  Vehicle must meet length, width, weight and height limits described herein.

Vehicle suspension and track design shall minimize road or terrain shock to passengers or cargo. 

2.0  TRAVEL/CLIMBING ABILITIES:  The oversnow vehicle shall be capable of meeting the following performance requirements when operating with a load of 1,100 pounds and at any site elevation to 11,000 feet MSL. 1.0  GENERAL:  It is the intent of this specification to describe a self-propelled full track, oversnow vehicle of the latest design and construction. The vehicle shall be used for transporting FAA personnel and electronic equipment to various mountain top facilities.  The vehicle will be operated under varying conditions, from level bare ground to cross-country travel in rough mountainous terrain that is usually snow covered. Such travel, either cross country or on improved right of way shall involve surmounting barriers such as rocks, flowing or ice covered streams, steep terrain, and slopes not always surmountable by conventionally geared trucks during summer bare ground conditions.

The vehicle will be moved over primary and secondary roads via 5th wheel type trailers.  Vehicle must meet length, width, weight and height limits described herein.

Vehicle suspension and track design shall minimize road or terrain shock to passengers or cargo. 

2.0  TRAVEL/CLIMBING ABILITIES:  The oversnow vehicle shall be capable of meeting the following performance requirements when operating with a load of 1,500 pounds and at any site elevation to 11,000 feet MSL.  For performance criteria, the weight of the tools and accessories specified in Section 12 shall be considered as part of the 1,500 pound load.

    a.  General:  In traversing obstacles over any surface, the vehicle shall be able to successfully climb in either a head-on or diagonal approach over a vertical barrier 10" in height.  Vehicle shall be able to traverse obstacles up to 48" in height on both a head on or diagonal approach by use of a prepared ramp of logs, rocks, or snow. Vehicle shall be able to ford streams or open water up to 14" deep. The vehicle shall be able to travel long distances over bare ground at fourteen (14) miles per hour without excessive wear to running gear or track assemblies.

    c.  Performance Certification:  The manufacturer shall conduct a performance demonstration test prior to vehicle acceptance.  Performance tests shall be conducted as near as possible to the vehicle destination or delivery point.  The form provided as Attachment "A" shall be used for vehicle performance certification.  Performance course shall be set up by the Government.

3.0  ENGINE REQUIREMENTS:

    a.  Size, Type and Design:  The vehicle engine shall be a water cooled, internal combustion engine with adequate power rating to meet the performance requirements; however, engine shall not be less than 150 brake horsepower.  Engine shall be designed for operation on regular grade gasoline or #2 grade diesel between 7,000 and 11,000 feet MSL without preignition knock.

   b.  Accessories Required:  

(1) 24 or 12  volt alternator of sufficient capacity to furnish current for all electrical accessories.  A 12-volt, or a 12 or 24 volt heavy duty battery (80mp/hrs) and 12-volt starting and ignition system.  

      (2)  Full pressure engine lubrication system with full flow, or bypass type oil filter, with oil pressure gauge installed in the dashboard panel.  Engine oil shall be forced through an oil filter unit.  Oil filter shall be of the replaceable element type.  Oil systems shall permit proper oil pickup and full pressure engine lubrication during operations on slopes up to 50% grade.

      (3)  Cooling system shall be designed to maintain the engine       temperature between 170-190 degrees F. operating temperature.  The engine shall be protected from freezing with permanent type anti-freeze with protection value to -50 degrees F.

      (4)  Fuel tank shall be of a non-rusting type and shall have 

sufficient capacity to provide at least eight (8) hours continuous operation.  The filler cap shall be outside the vehicle body.  A fuel gauge shall be mounted in the dashboard.

      (5)  A spark arrestor type muffler will be required.  The exhaust pipe, if exposed, shall be covered to prevent accidental burns.  

      (6)  Engine shall be equipped with a mechanical or electrical fuel pump with filter.

