MARKET SURVEY FOR FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINTRATION LOUISVILLE-STANDIFORD (KENTUCKY) AIRPORT TECHNOLOGY DEMONSTRATIONS

INTRODUCTION

FAA intends to issue a single source contract to United Parcel Service (UPS) for continuation of the technology development and demonstration projects at UPS Airlines headquarters in Louisville, Kentucky.  This market survey is issued to survey the industry market and provide industry an opportunity to respond and submit any questions regarding this requirement. 

BACKGROUND

The FAA Administrator and Congress have designated the Louisville-Standiford Airport in Louisville, Kentucky as the national test bed for operational demonstrations integrating numerous advanced technologies being developed by the FAA into a single airport environment.  Louisville is the home base and major hub for United Parcel Service (UPS) Air Cargo, which has been at the forefront of advanced aviation technology development since 1998.  Much of this technology development by UPS Air Cargo has involved the next generation surveillance system under development by the FAA known as automatic dependent surveillance-broadcast (ADS-B).  ADS-B is a cooperative surveillance technique in that it requires substantial investment by aircraft operators to equip with the airborne and ground equipment required to interface with the planned FAA ADS-B ground systems.  Once a mature system in is place, the resulting surveillance capability and performance will exceed current radar-based surveillance and enable additional capacity, cost savings, and safety benefits to both the FAA and airspace users.

In order to continue to mature ADS-B and its related systems, close coordination with an aircraft operator is required that is willing to invest resources, to equip its aircraft and facilities, and to train its employees on these new systems in order to validate end-to-end performance and concepts.  

In summary:

· The Louisville-Standiford (Kentucky) airport has been designated as a national technology development test bed. 

· In order to continue to advance these technologies to a mature, deployable state, extensive end-to-end testing of complex, integrated commercial and government systems is necessary.

· UPS Air Cargo has its home base and major operations hub at Louisville Standiford airport.

· UPS Air Cargo has voluntarily participated in ADS-B technology development, standards development, and operational evaluations and has contributed significant internal resources in this effort since 1998.
