Market Survey

This market survey is issued in accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management System (AMS), Section 3.2.1.2.1 to identify sources that are qualified and capable of providing Printing and Distribution Services for the FAA National Aeronautical Charting Office located in the Washington D.C. metropolitan area.  NACO requires the printing, finishing, and distribution of the IFR Terminal Procedures and Alaska Terminal Procedures (ATP) publications every 56 calendar-days, with interim Change Notices published every 28 calendar-days.  In addition, NACO requires the creation, duplication and distribution of digital procedures on DVD every 28 calendar-days.  The Contractor shall provide the necessary experienced personnel, materials, equipment, and facilities to provide error-free lithographic, finishing, and DVD duplication services to meet the chart specifications and Government established schedules; to deliver finished products to the Government for inspection; and to provide distribution services to customers by mail.  

Quantities are estimated at 12,000 pages, 400,000 volumes (75% perfect bind; 25% loose-leaf, 4-side trim), and 17,500 packages during the 56 calendar-day cycles. The quantities for the interim Change Notice(s), published every 28-calendar days, are estimated at approximately 80 -150 pages (saddle bind), approximately 17,000 volumes, and approximately 9,500 packages.  The FAA predetermines the performance schedule for production and dissemination of the designated charts. The Contractor must strictly adhere to the performance schedule specified.  Failure to perform or meet the rigid schedule could result in legal actions to which the Contractor is named as a liable party.  

Services are required annually beginning April 2004.  Interested sources that possess qualifications and capabilities must provide specific documentation (page limit 20 pages) to

prove their experience and meet the minimum requirements below:


a.  Capability to accept digital files for file-to-plate offset lithography.


b.  Capability to perfect bind and/or produce loose-leaf/4-side-trim publications up to 1” thick.


c.  Capability to accept EDI customer data, create customer shipping labels, invoices, etc., and provide mail manifests for a variety of shipping companies, using the shipper’s preferred software and tracking system.
