STATEMENT OF WORK/SPECIFICATIONS

Transmit-Receive (TR) Limiter

Statement of Work

1.0 INTRODUCTION:

The Airport Surveillance Radar Model 9 (ASR-9) is designated as a primary radar for air traffic control in the Terminal environment, and as such, is an integral part of the National Airspace System.  Since the ASR-9 uses a very high power transmitter and sensitive receiver, it must isolate the receiver from the transmitter during emission of the high power pulse to avoid damaging the receiver.  Additionally, to further protect the receiver, the ASR-9 must disconnect the transmitter during the receiving period so that little of the incoming energy is lost in the transmitter.   The Receiver Protector currently serves these purposes, however, the Receiver Protectors now in use are nearing the end of their useful lives and are beginning to show degradation in performance.  This degradation has caused difficulty with the performance of the Weather Systems Processor (a separate digital processor that is being integrated into the existing weather channel of the ASR-9 at selected sites) and may detrimentally affect the performance of the ASR-9 itself.  Therefore, it has become necessary to replace the receiver protectors.  So as to provide maximum protection, the replacement products are to be Transmit-Receive (TR) Limiters.

2.0 SCOPE

This statement of work describes the requirement for providing the ASR-9 TR Limiters.  Included are initial and optional production units, installation kits, and requirements for testing, documentation and engineering services.

4.0 Requirements

4.1 General

The contractor shall provide TR Limiters that meet the TR Limiter Specification for Government system qualification testing in the ASR-9. The TR Limiter shall be no longer than 12 inches in length and if not a form and fit replacement for the existing receiver protector, the contractor shall provide initial installation kits.  The contractor shall also provide documentation.  The Government will perform qualification testing on the initial TR Limiters.  Subsequently, If ordered by the Government through the exercise of option provisions, the contractor shall provide additional TR Limiters and Installation Kits as ordered. 

4.2 TR Limiter Qualification Test Procedures(QTP)

Not later than 30 days after contract award, the government will provide comments to the contractor’s QTP.  The contractor shall update the QTP to incorporate the Government comments and shall provide the updated QTP not later than 30 days after receipt of those comments.  If such comments have been incorporated, Government approval can be expected within 30 days after receipt of the updated QTP.

4.3 TR Limiter Qualification Testing. 

4.3.1 General

Qualification Testing will take place in two phases.  During the first phase, the contractor shall conduct initial testing at a contractor facility.  The Government will conduct the second phase of testing at a Government facility.

4.3.2   Qualification Testing – First Phase

As described below, in accordance with the approved QTP and prior to shipment of the first TR Limiter to the Government, the contractor shall perform qualification of the TRL design against the specification.  Qualification may be by analogy or similarity with components of similar functionality. Data shall be taken and recorded for all tests performed. The environmental capability shall be documented using analysis, analogy and/or similarity with like products of comparable functionality.  The manner of performing measurements and preparing data sheets shall be included.  Qualification Test Data shall be submitted with delivery of the first TR Limiter.  The Contractor shall notify the FAA not later than 2 weeks prior to start of testing and shall allow that such testing be witnessed by the FAA or a FAA representative.

4.3.2.1 Environmental Test methods of Qualification Testing - Temperature

The contractor shall perform temperature tests in accordance with MIL-STD-202, METHOD 107, Test A or by similarity to a comparable product.

4.3.2.2 Environmental Test methods of Qualification Testing - Humidity

The contractor shall perform humidity tests in accordance with MIL-STD-810, METHOD 507, Procedure 1 or by similarity.

4.3.2.3 Environmental Test methods of Qualification Testing - Electromagnetic Interference

a)  The contractor shall describe a method of testing and shall test using a swept signal source and spectrum analyzer to measure EMI, injecting the sweep signal into the TRL waveguide and “sniffing” RF leakage.

b)  Any leakage above -65 dB from an established reference lead shall be cause for rejection.

c)  The above requirement may be met using similarity data.

Note:  The Built in Test Equipment (BITE) circuit may be susceptible to transients due to klystron arcing and is therefore allowed to register one klystron fault per klystron arc.

4.3.3   Qualification Testing – Second Phase

Subsequent to delivery of TR Limiters that have successfully completed the first phase of Qualification Testing (and Acceptance Testing as describes below), the Government will install the TR Limiters into an ASR-9 and will test in all four ASR-9 applications so as to verify compatibility with the radar.   Also, testing of the BITE function will be performed by the FAA using an ASR-9 in accordance with the approved QTP.
4.4 TR Limiter Acceptance Test Procedures (ATP)

Not later than 30 days after contract award, the Government will provide comments to the contractor’s ATP.  The contractor shall update the ATP to incorporate the Government comments and shall provide the updated ATP not later than 30 days after receipt of those comments.  If such comments have been incorporated, Government approval can be expected within 30 days after receipt of the updated ATP.


4.5
Acceptance Testing


In accordance with the approved ATP, and so as to verify all referenced requirements of the Acceptance Testing Matrix below, the contractor shall perform Acceptance Testing on all items before shipment.  During such testing, the contractor shall take data and record all tests performed. The manner of performing measurements and preparing data sheets shall be included as a part of that data.  Data recorded during acceptance testing for each TR Limiter may be in contractor format.  A copy of acceptance test data shall be shipped in the same container as the parts for which the data was taken.  The exterior of the container shall be clearly marked “Data Enclosed”.

