Appendix A:  FAA Consolidated Reference Library Plans and Procedures

1.0  General

1.1  Overview

This document is divided into three sections for easy reference.

Section 1 provides general information about the document and its intent.

Section 2 contains a brief history and describes the contents of the library.

Section 3 details the procedures for scheduling an appointment, and conducting research, checking out and returning holdings to the library.

1.2  Purpose

This document describes the procedures to be followed by visitors to the FAA Consolidated Reference Library to view or check out both hard and soft copy library holdings.

2.0  Plans

The FAA Consolidated Reference Library was established to provide centralized access to documents referenced in the Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) Integrated Product Team (IPT) for Towers/Flight Service Station’s (AUA-400) and IPT for Surveillance/Weather’s (AND-400) Requests for Proposals (RFP).  The library contains various holdings including but not limited to:  FAA Standards, Specifications and Orders; Industry and Federal Standards; and Military Standards and Specifications.  (In the event of a conflict between documents referenced in the RFP and revisions of the same, documents of the exact issue contained in the RFP shall be considered a superseding requirement.)

Visitors are requested to schedule an appointment before conducting research at the library.  Once an appointment has been made, visitors are welcome to conduct research on site or to briefly check out materials in order to reproduce them.  (Soft copy holdings will be duplicated for visitors).

3.0  Procedures

3.1  Scheduling Library Appointments

Visitors should contact the Contracting Officer (CO) or his/her designated representative to schedule an appointment to conduct research or check out library materials.  The library point of contact, Gavin Watson, can be reached at (202) 554-2542.  Appointments, scheduled at least twenty-four hours in advance of a visit, are requested to maximize the availability of library materials while maintaining administrative control of the library.

Visits will be scheduled on a first come, first serve basis.  No more than two people are to make up a visiting group.  No more than two groups will be scheduled for either a morning or afternoon appointment.

Appointments are scheduled from either 9:00 AM - 12:00 PM or 1:00 PM - 4:00 PM.  Irregardless of a visitor’s time or arrival, their appointment will end at either 12:00 PM or 4:00 PM (at the end of the morning or afternoon session).  If a visitor needs additional time to complete his or her research, they are welcome to schedule another appointment or to check out library materials for reproduction.

When scheduling an appointment, visitors will be asked to provide their name, phone number, company name, the RFP for which they are conducting research, and a preliminary list of holdings they wish to view and/or checkout.  An appointment will be scheduled at the earliest available time or at the visitor’s convenience.

3.2  Conducting Research at the Library

After having scheduled an appointment for a visit to the library, potential offerors and other interested parties may conduct research on site at the library.  Upon arrival, visitors will be asked to fill out a sign-in log.  The log will ask for their 

name, phone number, company name, the RFP for which they are conducting research, and their time in and out.  After having signed in, visitors may request up to ten documents at a time; a private space will be provided for visitors to view and discuss library materials.

3.3  Checking out Library Materials

Visitors are welcome to check out up to ten documents from the library for up to one business day from the time at which they checked the document(s) out.  When checking out documents from the library, visitors will be asked to sign a receipt containing the name of the responsible person and their phone number, company name, the RFP to which the documents pertain, the document number, the document title, and the time checked out and the time returned.

A commercial photocopier is located in Capital Gallery on the Promenade for duplicating hard copy holdings.  Hard copy holdings will not be duplicated for visitors.

Visitors requesting duplicates of soft copy holdings are required to submit new 3.5” disks to the library point of contact.  Schedule permitting, soft copy holdings will be duplicated at the time of the request, otherwise the duplicates will be available one business day from the time of the original request.
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
