SECTION D  -  PACKAGING AND MARKING

D . 1       MARKING AND IDENTIFICATION

     (a) Upon return of each basic engine and QEC assembly to the FAA, the contractor shall indicate on the exterior of the shipping container or the shipping stand the work order number; engine serial number; date of overhaul, heavy maintenance, modification, or repair; the contractor’s name; and delivery order number.

     (b) The contractor shall attach a decalcomania conforming to the current issue of Specification MIL‑M‑43719B, or equal, to each QEC component overhauled under this contract. Units on which the decalcomania cannot be affixed shall have the required information placed thereon with a suitable marking fluid of contrasting color.  As a minimum, the following information will be shown thereon: (1) name or trademark of contractor; (2) delivery order number; and (3) overhauled on (date)  .  If applicable, a protective coating of lacquer conforming to the current issue of Specification MIL‑L‑19537 or commercial equivalent shall be applied over the surface of the decalcomania.

     (c) All containers shall be marked in accordance with the requirements of MIL‑STD‑129 .

D.2       PRESERVATION, PACKAGING, AND PACKING

     (a) The Contractor shall supply all shipping containers for QEC components input for overhaul under this contract. All items shall be returned to the FAA in the same or like containers in which received.

     (b) The contractor shall furnish containers required for the return of scrap .

     (c) Unless otherwise specified, all items overhauled shall be quantity unit packaged one (1) each, Level A, and packed Level C as defined in FED‑STD-​102 .

(d) Preservatives, as appropriate, shall be applied to the metal surfaces on which corrosion in any form (such as oxides, verdigris, or sulfides ) would impair the security of the part or assembly.

     (e) All openings, as appropriate, shall be plugged or capped with an oil and moisture resistant material to protect bosses, threads, and receptacles from damage and to prevent entrance of air or foreign matter. Opening protectors or caps shall conform to the current issue of Specification MIL‑C‑5501 or a commercial equivalent .
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
