It is noted by way of general clarification that the term “data architecture” as it applies to the services under this RFO/SIR does not mean “data network architecture” or

“data communications architecture”; but rather the architecture of the software that supports a data management processing system.

the time frame under (a) is changed from 30 calendar days to 10 calendar days.

“TBD” is changed to “TBD at contract award”

“Conflict of Interest” paragraph

The reference to “future” TFM-M acquisitions specifically refers to those to be discussed

at the upcoming TFM-M “Industry Day” on October 22.
