1. What is the name of the incumbent contractor performing these services?

Response:  This is a new requirement.  The FAA is currently performing all services so there is no incumbent.

2. Will the FAA accept electronic submissions via e-mail?

Response:  No, offerors are required to respond to address shown in paragraph L.10.

3. What contract vehicle applies to this SIR?  Can the award be made sole source?

Response:  An FAA contract will be awarded on a full and open, competitive basis (with very small business set aside), as stated in Section M of the SIR.

4. According to the Federal Register, effective February 22, 2002, the size standard for NAICS code 541611 is $6.0 million dollars.  Paragraph L.5 of the SIR states the very small size standard for this requirement is less than $3 million in gross revenue per annum.   What is the qualifying dollar threshold for offerors?  Would the FAA consider making this a small business set aside to ensure receiving offers of more firms with outstanding past performance?


Response:  The $3 million figure is correct.  Very small size threshold is one-half the small business amount.  To qualify, a firm must not exceed an average of $3 million in revenue for the past three years.  Market research has led the FAA to conclude that there will be sufficient competition with well-qualified firms at the very small business set aside level.

5. In Section C.2, it sounds as though the work will be performed at the contractor’s place of business, but section F.3 states the place of performance is WJHTC.  Please clarify.


Response:  All work will be performed at WJHTC.

6. How many copies will be needed for information submitted in Step 1?

Response:  All items are required with one original only with the exception of Attachment J-3, which requires an original and 3 copies.  See revised paragraph L.8.1 provided on replacement page 43 of this amendment.
