June 20, 2001.  

(1) Period of performance:  base contract period is 15 months.  Plus there are 9 potential option years.  

            (2) Total value:  Estimated to exceed $30M over the entire contract life which 

could extend for 10 years depending on whether the FAA exercises the options.

(4) Description of the procurement: IBM will install a new messaging system, incorporating Lotus Notes, to replace the FAA’s outdated and unsupported FAA-wide E-mail system with a state-of-the-art enterprise-wide messaging system.  At the FAA’s discretion, IBM may also provide support and maintenance for the system during the 9 optional years.  The contract value is estimated to exceed $30M over the 10-year life of the contract.  Over the next 18 months, NexGen will consolidate over 850 post offices located on servers at 379 geographical locations to servers located in only 12 geographical locations. This consolidation will streamline the communications within the FAA and reduce the FAA’s life cycle costs.
