Public Announcement:  The purpose of this announcement is to inform industry on the FAA, William J. Hughes Technical Center decision to extend the Engineering & Technical Services Requirement to Support the Current and Future Operational Air Traffic Control System contract no. DTFA03-97-D-00020.    These services are overall facilities planning; systems engineering support of the center along with infrastructure engineering including installation design support and quality management system.  This decision is based upon the FAA William J. Hughes Technical Center organizational realignment of the facility in meeting the needs of the aviation community and the FAA.

The re-compete was cancelled in September 2002 due to the unforeseen direction of the Hardware Engineering Group, ACB-820 caused by this realignment at the center.  A short interim solution is that the FAA will extend the current contract using a bridge vehicle for a short period of time until the focus of this organization is better defined along with a period of time necessary to allow a new Screening information Request (SIR) to be placed.
