This is a two-phase procurement:

Phase II:  Provide a Statement of Work (SOW) and Requests for Proposals (RFP) to selected qualified vendors responding to this announcement.  

The contractor selected must have:

1. Experience in working with large Federal Agencies that are dispersed nationally.

2. Knowledge of the mission, goals and objectives of the FAA and each of its Lines of Business (LOB).

3. Knowledge and experience in working with large, integrated Federal financial management systems in a client server environment. 

4. An in-depth knowledge of Federal cost accounting, labor distribution and cost and performance management programs and systems. 

5. In-depth knowledge and experience in complying with the Managerial Cost Accounting Concepts and Standards for the Federal Government, Statement of Federal Financial Accounting Standards Number 4.

6. An in-depth knowledge and experience with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP).

7. Expertise in the design, development, implementation, operation and maintenance of the PeopleSoft Projects, Public Sector Software, and specifically the Projects Module.

8. In-depth knowledge and experience in interfacing/integrating Enterprise Resource Program (ERP) applications, specifically PeopleSoft and Oracle. 

9. In-depth knowledge and experience in planning for and supporting upgrades

   to new releases of ERP software. 

10.An in-depth knowledge of Oracle databases.

Background:
The FAA has established an Integrated CPM/CAS/LDR Team, which is responsible for the development and implementation of the CAS, LDR and CPM.  The Integrated Team includes FAA personnel, key personnel from the LOBs, and other contractors who provide assistance in product support, requirement tool development, reporting development, administrative support, and training.

Assumptions: 

1. FAA will provide all required software and licensing.

2. Contingent upon availability the FAA will provide each contractor employee a suitable workspace.  

3. Workstation(s) provided by the FAA will only include a desk, chair, telephone and FAA local area network, Email and printer access.

4. FAA will provide controlled access to the financial transaction databases.

Security Requirements:
The contractor shall comply with security requirements outlined in FAA Orders 1600.54B and 1370.79A, FAA Information System Security Program; FAA Handbook 1600.1D Personnel Security Program and any future FAA Information System Security Policy.

All interested vendors must submit up to a 4 page Statement of Capability describing how the vendor’s corporate capabilities and applicable experience qualify them to perform the requirements listed previously in this announcement. The description should be succinct and specific, and must include the following:

1. General statement of corporate history and capabilities

2. Description of how the vendor would immediately (at time of contract award) provide the support necessary identified above to continue CAS/LDR/CPM effort.  

3. Specific experience in developing, implementing and supporting a large government agency cost accounting system, labor distribution reporting and cost and performance management that is national in scope.  Provide a contact name and phone number of each agency where you have performed this work.

4. Statement of knowledge of PeopleSoft, Inc. software administration, Oracle DB.

5. A statement of ability to develop/modify/tune/maintain and document SQL/PL/SQL programs; test/debug developed programs; ability to design and conduct unit tests and integration/regression tests; and ability to process batches from internal and external data bases.

6. Statement of capability to provide qualified DBA personnel knowledgeable of UNIX system administration, NT/MS 2000 System Administration including DOS shell scripting, Oracle DBA, data warehouse tuning and development, and Oracle WebDB modeling and design.
