Instrument Landing System (ILS) Facilities:

Glide Slope. - The glide slope work consists principally of constructing foundations for installing a government-furnished capture effect antenna and tower, government-furnished 8’x12’ fiberglass equipment shelter with air-conditioning at the location shown on the Plans; installing connecting cables, installing lightning and grounding protection systems for the shelter and antenna, constructing an access road and plot, and performing all work required to bring the facility to an end state of being commissioned.

Localizer. -  The localizer work consists principally of constructing foundations for and installing a government-furnished 14-element  LPD antenna array, government-furnished 10’x16’ fiberglass equipment shelter with air-conditioning at the location shown on the Plans, installing connecting cables, installing lightning and grounding protection systems for the localizer connecting cables and antenna, constructing walkways, and performing all work required to bring the facility to an end state of being commissioned.  

Other Work. -   The control cable loop consists principally of trenching in 1-25 PR #19 armor control cable from runway 25 localizer to runway 07 glide slope;  trenching 1-25 PR #19 and 1-6 PR #19 armor control cable from runway 07 glide slope to the existing city electrical vault;  trenching 1-25 PR #19 armor control cable from runway 07 localizer to runway 25 glide slope, trenching 1-25 PR #19 and 1-6 PR #19 armor control cable from runway 25 glide slope to the existing city electrical vault, and pulling 2 – 6 PR #19 armor control cable from city vault through existing duct bank to ATCT base building per the routing shown on the Plans, backfilling trench, installing and terminating control cable inside junction boxes.
