FAA FURNITURE REQUIREMENT FOR FOB-10B – Screening Information Request (SIR)

This Screening Information Request (SIR) is a follow-up to a Request for Information (RFI) that was previously published in May 2000.   Comments were received from several vendors, were considered and, in some cases, incorporated into this document.    

The FAA is seeking vendors who qualify, based on the criteria listed below, for further consideration for the procurement to modernize ‘FOB-10B’, located at 600 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC  20591.   FAA may, based on the submittals to this SIR, eliminate vendors from further consideration for this procurement.  The FAA contemplates issuing another SIR (SIR II), to vendors who qualify for further consideration.  The FAA will not consider cost or price issues until SIR II.   Only those offerors whose capability statements are considered acceptable will be invited to participate (submit cost and technical proposals) in SIR II.  The FAA reserves the right to invite only the ten best offerors responding to this SIR to participate in SIR II (i.e., the ten offerors with the best capability statements as evaluated against the criteria noted below).  

In order to be considered for SIR II participation, vendors should demonstrate the capability to meet the following criteria, and may be eliminated from consideration if they do not meet the criteria:

1. Environmentally Responsive Companies and Products - In response to this SIR, the FAA is seeking companies that can provide installed products and components, which meet FAA requirements in Section B and C, attached hereto, and which, upon disposal are recyclable in quantities equaling 60% or greater of the delivered product.   

2. Past Performance – Vendors should demonstrate that they have successful performed on projects of similar within the past three years.  Vendors should provide the following information for all contracts submitted with this SIR: Type of Effort (supplies provided); Contract Number; Government Agency/Company; Contracting Officer/Point of Contact; Telephone Number (of point of contact), problems encountered and resolution.

3. Local Representative – Vendors should have a local representative located in the Washington, DC metropolitan area, to support this project, as well as for follow-up service after the initial installation(s).

4. Multiple Products – Vendors should have the capability to deliver multiple products, e.g., systems/free standing workstations, seating, conference tables, filing systems, etc.

5. Warranty – a 10-year warranty should be offered for all proposed products.  Warranty must be equal to or more favorable than vendor’s standard commercial warranty.

6. Quick Ship Program – Vendors should have a process whereby products and/or components shall be delivered to the defined installation location no more than 10 days after receipt of an order.

7. Lease with Purchase Option Program – Proposed products should be available for lease with a purchase option.  Program terms must be equal to or more favorable than vendor’s commercial terms.

8. Trade-In/Buy-Back – A trade-in, buy-back program should be available for all products proposed.  Program terms must be equal to or more favorable than vendor’s commercial terms.

9. Availability of Products and Components – All products and components should be available for replacement for a period of ten years.  

10. Product Capability – The Systems and Free Standing Case Furniture Product Offerings should contain the following features, or the vendor may be eliminated from further consideration:
a. Electrical systems with plug ins for computer and telephone lines at belt level, below the work surface and at floor level.

b.  Hang on panels that permit off center hanging of files and accessories (only applies to workstations).

c. Rounded tops on flipper doors so that items cannot be put on top of the furniture.

d. Fabric covered panels. 

e.  Ability to key individual workstations with field adjustments future keying changes.

f.  Ease in field adjustments after installation is complete which does not require an authorized installer.

g.  Ergonomic adjustments and features.

h. Designs and products in compliance with Uniform Federal Accessibility Standard.

i. Accessory lines for systems furniture.  

j. File systems for systems furniture and freestanding pieces.

k.  Construction, wood and laminate offerings.

l.  Special finishes developed by the manufacturer that reduces water stains and improve resistance to scratches.

m. Wire management capability and special pieces to house personal printers and computer accessories.

The criteria noted above are equally important as compared to one another.  

All interested parties are advised that the FAA will not pay for any information or any administrative costs that are associated with any response to this SIR.  Therefore, any costs associated with SIR submissions will be solely at the vendor’s expense.

BACKGROUND:

The FAA has a requirement to purchase products (including installation), and design services for the limited modernization of FOB-10B, located at 600 Independence Avenue, SW, Washington, D.C.  Product needs include system, files, free standing, conventional, reception area, and conference room furniture.   It is anticipated that the building will require installation of furniture during the 3rd and 4th quarters of fiscal year 2002.  The exact date of delivery and installation will vary depending on the commencement and completion of construction by the General Services Administration (GSA) and further delineation of this requirement.
