The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has the requirement for Certified Spare Parts Support (CSPS) for nine FAA-owned aircraft, six (6) Learjet Model 60 Medium Size/Range (MSR),and three (3) Canadair Challenger Model 601-3R Large Size/Range (LSR) flight inspection aircraft (FIA). The contractor shall provide CSPS on a fixed price per flight hour (Power-Per-Hour) basis to maintain an airworthy aircraft.  The contractor will be required to support the commercial modified aircraft in the configuration defined in the Statement of Work (SOW).  The SOW also defines specific CSPS availability and delivery requirements including shipment of parts worldwide.  The contractor will be required to provide CSPS services on-site at Government provided facilities in Oklahoma City, OK, and Sacramento, CA.  The contractor will be required to provide spare parts support for the airframe, avionics systems, engines, interior, any unique modifications, all consumables and fluids (excluding fuel, hydraulic fluid, aircraft lubricants, engine oil, and cleaning supplies), life limited and time control parts, and parts for line and heavy maintenance for aircraft based at Oklahoma City and Sacramento.
