C.3.1
Performance Requirements

The LPDME shall be of solid state, modular construction.  As a minimum, the LPDME shall meet the requirements specified in the LPDME Performance Requirements document, Attachment J-1 of this contract.

C.3.2.1
LPDME Installation/Integration Kit

The LPDME installation/integration kit shall contain a battery kit, finished cables and connectors between all deliverable LPDME equipment, cabinet/racks, and all other hardware required to provide and install a complete LPDME. This shall include fasteners, wall mounting hardware and any other equipment necessary.  Cables shall include:

a. Coaxial cable from the LPDME cabinet to the antenna.  Cable length shall be 75 feet minimum.

b. Coaxial cable for the LPDME monitor antenna signal output.  Cable length shall be 75 feet minimum.

c. AC power cables and connectors.

C.3.2.2
Special Tools and Test Equipment
The contractor shall provide all special tools and test equipment peculiar to the contractor’s LPDME and not readily available from other commercial sources that are required for performing operational and maintenance tasks at the site level, as listed in Attachment J-2.

Site Spares 
The contractor shall deliver a site spares kit for each LPDME.  The kit shall include as a minimum one of each type of replaceable module/printed circuit card (LRU) contained in the LPDME, as listed in Attachment J-3.  If the equipment contains more than one of a single LRU, only one spare module shall be included in the kit.

The LPDME will be an open systems interface architecture.  The contractor shall provide an interface control document that fully describes the RMM interface of its system to enable the government to independently develop an interface to its maintenance control center.

C.3.4
Meetings, Conferences and Reviews
Meetings shall be held regularly to ensure effective program management. These meetings will address any problems so that an efficient and timely resolution can be achieved. The type and frequency of these meetings shall include, as a minimum, those described in the following subparagraphs.

C.3.4.1 Post Award Conference
A Post Award Conference may be held at the Contractor’s facility within one (1) month after Contract Award.  This conference may last from one to two days.

The purpose of these meetings shall be to surface; discuss; and resolve or assign responsibility for resolving through mutual agreement, technical, schedule and programmatic issues associated with this contract. Factory Production Test and Evaluation
The contractor shall conduct factory production tests in accordance with its established procedures and its quality system plan.  The Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) will witness factory acceptance tests with the Quality/Reliability Officer (QRO) for the first LPDME and reserves the right to witness factory acceptance tests of future LPDMEs throughout the duration of the contract.  The contractor shall provide one copy of the test results to the COTR.

C.3.6
Configuration Management

The contractor shall maintain a documented configuration management program that will provide for the management, control, and dissemination to the government of all changes to the LPDME for the duration of the contract.  The contractor shall not incorporate any engineering change to a configuration item unless an engineering change proposal (ECP) has been submitted to the government and approved.  A separate ECP shall be prepared for each engineering change.  Unrelated engineering changes shall not be covered by the same ECP.

Physical Configuration Audit
When ordered by the government, a joint FAA and contractor Physical Configuration Audit (PCA) will be performed on the first LPDME to baseline the system configuration.  Configuration management of the system from that point forward will be in accordance with the contractor’s documented configuration management program.  The PCA will not exceed three days.  During that period the contractor shall provide LPDME equipment, tools, measuring equipment, and the services of one technician and one senior engineer to support the audit and perform any disassembly and assembly that may be necessary. Logistics Support

C.3.8.1
Maintenance Concept

LPDME maintenance will be performed at both field and depot levels and will be both periodic/preventive and corrective.

C.3.8.1.1  Field Level Maintenance
Field level maintenance shall consist of all maintenance activities performed on equipment installed in its operating environment and includes both periodic/preventive and corrective maintenance actions.

C.3.8.1.2  Depot Level Maintenance
Depot level maintenance shall consist of repairing and/or replacing failed Line Replaceable Units (LRUs) that are shipped from the site or work center.  Under this contract, depot level maintenance shall be accomplished through the use of Contractor Depot Level Support (CDLS).

C.3.8.1.3  Periodic/Preventive Maintenance 

On-site FAA technicians will perform periodic/preventive maintenance. It will consist of scheduled performance checks, routine maintenance procedures and other maintenance activities in accordance with FAA Order 6730.2, Maintenance of Distance Measuring Equipment. It does not include those activities accomplished on a nonscheduled, incidental basis. An example of such activities are responses to a detected out-of-tolerance condition, facility outage or equipment failure.

