The source of failure rates and methodology for spares computation shall be included as a preface to the recommended site spares list.  Tools and support/test equipment shall be included on the recommended site spares list.  The list shall contain the recommended spare parts and associated documentation (e.g. troubleshooting manuals, parts and/or assembly drawings, parts performance data, test data sheet, quality control information etc.) required for the support and operating environment.  The list will be submitted in the contractors format in part number sequence and shall include, expendable items (belts, piece parts, common hardware, etc.) and consumable items (lubricants, preservatives, light bulbs, key caps, etc.) as necessary. The list shall contain as a minimum the following information fields for each item.
