2. Training

3. Turnkey Installation

4. A description of sparing and maintenance philosophy and compliance with any FAA standards or orders.

5. Production lead time (time required for delivery after receipt of an order) and maximum number of systems that can be delivered per month with current manufacturing capability.

6. A list of sites (U.S. and international) where the commercial ILS is now installed, dates of installation, and points of contact.  This information is for market research purposes only.  It will not be used for past performance surveys, which will be initiated later under the solicitation.

7. A description of experience in providing long term contractor depot level support (repair services), training, and turnkey installation of systems.  If installation services are subcontracted, please so state.
