PURPOSE OF THE ANNOUNCEMENT: In accordance with Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition Management System (FAAAMS) paragraph 3.2.2.4, Single Source Selection, the purpose of this announcement is to inform the industry that the FAA intends to award a increase to the ceiling on Contract DTFA01-96-C-00028 with PRC, Inc. for a total of $1,500,000. The period of performance for services under the current contract will be extended to 31 December 2001 to allow the completion of this contract. 

The contract is for Regulatory and Analytical Support to the FAA’s Air Traffic Environmental Program Division.  It will consist of performing regulatory compliance evaluations and preparation of an environmental impact statement.  The performance of the required services will aid the FAA in complying with statutory requirements as defined in the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended and the National Environmental Policy Act, as amended.   It has been determined that it is in the best interest of the Government to acquire these services, through an extension of an existing contract with PRC, Inc. for the following reasons: PRC, as the incumbent and based on past performance, has unique qualifications and performance capabilities crucial to completion of tasks related to this procurement; and the Government has determined that a new competitive solicitation for the procurement would incur substantial duplication of costs in relation to technical and statutory knowledge which would not be recovered through competition. 

This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals, but rather a notice of a contract ceiling increase to provide continued coverage and completion of an on-going effort. Despite the FAA’s intent to solicit only PRC, any firms that believe they can meet the FAA’s requirements may identify their interest and capability by responding, in writing, to the address listed above or via fax to the number listed above.  All responses must be received by COB, Wednesday, April 1, 1998.  Responses to this synopsis shall be limited to 10 pages and no less that 10-pitch type, double spaced and one inch margins.  The Government will consider all qualified sources.  The FAA is not liable for costs associated with the preparation of submittal of responses to this or any other announcement.
