
The FAA has a requirement to modify government-owned software, being used for integrated planning and budgeting, to support internal FAA user needs for modified reporting capabilities, database structure changes, and interfacing with other government-owned software.  Mathtech Inc. is one known source for this requirement.  The software models are (1)  Budget Requirements Tool and (2) Integrated Planning Model.  The effort begins in August 2001, and is planned for six months with two options of six months each. 
Any vendor that believes it can provide these services is invited to submit a statement of capabilities addressing its abilities to meet the requirements.  The FAA will use the vendor statements to determine the extent of industry capabilities for the requirements.  Statement of capabilities are due to Melda.Dyer@faa.gov by 2pm EDT on 31 July.
