PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

PROGRAM REQUIREMENT: The FAA proposes to enter into a contract to purchase an off-the-shelf Reports Distribution and Management Software tool. This purchase is required to supplement the existing reporting tools delivered by PeopleSoft for the FAA’s Cost Accounting System.  The distribution solution will also be responsible for providing the dissemination of information from the Agency’s Oracle Financials implementation. The application tool will be capable of handling different file formats from different platforms.  The application must be web-based, easy to set up, with the ability to capture, store and archive the data, as well as distribute the cost accounting reports throughout the agency on a daily, weekly, monthly or on-demand basis.   

The FAA currently has not funded this program requirement.

This public announcement is being issued in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management system section 3.2.2.4.1.2.  The FAA intends to issue a Screening Information Request (SIR) and Vendor Questionnaire immediately to any qualified vendor that responds to this public announcement within five working days of the date of this announcement posting.  

BACKGROUND
Since the purchase of the PeopleSoft Projects Module for the agency’s Cost Accounting System in May 1997, the FAA has been collecting cost accounting information and preparing reports, distributing the data on a limited basis to two of six Lines of Business.  The agency plans to continue the same activities for the remaining Lines of Business, two Centers and nine Regional Offices as the system matures.  The reports have been created utilizing the delivered reporting tools; however, the agency requires a web-based capability to distribute, as required, to the remainder of the agency, the reports generated not only from the Cost Accounting System but also from the Oracle database. This purchase is intended to augment the existing delivered reporting tools.

REQUIREMENT
The new off-the-shelf procurement application will distribute the reports resulting from the collection of cost accounting data.

The Application must have the following functionality:

· Operate in an Oracle 7.34 data base

· Be 100% ODBC Compliant

· Be fully web-developed; Work in a web browser (may also have optional windows client)

· Include log-on security for intranets and extranets

· Show each user a list of completed reports objects/instances that have already been run

· Report objects/instances are logically organized in a report encyclopedia or categories

· Report object/instance output may appear in the browser in HTML format, via a browser plug-in or a downloaded java applet

· Allow for “Paging” of reports so that the entire report does not need to be downloaded, creating faster access time across networks or modems

· Allow for the ability to download report object/instance output in HTML or use browser plugins

· Display the report definitions/layouts that the user has access to run/execute

· Ability to create and manage report users, report user groups and report roles

· Ability to create and change report encyclopedias or categories

· Ability to administer security of individual report objects/instances for each report user, report users group and report roles

· Allow the reduction of duplicate reports, report object/instances by using security that allows multiple users to access the same report object/instances or share pages in a single large report object/instance

· Ability to manage the archiving and retention rules for report objects/instances 

· Allow an Administrator to manage what user can execute what reports and to set up schedules for running of reports in production/batch mode

· Report execution made scaleable by using several “job factories” and performing load balancing.

The successful offeror must be able to immediately comply (at time of contract award) with those items identified above. 

INTERESTED VENDORS

All interested vendors must call the FAA within five business days from the date of this announcement requesting a copy of the FAA Reports Distribution and Maintenance Software Vendor Screening Questionnaire.  Those vendors must fill out and return the questionnaire within ten working days from the date of this announcement.  The purpose of the vendor screening questionnaire is to determine the vendor’s corporate and product capabilities to qualify the vendor to be included in the procurement planned for mid July.  This project is currently unfunded and is subject to the availability of funds.
