PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

On September 29, 2000 the Federal Aviation Administration Contracts Office, pursuant to AMS section 3.2.2.3.1.2.5, canceled the procurement to fulfill requirements for the Air Traffic Analysis and Compliance Program (SIR No. DTFA01-00-R-AGCRQ01).  The basis for this determination was in the best interests of the FAA.  It is now the determination of the agency to resolicit after review of FAA’s revised requirements.  

In the next few weeks, the FAA intends to post SIR No. DTFA01-01-R-AGCQ02 to the internet.  Those offerors who were down-selected in the canceled procurement are invited to submit proposals in response to these revised requirements identified in SIR No. DTFA01-01-R-AGCRQ02.  Apart from these offerors, all those other offerors who may be interested in this SIR are encouraged to heavily consider whether their capability would warrant their inclusion in this competitive procurement before submission of their proposals.  This procurement involves a very specialized degree of expertise with the above-mentioned program.  
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
