PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

PROGRAM REQUIREMENT: The Office Financial Services, Cost Accounting Systems division, AFM-600, has a continuing requirement to design, develop, implement and operate a Cost Accounting System (CAS) for the FAA.  USinternetworking, Inc. has been involved in the operation of the CAS and the Peoplesoft Projects financial Module since February 1999.  

USinternetworking, Inc. was chosen in February, 1999 because of their expertise in assisting in the technical aspects of supporting Peoplesoft Project software, which is the critical component for the FAA's CAS.  Since that time, the contractor performing with their knowledgebase has been indispensable in continuing the next phases of the CAS implementation.  
The FAA intends to purchase directly, through the GSA contract referenced above, additional on-site and off-site professional support services, as well as to continue a monthly hosting agreement with the contractor.

More specifically, the FAA intends to enter into a sole source follow-on contract with USinternetworking, Inc. under the GSA General Purpose Commercial Information Technology Equipment, Software and Services, Special Item No. (SIN) 132-52 Electronic Commerce Contract, GS-35F-0285K.  The purpose of this Statement Of Work (SOW) is to provide the FAA with the necessary support (hardware, software and personnel) to provide an operational and production environment for the Cost Accounting System (CAS).  This effort is projected at one base period and four one-year options.

This public announcement is being issued in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management system section 3.2.2.4.1.2.  The FAA intends to issue a Basic Purchasing Agreement (BPA) within 16 days to USinternetworking for the follow-on effort. 

The work and deliverables required in this SOW will provide essential support to the CAS Project Team to implement the CAS based upon the PeopleSoft Projects 7 Public Sector module.  The contractor will implement a dedicated server solution based on an industry-leading platform from Hewlett Packard and Oracle.  The contractor will host the server in an off-site location and will connect the contractor’s proprietary architecture that will provide network dependability.

In order to acquire these services the FAA will obtain its core services via the existing subject GSA Contract, SIN 132-52. 

Background

The FAA has established a Cost Accounting Systems Division, which is responsible for the development of the CAS.  The contractor has been involved as a subcontractor in the operation of the CAS and the PeopleSoft Projects Financial Module since February 1999.  The contractor has been providing the necessary hardware and software environment, and services including an HP hardware platform with an Oracle Data Base, and support services to allow the FAA to run PeopleSoft Projects 7.

Scope

The items contained in subject GSA Contract, SIN 132-52 which are required by the FAA are described below:

· Basic Service, 60-Month Term, renewable yearly, to include 99.5% availability, HP L2000 or equivalent, 2 GBytes Main Memory 




· 15 Concurrent Users 

· 30 Named Users 

· 200 GBytes disk storage    


1. Development Environment Assumptions and Dependencies

· FAA will provide the software and licensing for all required PeopleSoft applications.

· FAA staff will have access to the PeopleSoft Project 7 application via redundant, dedicated T1 line.

· FAA will provide each USi consultant a suitable workspace at its site during the onsite segments of the implementation.  This should include a desk, chair, telephone and workstation with network access to a printer.

· FAA will provide appropriate FAA data for processing at USi site via DLT tape.

2. Other Direct Costs

This Sow includes a provision for other direct costs, if requested by the FAA, to include:

-Travel approved in advance by the FAA and conducted in accordance with the Federal Travel Regulations;


-Offsite dedicated space provided by the contractor to the project team 

-Other direct costs as necessary for the conduct of these tasks and as identified in the contract modifications and options

3. Security Requirements

The contractor shall comply with security requirements outlined in FAA Orders 1600.54 and 1370.82 (draft), FAA Information System Security Program; FAA Handbook 1600.1D Personnel Security Program and any future FAA Information System Security Policy. 

The contractor shall implement technical, administrative, physical, and personnel security requirements to ensure integrity, availability and confidentiality throughout the system life cycle.

4. Time Frame

The contractor will commence work on this SOW upon contract award through September 2000, with options for four additional years through September 30, 2004.

5. Schedule of Payments

Payment will be on a monthly basis for the monthly lease of software and equipment.  Payment shall be as defined in the GS contract GS-35F-0285K, dated 3/16/00, effective 03/16/00 through 03/15/05, upon submission of proper invoices or vouchers to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative. 

INTERESTED VENDORS

All interested vendors must submit a 2 to 3 page Statement of Capability describing how the vendor’s corporate capabilities and applicable experience will qualify the vendor to perform the requirement listed previously in this announcement.  This statement of capability must be delivered to the FAA Contracting Officer not later than Wednesday, June 21, 2000 at 12:00 p.m.  The description should be succinct and specific, and must include the following:

1.   General statement of corporate history and capabilities

2. Specific experience with effort stated above 

3. Description of how the vendor would immediately (at time of contract award) provide the support necessary identified above to continue CAS effort.