      (7)  Engine shall be equipped with a 120 volt block heater of sufficient size to maintain the engine at a temperature allowing quick starts.

A.  Final Drive:  To be hydrostatic. The gears, chains, or sprockets shall be fully enclosed and shall operate in constant oil bath.  Power from the final drive mechanism shall be transmitted through sprockets to the tracks.  

5.0  TRACKS:  All bogie or weight carrying wheels shall be suitably suspended. Each track assembly shall be independently mounted, and each track shall be provided with an individual tension adjustment device.  Total track bearing area shall be adequate to limit maximum pressure on the ground at zero penetration to 0.90 (psi) pounds per square inch when the vehicle is empty.  Tracks shall have straight or slightly curved grousers.  A drop center type track is not acceptable.         

6.0 STEERING:  A positive means of turning and controlling the vehicle shall be provided.  (Where steering is by individual brakes, such brakes shall be on each side of a planetary differential.  The brakes shall be fully enclosed and operate in oil.)  Steering shall be activated either by levers or by a steering wheel.  The steering linkage shall be equipped with hydraulic boosters and/or cylinder.  Alternate steering by turning tracks on vehicles equipped with more than two tracks is an acceptable method of steering control. Steering shall be power assisted to reduce operator fatigue.  

7.0  BRAKES:

    a.  Service brake shall be hydraulically activated brakes of such placement, design, and construction as to insure safe operation, and of ample strength to stop and hold the vehicle.

    b.  Parking brakes shall be hand or foot operated, and be provided with a ratchet, or equal, for locking in place.  Parking brakes shall be capable of locking and holding the vehicle on a 35% dirt slope.

8.0  BODY:  

    a. CAB:

      (1)  The vehicle shall be equipped with an all-weather, five passenger enclosed cab with cargo platform of sufficient strength to withstand the impact of a vehicle rolling over.  Cab strength shall meet appropriate SAE, state and federal requirements.  Cab floor shall be covered with a non‑slip material.

(2) Cab frame shall be of rigid construction and be windproof, strong and durable. 

(3) Cab has to be ROPS certified.

(4)  All windows shall be of laminated safety glass.  At least one (1) window on each side will be designed for and furnish ventilation.  A heater/defroster with three-speed fan and of adequate design and size, shall be provided with appropriate and sufficient baffles to insure proper heat distribution on the windshield.   

      (5) The body shall be capable of fully protecting the occupants from exposure to extreme weather conditions with adequate insulation to maintain a minimum of 40 degrees F. temperature inside (with specified heater) with the temperature at -40 degree F. outside.  Insulation shall be rigid or rubber type with smooth durable exposed surfaces.  Also insulation shall be used around engine compartment, etc., to reduce engine and other mechanical noises.

      (6)  A domelight shall be installed inside the cab.

  b.  Doors:  all doors shall be capable of being locked with key from outside of the vehicle.  Doors shall be equipped with a safety stop or spring, to avoid damage to door or hinge if door is opened during severe wind or blizzard conditions.  One key shall lock and unlock all doors.         

  c.  Windshield: Windshield shall be equipped with independent electric, two-speed windshield wipers, with blades and external arms fitted to clear 60% of the windshield area.

  d.  Seat:  All passenger seats shall be weatherproof, upholstered seats, each seat equipped with seat belt.

7.0   WEIGHT AND CLEARANCE:  Vehicle weight unloaded shall not be less than 4,000 pounds and must not exceed 9,000 lbs. Overall length must not exceed 225" and overall cab height must not exceed 100" from ground level. Overall width not to exceed 100". Turning radius of vehicle must not exceed 12 feet tracks must be courter rotoring.

8.0  MANUFACTURER'S IDENTIFICATION:  Machine shall bear the manufacturer's name, trademark, model, and serial number either cast integral with, stamped, or otherwise marked on the vehicle or on a corrosion resistant metal plate securely affixed to the vehicle.

9.0  ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT:  These items are in addition to those

specified elsewhere in this specification.