INSTALLATION KIT HARDWARE
In the standard ASR-9, the length of the receiver protector and associated waveguide is 18 inches (4 inches for the receiver protector and 14 inches for the waveguide). Therefore, where the contractor provides TR Limiters that are not form and fit replacements for the existing ASR-9 receiver protectors, the contractor shall provide installation kits so as to allow for installation at the specified length of 18 inches.  Where such kits are provided, the contractor shall incorporate spacers using WR284 waveguide and CPR-284 flanges.

ENGINEERING ASSISTANCE

The FAA will run system qualification tests on the ASR-9s after FAA installation of CLIN 001 for a period of three months following delivery of the CLIN 001.  The contractor shall provide engineering assistance to resolve potential problems specifically with the TR Limiters.  Engineering assistance is the accessibility for consultation throughout the system qualification test.  This assistance will be via telephone or on site at the discretion of the contractor. (a)  The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer or designee, in writing, 30* days prior to the delivery of, or prior to completion of any servicing required by this contract of, items containing either (1) radioactive material requiring specific licensing under the regulations issued pursuant to the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended, as set forth in Title 10 of the Code of Federal Regulations, in effect on the date of this contract, or (2) other radioactive material not requiring specific licensing in which the specific activity is greater than 0.002 microcuries per gram or the activity per item equals or exceeds 0.01 microcuries. Such notice shall specify the part or parts of the items which contain radioactive materials, a description of the materials, the name and activity of the isotope, the manufacturer of the materials, and any other information known to the Contractor which will put users of the items on notice as to the hazards involved (OMB No. 9000-0107).

(b)  If there has been no change affecting the quantity of activity, or the characteristics and composition of the radioactive material from deliveries under this contract or prior contracts, the Contractor may request that the Contracting Officer or designee waive the notice requirement in paragraph (a) of this clause. Any such request shall-- 


(1)  Be submitted in writing;


(2)  Contain a certification that the quantity of activity, characteristics, and composition of the radioactive material have not changed; and 


(3)  Cite the contract number on which the prior notification was submitted and the contracting office to which it was submitted.

(c)  All items, parts, or subassemblies which contain radioactive materials in which the specific activity is greater than 0.002 microcuries per gram or activity per item equals or exceeds 0.01 microcuries, and all containers in which such items, parts or subassemblies are delivered to the Government shall be clearly marked and Labeled as required by the latest revision of MIL-STD 129 in effect on the date of the contract.

(d)  This clause, including this paragraph (d), shall be inserted in all subcontracts for radioactive materials meeting the criteria in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(vi) Services of a type offered and sold competitively in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace based on established catalog or market prices for specific tasks performed, under standard commercial terms and conditions. This does not include services that are sold based on hourly rates without an established catalog or market price for a specific service performed;

(vii)  Any item, combination of items, or service referred to in subparagraphs (a)(1)(i) through (a)(1)(vi), notwithstanding the fact that the item, combination of items, or service is transferred between or among separate divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of a Contractor; or

(viii) A non-developmental item, if the procuring agency determines the item was developed exclusively at private expense and sold in substantial quantities, on a competitive basis, to multiple State and local Governments.

(2) “Subcontract,” as used in this clause, includes a transfer of commercial items between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor or subcontractor at any tier.

(b) To the maximum extent practicable, the Contractor shall incorporate, and require its subcontractors at all tiers to incorporate, commercial items or non-developmental items as components of items to be supplied under this contract.

1) Extent to which the vendor’s proposed solution meets or exceeds the Government requirements:   The Government’s evaluation of this proposal will be based upon any Specifications, Test Data, Drawings or other data provided.  

2) Maturity of design:  This factor will be based upon the extent to which the design is developed, and if fully developed, the length of time it has been a stable design and the exent to which it has been marketed and sold.  Included in this factor will be evaluation of the proposed draft Qualification Test Plans and Acceptance Test Plans.  In evaluation of the plans, the Government will consider the extent to which the plans appear complete and capable of allowing for assessment of the proposed TR Limiter.  As a means of evaluating maturity of design, the Government will also consider the extent to which such plans utilize analagy and simulation data, the extent to which such data has actually been provided, and the validity and appropriateness of any data provided.  

3) Small business participation:  This factor will be evaluated upon the extent, that small business will be utilized in meeting the contract requirements.    

FINAL SOURCE SELECTION
The source selection decision will be made on the basis of best value to the Government.  Source selection may be made based solely on the evaluation of proposals without discussion, however the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions.   A pre-award plant visit for the purpose of determining contractor responsibility may or may not be conducted by the Government.  Discussion and the plant visit may be conducted separately or jointly.  Any information obtained through discussion or pre-award plant visits, if conducted, will be used in determining “best value” for the source selection decision.   In determining best value, the Government may make a comparative analysis of proposals, and will consider the proposed contract price including option provisions.  For evaluation purposes, it will be assumed that option SubCLINs 005A through 005D will be exercised one time each, and for quantities of 150 units per subCLIN.  It will also be assumed that subCLINs 006A and 006B will be exercised one time each for quantities of 50 units per subCLIN, and that subCLINs 006C and 006B will be exercised one time each for quantities of 100 units per subCLIN.  In determining best value, the Government may also consider any potential cost to the Government necessary to implement the proposed solution at non-standard ASR-9 sites.
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