C.3.8.1.4  Corrective Maintenance
Corrective maintenance will require on-site FAA technicians to isolate failures at the LRU level using the embedded diagnostics, contractor TI manuals, contractor provided site level special tools and test equipment, and contractor recommended common tools and test equipment.  A FAA technician will remove any failed LRUs and return the system to normal operation using spare LRUs from the site spares kit.  Failed LRUs will be repaired or replaced under either the terms of the contractor’s warranty, if applicable, or CDLS.

C.3.8.2
Contractor Depot Level Support
The contractor shall provide CDLS for each LPDME commencing on the date of delivery at the prices listed in Section B.  Under CDLS, the contractor shall repair or replace, at its option, all LRUs that fail or become defective.  CDLS shall include repairs or replacements for all failures, including those not covered by the contractor’s warranty, except as described in paragraph C.3.8.2.2 below.  Repaired LRU’s shall be restored to a serviceable operating condition meeting all operational and functional requirements for which they were designed.  Repaired items shall function in a manner that will allow the complete system to meet all initial factory production operating tolerances.  All repairs shall be in accordance with the contractor’s established shop methods and procedures.  Minor cosmetic defects (e.g. scratches, small dents) that do not affect the installation or operation of the item do not require correction or repair.

C.3.8.2.1  No Failure Found
CDLS shall include inspection and checkout of returned items that are thereafter determined to be in proper working order and not in need of repair, provided the Site or Item Manager shall have first consulted with the contractor’s point of contact concerning indications of failure.  In addition, the contractor must contact the Site or Item Manager before returning an item without repairs having been made.
C.3.8.2.2  Abuse, Acts of God or Power Surges – Non-Repairable Items
CDLS shall not include replacement of items that fail due to abuse, acts of God, or power surges and are thereby rendered non-repairable.  An item shall be considered non-repairable when the cost to repair it exceeds 65% of the purchase price of a new item.  Replacements for items rendered non-repairable under these circumstances may be ordered separately by the Government.  (See Table B-1.)

C.3.8.2.3  FAA Logistics Center Item Manager
The FAA Logistics Center (FAALC) Item Manager shall be the single point of contact for all maintenance actions between the operational site and the contractor.  The Item Manager will coordinate all matters pertaining to shipping and tracking of LRUs returned under warranty or CDLS.

C.3.8.2.4  Turnaround Time Requirements
The contractor shall provide warranty or CDLS service that meets the following turnaround times as specified by the FAALC Item Manager for each returned LRU.

a. Priority - The contractor shall ship a replacement LRU so it is received at the site not more than 24 hours from receipt of request from the FAALC Item Manager.

b. Routine - The contractor shall ship a replacement LRU so it is received at the site not later than five (5) working days from receipt of request from the FAALC Item Manager.

C.3.8.2.5  LRU Tracking
The contractor shall establish a system for tracking returned LRUs in coordination with the FAALC Item Manager.

C.3.8.2.6  Repair Data Reports 

The contractor shall record, accumulate and maintain repair data for returned LRUs.  Repair status reports shall be submitted on a quarterly basis to the FAALC Item Manager and the Contracting Officer.

C.3.8.2.7  Point of Contact
The contractor shall provide a 24-hour, 7-day per week point of contact for the FAALC Item Manager, including name of individual, voice mail and fax numbers.
C.3.8.3
Training

The contractor shall conduct maintenance training classes in accordance with FAA-STD-028c.  All training classes shall be conducted at the contractor’s facility in the continental United States.  Each class shall contain no more than eight (8) FAA technicians and/or supervisors.  The training shall be of sufficient depth to enable FAA technicians to operate and maintain equipment in accordance with the maintenance concept described in paragraph C.3.8.1 through C.3.8.2 above.  Access to one LPDME per four (4) students shall be required for hands-on training.  Training shall be modular in nature and shall address a single major topic, or several closely related topics, to provide a logical training sequence.  Upon completion of the class, each student shall be able to perform all periodic/preventive maintenance as well as identify, isolate and correct faults to the LRU level.  In addition, the training shall enable FAA technicians to understand the functional capabilities and operational concepts of the equipment.

C.3.8.3.1  Initial Technician Training Class
In addition to training requirements specified in paragraph C.3.8.3 above, the first technician training classes shall include training on LPDME installation with interfaces to LPDME equipment installed at the sites.  

C.3.8.3.2  Course Walk-through
The government will conduct a course walk-through prior to the initial technician training class to determine readiness and acceptability of the training.

operation, performance parameter checks, certification, starting procedures, system diagnostics and other tasks related to the applicable system and equipment.

Part 1 – SF 33.  Complete blocks 12 through 18.  In block 12 specify a period for acceptance of at least 120 calendar days.  

Part 2 – Section B and Price Evaluation Tables L-1 and L-2.  

· Provide unit prices for all items in Section B, including Tables B-1 and B-2.  

· Insert the DME model number offered in the description for CLINs 0001, 1001, 2001, 3001 and 4001.  

· Insert unit prices in Price Evaluation Tables L-1, L-2, and L-3.  Quantities shown in these tables are estimates for evaluation purposes only and are not a representation that the quantities will be required or ordered.

Part 3 – Vendor’s Warranty.  Submit a copy of any warranty offered for incorporation in the contract.  Note that some CDLS requirements may be greater or less than coverage provided under the warranty and that the term of the warranty may run concurrently with the early years of CDLS.  Offerors must make a competitive business decision regarding proposed CDLS pricing during periods when a warranty is also in effect.

Part 4 – List of Site Spare Parts.  The offeror shall submit a list of proposed site spares to be delivered under CLINs 0002, 1002, 2002, 3002, and 4002.  

Part 5 – List of Special Tools and Test Equipment.  The offeror shall submit a list of all special tools and test equipment to be delivered with LPDMEs.

Part 6 – Parts List and Software Revision

The offeror shall submit a hardware parts list reflecting the configuration of the proposed system to be tested by the government and a list showing the latest version of system software for each computer software configuration item (CSCI).  The CSCI revision list shall include FCPU software, monitor software, control and status software, maintenance data terminal (MDT) software and transponder software.  
Part 7 – Part 171 Type Acceptance

If the proposed LPDME has been type accepted by the FAA under FAR Part 171, the offeror shall submit a copy of the type acceptance letter.  

b. VOLUME 2

Part 1 – Offeror’s Representations and Certifications.  Submit an executed Section K of the RFO.

Part 2 – Quality System Plan.  

Offerors shall submit a Quality System Plan (QSP) describing the overall plan, procedures, and controls that the vendor will use to meet the requirement of ANSI/ASQC-Q-9002-1994.  While the QSP shall describe the procedures that will be used, the actual procedures should not be included in the plan.  Also, the QSP shall contain a matrix listing each element of ANSI/ASQC-Q-9002-1994 together with the locations in the plan where elements are covered.  Thus, if the vendor has available an established QSP based on some other similar quality standard, it is not necessary for the vendor to rewrite the plan, but the matrix and any supplemental pages shall be added.  Third party certification of ISO-9002 compliance is not required, nor does such certification relieve the vendor of the required plan.  Offerors must submit an acceptable plan to be considered responsible.

Part 3 – Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  If the offeror is other than a small business concern, it shall submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with the requirements of AMS clause 3.6.1-4.  The desired goals for this procurement are:

For the purpose of establishing total dollars to be subcontracted, as required by paragraph (d)(2) of the clause, use the estimated quantities shown in Evaluation Table L-1, less CLINs 5001 and 5002.  Note that AMS clause 3.6.1-4 requires separate dollar goals for the base year and each option year.  Therefore, the presumed value of the base year will be the sum of Table L-1 total prices for CLINs 0001 – 0008.  The presumed value for the first option year will be the sum of Table L-1 total prices for CLINs 1001 – 1004, and so forth.

REQUIREMENT FOR GOVERNMENT TESTING

In addition to submitting written proposals and information, each offeror will be required to install its LPDME for comparative testing by an evaluation team.  The purpose of these tests will be to enhance the evaluators’ ability to identify system characteristics that provide advantages or disadvantages for the FAA and distinguish technical merit.  Attachment L-1 contains a a test plan with specific requirements for offeror participation.  Additional administrative instructions may be issued by the Contracting Officer.  Offerors will participate in the tests solely at their own expense.

L.5.
COMMUNICATIONS WITH OFFERORS

Communications will be coordinated through the Contracting Officer.  At its discretion, the FAA may communicate with one or more offerors at any time during the pre-award phase of this procurement to allow fuller understanding of the offeror’s submittal and a more comprehensive evaluation.  Communications will not necessarily be “uniform” and may not be held with all offerors.  In addition, communications may necessitate changes to one or more offers but not to others and may result in tailoring provisions to accommodate a vendor’s business approach.  

The Government reserves the right to award a contract based on initial submittals received.  Therefore, each offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a price and technical standpoint.

TYPE OF CONTRACT
The FAA plans to award a combination firm-fixed-price and time-and-materials requirements contract.

DISPOSITION OF SUBMITTALS
Submittals will not be returned, except for timely withdrawals, if requested.

L.8.
EVALUATION OF SUBMITTALS BY NON-GOVERNMENT PERSONNEL
One employee of Ohio University and one employee of TRW may serve with government personnel as evaluators on the proposal evaluation team.  In addition, other employees of Ohio University and SRC Corporation/A Titan Company may serve in an advisory capacity to evaluators.  Non-government personnel will be required to sign non-disclosure statements specific to this procurement.  The exclusive responsibility for source selection remains with the government.

SMALL BUSINESS SIZE STANDARD
For the purpose of this solicitation, the small business size standard for offerors is NAIC Code 334511.  A concern is small if the number of its employees, including employees of its affiliates, does not exceed 750.

M.1

CONTRACT AWARD – GENERAL

M.1.1

The government’s objective is to make an award to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation represents, in the government’s judgment, the best overall value, price and other factors considered.  

M.1.2

Each offer will be evaluated on the basis of the criteria described in this section.

M.1.3

Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the options.

M.2

BASIS FOR AWARD

M.2.1

In selecting an offer for award, the government will consider both technical merit and price.  Technical merit will be evaluated based on the following:


Criterion 1 – System Characteristics


Criterion 2 – Risk Elements

M.2.2

Criteria 1 and 2 are not weighted (e.g., criterion 1 is twice as important as criterion 2).  The relative importance of either criterion to an award decision will depend upon the marginal differences among offerors with regard to the criteria.  

M.2.3

The government has not established relative fixed weights for price and technical merit.  Although an award will be made only on the basis of a fair and reasonable price, the government is willing to pay a higher price for technical merit that is greater than other competitors’ as long as the margin of merit is, in the government’s opinion, worth the additional margin in price.  That judgment will be made in the context of a comparison of each offer with competing offers.  The relative importance of price will increase as the difference in technical merit among offers decreases.  Conversely, the relative importance of price will decrease as the difference in technical merit increases.  If all proposals are determined to be technically equal, price may become the determining factor for award.

M.2.4

CRITERION 1 – System Characteristics 

Attachment J-1 of the RFO describes minimum performance requirements.  The government will use the results of comparative tests; physical observation of the equipment; reliability, coverage, and capacity analyses; and other information provided by offerors in written submittals to verify minimum performance and to identify distinguishing system characteristics that, in the government’s judgment, would provide benefits or disadvantages for the FAA and indicate relative advantages or disadvantages among competing systems.  Note that it is impossible for the government to predict all beneficial or disadvantageous features that may manifest in its examination and testing of a commercially designed and developed product.  Therefore, the team will consider any distinguishing physical or performance characteristics it observes during its evaluation.  For example, a system may provide an unanticipated advantage or disadvantage by the manner in which it meets a minimum requirement, or it may provide a certain physical or design feature that is notably desirable or undesirable.  The significance of any distinguishing characteristic will be determined when it is identified and will depend upon the nature or magnitude of the characteristic as well as any finding of a similar attribute in competing proposals.  Distinguishing characteristics may be either quantifiable or nonquantifiable and may be either positive or negative.  

M.2.5

CRITERION 2 – Risk Elements

The government will identify risk elements that may affect its degree of confidence in the value of the proposal.  At a minimum, risk assessment will include the offeror’s experience and past performance in delivering and supporting navigation and landing equipment.  Risk assessment may also take into consideration other elements that are identified during evaluation as a threat to satisfactory performance.  Risk elements will not necessarily be assigned equal importance.  A single element may pose such a threat as to significantly undermine the government’s confidence in the value of the proposal.

M.2.6

The evaluated price considered in making an award decision will be the total price derived from the Price Evaluation Tables L-1, L-2, and L-3.  If equipment currently in FAA inventory is proposed and evaluators determine that supporting documentation or training are not required in that case, those proposed costs may be deducted from the evaluation.

M.2.7

The FAA source selection official will perform a cost/technical tradeoff by considering the significance of differences among offerors in accordance with paragraph 2.3 above.  
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
