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PART I - SECTION B

SUPPLIES OR SERVICES & PRICES/COSTS

B.1
General

The contractor shall provide Test and Engineering (T&E) services, as described in Section C, Statement of Work, on an indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity (IDIQ) basis for a period of 10 years.  The Government intends to evaluate and award multiple contracts in three independent, competitive categories; socially and economically disadvantaged business (SEDB), small business (SB); and full and open competition (F&O). 

It is the FAA William J. Hughes Technical Center’s goal that 25% of all prime contract work will be awarded to small businesses, socially and economically disadvantaged businesses, and women-owned businesses (broken down as 10%, 10%, and 5%, respectively).

Additionally, large business awarded prime contract work shall establish a subcontracting goal of 10% of the total prime contract award to be subcontracted to small business.  This 10% goal is broken down as follows:  5% to small disadvantaged business, 4% women-owned, and 1% non-minority small business.

For the purpose of this solicitation/contract and to identify the appropriate competitive category for potential offerors to submit proposals in response to this requirement, the standard industrial classification (SIC) code is 8711, with the following size standards:

· A $4M size standard is applicable to the SEDB competitions.

· A 500 employee size standard is applicable to the small business competitions.

The contractor shall provide personnel, facilities, and other services necessary to accomplish specific tasks issued as Delivery Orders under this T&E contract.  This IDIQ contract contains provisions for firm fixed price and cost reimbursement (i.e., cost-plus-fixed-fee, time and materials, labor hour, etc.) type delivery orders.  The type of arrangement selected will be determined on a task-by-task basis.  Only one arrangement type will be used on an individual delivery order unless mutually agreed to by the Contractor and the Contracting Officer.  Each contract award under the F&O, SB, and SEDB category, will include contractual minimum and maximum amount of hours and estimated dollars.

The estimated total number of hours to be available during the 10-year performance period for the T&E service area is 7.4 million hours.

For each contract awarded, the government estimates travel to be approximately six-percent of total estimated contract value and other direct costs to be approximately $100,000 to $200,000.

All terms and conditions contained in this solicitation/contract shall be applicable to all delivery orders issued under this contract, unless otherwise specified by an individual delivery order.  Additional requirements may be specified in each delivery order.

B.2
Prices

The contractor shall propose fully burdened, ceiling labor hour rates, as directed per Format A located as an attachment in Section J.  These rates shall be used by the contractor for delivery order proposals, unless the contractor uses a lower rate for a particular delivery order. Cost reimbursement rates may be requested at a later time; therefore, are not requested at this time.  

As required in Section M, a separate Format A shall be prepared for each of the 10 years of performance for the following:

1. prime contractor onsite ceiling rates

2. prime contractor offsite ceiling rates

3. one composite rate representative of all subcontractors onsite ceiling rates

4. one composite rate representative of all subcontractors offsite ceiling rates

Note:  The Program Manager designated as Key Personnel in Section H.16 will not be a direct charge to this contract and resultant delivery order(s).  Offeror’s are instructed to include this position and the cost for Delivery Order Management Activities listed in Section C, the SOW, in the fully burdened rates.

The awarded contract will incorporate the Format A’s for contract pricing and billing purposes.

PART I - SECTION C

DESCRIPTION/SPECS/WORK STATEMENT

Multiple Areas Support Services (MASS) Contract 

This Statement of Work (SOW) is intended to outline the general requirements for engineering services under this procurement. Specific details regarding task assignments and deliverables will be provided under individual delivery orders.

Background 

One of the primary missions of the FAA William J. Hughes Technical Center (WJHTC) is to provide Test and Evaluation (T&E) services. The WJHTC provides T&E services to all FAA domains. In support of the WJHTC’s mission, the test organizations perform the technical activities necessary to design, develop, investigate, test, demonstrate evaluate, and integrate prototypes, modifications, and enhancements to the current and future Air Traffic Control (ATC) systems.  The Automation domains include the Enroute, Terminal, Oceanic, Tower, Traffic Flow Management (TFM), Weather and Flight Service Station (FSS) domains. The system domains include Primary and Secondary Radar Surveillance, Weather, Communications, Voice Switching, Data Link, Aircraft Landing and Approach, Navigation/Guidance, Flight Systems/Avionics, Power, Maintenance Automation, and the investigation of emerging technologies in any of these domains.  Other FAA initiatives such as the Free Flight Program Office and the Safe Flight 21 Program are also supported. The following is a list of some programs/projects organized by domain or capability that WJHTC supports:

· Enroute programs/projects include Display System Replacement (DSR), User Request Evaluation Tool (URET) Core Capability Limited Deployment (CCLD), Communications Gateway and Host and Oceanic System Replacement (HOCSR). 

· FSS programs/projects include the Operational And Supportability Implementation System (OASIS) and the Direct User Access Terminal (DUAT).

· Oceanic programs/projects include the Advanced Oceanic Automation System (AOAS), Display Oceanic Tracking System (DOTS), Oceanic Display and Planning (ODAPS), Oceanic Data Link (ODL), Automatic Identification and Data Capture/Collection (AIDC), Series 1 Replacement (S1R) and Advanced Technology for Oceanic Procedures (ATOP).

· Terminal programs/projects include the Standard Terminal Automated Replacement System (STARS), ARTS Color Display (ACD), Northern California Terminal Radar Approach Control (TRACON), Atlanta Large TRACON, Common Automated Radar Terminal Systems (ARTS) Mosaic.

· Tower programs/projects include Airport Structures/Transition efforts.

· TFM programs/projects include the Enhanced Traffic Management System (ETMS).

· Surveillance programs include Airport Surveillance Radar (ASR-11), Air Traffic Control Radar Beacon Interrogator (ATCBI-6), Airport Movement Area Safety System (AMASS), Automatic Dependent Surveillance- Broadcast (ADS-B) (ground), Mode-S, Precision Runway Monitor (PRM), Airport Surface Detection Equipment (ASDE-X), and Traffic Information System (TIS) and other systems necessary to track aircraft and provide surveillance data .

· Weather programs include: Weather and Radar Processor (WARP), Integrated Terminal Weather System (ITWS), Weather Systems Processor (WSP), Aviation Weather Research Program (AWRP) and Automated Surface Observing System (ASOS) Controller Equipment (ACE)- Information Display Systems (IDS). 

· Communications programs include Next Generation Air-to-Ground Communications (NEXCOM), Air/Ground Communications, Gulf of Mexico Buoy Systems, Spectrum Engineering, Back Up Emergency Communications (BUEC), FAA Telecommunications Infrastructure, FAA Satellite Communications, VHF Extended Range Network (VERN) and other systems and facilities necessary to ensure the communication of ATC information throughout the NAS.

· Voice Switching programs include the Terminal Voice Switching systems, such as Enhanced Terminal Voice Switch (ETVS), Rapid Deployment Voice Switch (RDVS), and Small Tower Voice Switch (STVS); the Flight Service Station Switching System (AFSS), and other ancillary systems.

· Aeronautical Data Link and associated programs include Controller Pilot Data Link Communications (CPDLC), Traffic Alert Collision Avoidance System (TCAS), Automatic Dependent Surveillance-Broadcast (ADS-B airborne), Tower Data Link Services (TDLS), Flight Information Services (FIS), Host Interface Device National Airspace System (NAS)/LAN (HID NAS/LAN), and Runway Incursion Reduction (RIRP).

· Navigation, Landing, and Approach programs include Wide Area Augmentation System (WAAS), Local Area Augmentation System (LAAS), Satellite Navigation, National Satellite Test Bed, and Terminal Procedures and Standards (TERPS).

· Additional programs supported are the maintenance automations programs such as NAS Infrastructure Management System (NIMS) and Remote Monitoring System (RMS); the Information Security Program (INFOSEC), and the Power Program.

· Free Flight programs supported are Center TRACON Automation System (CTAS) Capabilities, Conflict Probe and Surface Movement Advisor.

This list of programs/projects is intended to provide the contractor community with an idea of the breadth of support that will be needed under this SOW. This list does not limit the FAA domains and programs/projects that can use the services provided by this vehicle. It is envisioned that new projects, existing projects and other FAA programs will have an opportunity to use this contract at any time.

To fulfill its mission during the life cycle of automation projects, the WJHTC needs to accomplish numerous, complex technical tasks. These tasks require the type(s) of contractor support specified in this SOW. The contractor(s) shall provide all labor and materials necessary to support this mission. 

This SOW specifies typical activities, that the contractor(s) shall be expected to perform under the terms and scope of this contract(s). This contract is available to all the WJHTC’s tenant organizations, any other FAA organizations and any other government organizations that desire the engineering services provided by this SOW.

Requirements 

The contractor(s) shall provide services necessary to support the Test and Evaluation (T&E) and related activities of the FAA and the WJHTC. The primary areas of these activities are:

Development Test and Evaluation (DT&E):

DT&E is defined as tests that demonstrate that all technical and performance requirements delineated in the subject system’s specifications have been met.

Operational Test and Evaluation (OT&E):

OT&E is defined as tests that demonstrate that a new system is operationally effective and operationally suitable for use in the NAS and that the NAS infrastructure is ready to accept the system.

Production Acceptance Tests (PAT):

PAT’S verify that the assembly line is producing units that have the same quality and performance as the first article.

Site Acceptance Tests (SAT):

SAT ensures that the system is installed and functioning properly as a prerequisite to site acceptance.

Field Familiarization (FFAM):

FFAM’s primary objective is verifying that the site meets requirements necessary to the successful transition to a new system. FFAM confirms the readiness of site personnel, procedures and system documentation. Moreover, FFAM verifies the availability of all required logistics and system (s’) support for operational use.

Operational Capability Test and/or Demo (OCT/OCD):
OCT/OCD evaluations are sometimes performed as part of pre-contract award technical evaluation of industry capabilities.

Pre-Life Cycle Testing and Engineering services:

Prior to the Mission Analysis phase of the FAA’s Acquisition Management System (AMS) Life Cycle, research and development efforts are conducted by the FAA. These efforts include, but are not limited to, prototype development and other proof of concept activities. These activities require engineering and test services for the FAA to meet its mission needs. 

The contractors shall perform any support necessary to evaluate, prepare, simulate, plan, conduct and assess T&E.

Typical Work Activities 

The Contractors shall conduct numerous work activities under the Test and Evaluation Functional Service Area. These activities shall include, but are not limited to, the following: 

1.
Design, conduct and/or witness software or hardware system tests; reduce and analyze test data and results; and provide written reports on findings. Make recommendations and suggestions for testing improvements, modifications and any re-testing as deemed necessary. Assist in test monitoring and assessment. Evaluate currently available FAA laboratory facilities to determine if and how they can be used to simulate the air traffic environment(s) and loads for system testing and provide design information for upgrading laboratory if required. Provide estimated laboratory utilization schedules for the conduct of all applicable laboratory tests. Develop simulation scenarios, which detail the required air traffic environment(s) and loads for field facilities to be utilized in the laboratory facility(ies) simulations. Develop the test plans and test procedures essential to the conduct of these laboratory simulations of field facilities. Prepare required technical documentation such as test procedures, test plans and test reports. The above activities could occur at the WJHTC, at the development contractor's factory or development site, at FAA field facilities or other sites designated by the government. The Contractor shall provide schedule information and transition test plans that will allow new products to be tested and integrated at FAA Field facilities without impact to Air Traffic safety. These activities are estimated to be 30-45% of the work.

2.
Support the FAA’s Acquisition Management System (AMS) life cycle process from concept development to system retirement (a.k.a. “cradle-to-grave”). This support may include any Pre-Life cycle R&D, T&E and Maintenance as deemed appropriate and necessary for the FAA to meet its mission needs. This support may include: Initial requirement(s) definition, System design, System Engineering, development, review, evaluation, maintenance and implementation activities that may directly or indirectly affect work being done under this SOW. The Contractor shall assist in engineering mockups, prototypes, hardware, and software demonstrations conducted by the government, or for the government, as proof of concept activities. The selected contractor(s) shall make appropriate recommendation(s) as necessary. These recommendations may be technical, financial or administrative. These activities are estimated to be 15-25% of the work.

3.
Review, analyze, and evaluate contractual documents, such as Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) items and provide reports on this activity. Provide configuration management functions, such as validating and verifying versions of NAS software baselines and configuration management of the Government Furnished Property (GFP) required under FAA contracts. Provide documentation and other support for validating and ensuring timeliness of Government Furnished Property (GFP). Attend Technical Center, FAA Headquarters or development contractor factory meetings and report findings, address action items, and propose recommendations. Attend meetings with field personnel to discuss implementation issues. Evaluate and prepare recommendations for the resolution of implementation or installation problems. These activities are estimated to be 10-15% of the work.

4.
Provide Data Reduction and Analysis (DR&A) support using existing and new software support tools. Design, develop and use new software data reduction tools as necessary. Assemble statistical reliability, maintainability, and availability (RMA) data; perform and document the analysis; and ensure specifications and standards compliance. Conduct quantitative analyses and evaluations concerning NAS Software System Engineering, NAS Transition Planning, Analysis and Engineering and NAS Integration testing. These activities are estimated to be 10-15% of the work.

5.
Provide human factors engineering support in areas such as man-machine interface and ATC/CNS procedure testing. Participate in the FAA’s NAS Integration activities that directly or indirectly affect the activities defined in this SOW. These activities are estimated to be 5-10% of the work.
6.
Provide resource estimations, schedules, activity networks, and other management information services. Prepare management plans specifying how to accomplish the technical activities. Monitor advances in technology, tools and methodologies, evaluate their applicability to NAS testing within the scope of this vehicle and recommend improved methods, tools and techniques that apply. Prepare required briefing information for FAA management, including reports and briefings. These activities are estimated to be 2-5% of the work.

7.
The contractor shall provide training support necessary to satisfy SOW requirements. Typical activities include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Develop/update training plans

· Coordinate training

· Develop/update training architecture

· Develop/update training curriculum

· Develop/update courseware

· Update/conduct simulator training

· Update/conduct operational system training

· Evaluate the effectiveness of the training

· Conduct training system analysis including identifying training needs. 
 These activities are estimated to be 2-5% of the work.
8.
Design, develop and implement hardware or software tools necessary to support, analyze, simulate or perform any of the activities necessary to meet the requirements of this SOW. Provide strategic planning, resource management, budget and financial analysis support to FAA management as required to perform the tasks and activities of this SOW. Provide required support for Configuration Management (CM), Integrated Capability Maturity Modeling (iCMM), Process Improvement and Program/Project Management related directly and indirectly to the any/all of the activities listed in this SOW. These activities are estimated to be 2-5% of the work.
The Contractors shall provide engineering, technical and administrative support to the government according to specific delivery orders. During this contract, it is anticipated that many delivery orders will be issued by the FAA, and will specify the work to be performed within a particular area. Each delivery order will describe a specific set of requirements, deliverables, and schedules. 

Delivery Order Management Activities

All delivery orders shall include management procedures necessary to meet all delivery order requirements. These procedures shall include, but not be limited to, program management activities such as contract administration, finance, personnel, and technical support services.  

In addition, the Contractor will establish and maintain a Project Management System (PMS) to track delivery order work activities. The contractor will maintain the PMS system as defined in each delivery order. This information will be used to provide current status as well as forecasts related to Program/Project Management. This data will include, but not be limited to Work/Resource Loading, Work Breakdown Structure (WBS), PERT charts, GANTT charts, schedules, deliverables, earned value analysis and delivery order funding. Moreover, the Contractor(s) will be required to provide the aforementioned Program/Project Management data to the FAA on a regularly scheduled basis as specified in each delivery order. The contractor will maintain all data in the format(s) defined by the FAA for each delivery order. At a minimum, this information shall be compatible with Primavera Project Planner (P3) and MS Project software packages. Therefore, knowledge of MSProject, P3 and P3 Enterprise project management application software is required. These activities are estimated to be 3-5% of the work.   

Labor Categories

The contractor shall provide personnel who possess the required knowledge and work experience in the disciplines needed to conduct and complete the work defined in this SOW.  At a minimum, the disciplines will include a mix of engineering, applied sciences, mathematics and business administration areas.  

The minimum requirements regarding skill levels, education, and experience for various classifications of technical personnel are delineated below.   

Definition of Labor Categories

Task Area Lead: This candidate provides overall management of personnel working in a technical environment. Candidate shall be proficient in government test and design standards, planning tools (i.e. work breakdown structures, Gantt charts, critical path analyses, pert charts, etc.), and report development.  All members of this labor category will be designated as Key Personnel.

System Engineer: Provides a comprehensive definition of all aspects of systems development from analysis of mission needs to verification of system performance.  Performs evaluation of alternatives and an assessment of risks and costs. 

Computer Scientist: Provides assessments regarding current, state-of-the-art and industrial trends in the computer field. Applies these assessments to the automation service projects. 

Human Factors Specialist: Performs human factors engineering functions for man-machine interface analysis for air traffic control system operators, users and maintainers. 

Operations Research Analyst: Conducts quantitative analysis using operations research tools, economics, and other quantitative techniques in the areas of computer system capacity and performance. 

Reliability Engineer: Provides practical Reliability, Maintainability and Availability/Fault Tolerance (RMA/FT) expertise commensurate with current state-of-the-art and industry trends. 

Computer System Analyst: Performs system-engineering functions primarily with respect to computer functional allocations, software development and hardware development.

Communications Engineer: Provides expertise and skills necessary for state-of-the-art design, development and implementation of data communications, voice and voice-switching network systems. 

Hardware Engineer: Provides expertise and skills necessary for state-of-the-art real time automation hardware design and development. 

Software Engineer: Provides expertise and skills necessary for state-of-the-art real time automation software design and development and their interface with computer hardware systems. 

Electronics Engineer: Provides expertise and skills necessary for state-of-the-art electronic component design and development.

Test Engineer: Provides expertise in the current techniques and practices for the testing of large-scale real time systems composed of hardware, software and firmware.

Meteorologist:   Provides expertise in the area weather interpretation and weather system issues.

Mathematician: Provides expertise in various disciplines of applied mathematics. 

Computer Programmer:  Provides programming skills with CAD/CAM packages, standard programming languages, object oriented languages or web development tools as needed to satisfy task requirements.

Financial Analyst: Provides support and expertise in areas of budgeting, financing, costing and overall financial planning.
Documentation Specialist or Technical Writer: Provides support in the preparation, dissemination, or orderly safeguarding of technical documents. Provides expertise in the writing of technical documents.

Administrative Assistant: Provide administrative/contract/financial management assistance including preparation and submission of monthly progress reports, the Program Management Plan, and invoices and the overall management of the contract.

Secretary/Clerk: Provide secretarial or clerical support to the projects.

Specialized Labor Categories

Subject Matter Expert: Provides expertise in a specific technical area defined by the government that is not readily available in the other defined categories.

Air Traffic Control Specialist: Provides operational expertise in the area of modern air traffic control principles and procedures. 

Airways Facilities Specialist: Provides operational expertise in the operation and maintenance of FAA Facilities.

Aviation Systems Specialist: Provides operational expertise in the area of FAA systems.

Definition of Labor Skill Levels 

The contractor shall segregate the skilled labor categories according to the following Labor Quality Levels (this section applies to the AA, A, B, C, D, E, and F levels of labor quality).  
AA- For an individual to qualify as Level AA labor, the individual must have a Masters Degree in applicable technical or business field of study and 15 or more years of relevant experience OR a Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical or business field of study and 20 or more years of relevant experience. All AA Labor is subject to COTR approval.

A-For an individual to qualify as Level A labor, the individual must have a Masters Degree in an applicable technical field of study and 10 or more years of relevant experience OR the individual must have a Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical field of study and 15 or more years of relevant experience.

B - For an individual to qualify as Level B labor, the individual must have at least a Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical field of study and 10 or more years of relevant experience. 

C - For an individual to qualify as Level C labor, the individual must have at least Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical field of study and five or more years of relevant experience, OR 15 years of relevant experience.

D - For an individual to qualify as Level D labor, the individual must have at least Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical field of study and three or more years of relevant experience, OR 10 years of relevant experience.

E – to qualify as Level E labor, the individual must have at least a Bachelors Degree in an applicable technical field of study.

F - to qualify as Level F labor, the individual must have at least one year of documentation control, clerical experience or college education. 

Specialized Labor Categories

The qualifications for the specialized labor categories will be determined on a delivery order-by-delivery order basis and negotiated at that time. All specialized labor categories require COTR approval.

The contractor shall not provide individuals with less than the specified level of education and experience for each of the specified levels of labor quality as indicated above. The Contracting Officer may waive the education and experience requirements in special circumstances. 

The term "relevant experience" means experience applicable to labor skill categories defined in this SOW and related to the specific requirements defined in each delivery order.

D.1          Preservation, Packaging, Marking, and Transportation

G.4
Placement of Delivery Orders

a.  The contractor shall perform delivery orders under this contract only when they are issued and signed by the Contracting Officer.  Delivery orders will be issued on FAA’s Award for Supplies or Services form.  Delivery orders will:

1. include a more detailed SOW or specification describing the required work;

2. specify a not-to-exceed hours or dollars for the work estimated under the delivery order;

3. specify a delivery schedule for the work required under the delivery order;

4. specify whether travel/materials are authorized for the delivery order, if so, specify a not-to-exceed estimated amount;

5. specify a ceiling for other direct costs;

6. all delivery orders must be signed by the Contracting Officer and dated.

The contractor shall not accept delivery orders whether verbal or written from any source other than the Contracting Officer.

While the DO methodologies explained in the subsequent paragraphs represent the Government's initial approach to Delivery Order issuance, it is the Government intent that through Government and Contractor cooperation and innovation, these methodologies will regularly evolve to incorporate lessons learned and become more efficient and effective.  Standardized Delivery Order Request for Offer (DORFO) and Contractor proposal formats shall be used to facilitate and streamline the DO process.    

b.  Upon award of a contract, a contractor will be eligible to receive DOs. DOs can be issued either competitively or non-competitively as determined by the government. Contractors are eligible for DO competitions as defined in Section H.2.  DOs will be competed as best value, low cost/price or any combination of technical and cost/price that the Government deems necessary to fulfill its mission. The Contracting Officer may require oral or written proposals (as considered appropriate in light of the dollar value, complexity, and duration of work for the DO) for either competitive or non-competitive DOs.  In addition:

1.  The Government reserves the right to award tasks based on initial offers.

2. DO award(s) will normally be made to the offeror(s) whose proposal is determined to best meet needs of the Government after consideration of all factors.  Each delivery order will provide the evaluation factors to be evaluated.

3. Offerors must clearly delineate which requirements will be performed by the prime contractor vs. subcontractors in their proposal.

4. Offerors are cautioned that in conducting the DO evaluation, the Government may use data provided by the offeror in its proposal as well as data obtained from other sources (e.g., Dun and Bradstreet reports, DCAA audits, available industry market rates for labor and overhead, etc.).  While the Government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of providing a thorough and complete proposal with the offeror.

c.  When a DO is competed, the following procedures are applicable:

1. The requiring office shall provide to the CO a procurement requisition, Statement of Work (SOW), independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE), evaluation factors, and the recommended competitive category for the task.

2. The CO will provide a DORFO to all eligible Contractors.  Each DORFO will generally include:

i.  The SOW;

ii.  The desired delivery schedule and/or required completion date(s), milestones, reporting requirements and list of deliverables as applicable;

iii.  Desired type of contract (i.e., FFP, CPFF, T&M, L/H) with proposed terms and conditions;


iv.  The date and time by which the response is due;

v.  The evaluation factors (which may include all or some of the following: Technical Approach; Management Approach; Past Performance; Key Personnel; and Cost/Price) and

vi.  Any special instructions, conditions, notices, performance measures, etc. applicable to the DO.

3.  All eligible Contractors shall have the opportunity to develop a response to the DORFO; generally, the Contractors shall be given 7-30 days to prepare the response.  In addition to the technical and/or management approach proposed, the Contractor shall, for cost/price purposes, use:

i.   the labor categories in Section B and any others necessary for the DO;

ii.  the corresponding ceiling labor rates as specified in Section B and may adjust rates downward;

iii. other direct costs as applicable (hardware, software, subcontractor, travel, materials, commercial services etc.); and

iv.  an appropriate rate of fee/profit depending on the risk associated with the DO (e.g., contractual arrangement (i.e., FFP, CPFF).

4.  The Government shall evaluate the Contractor's DO proposal and determine whether or not to award the DO.  Evaluation of the technical portion of the DO proposal shall be accomplished by the requiring organization and be done separately from the evaluation of the cost/price portion.  The recommendation (with supporting justification) will be reviewed and approved by the CO.  If deemed necessary by the Government, the CO will enter into oral and/or written communications, negotiations with one, some or all of the Contractors in order to resolve any clarifications and/or deficiencies.  Additionally, the Government reserves the right to award on initial proposals without discussions.  

d. When the DO is not competed, the following procedures are applicable:

1.  The requiring office shall provide to the CO a procurement requisition, Statement of Work (SOW), a single source justification, and independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE) for the task.

2.  The CO will provide a DORFO to the specified Contractor.  The DORFO will generally include:

i.  The SOW;

ii.  The desired delivery schedule and/or required completion date(s), milestones, reporting requirements and list of deliverables as applicable;

iii.  Desired type of contract (i.e., FFP, CPFF, T&M, L/H) with proposed terms and conditions;


iv.  The date and time by which the response is due;

v.  Any special instructions, conditions, notices, performance measures, etc. applicable to the task.

3.  The Contractor shall develop a response to the DORFO; generally, the Contractor shall be given 5-14 days to prepare the response.  In addition to any technical and/or management approach proposed (if requested), the Contractor shall, for cost/price purposes, use:

i.  the labor categories in Section B and any others necessary for the DO;

ii.  the corresponding labor rates as specified in Section B and may adjust rates downward;

iii.  other direct costs as applicable (hardware, software, subcontractor, travel, etc.); and

iv.  an appropriate rate of fee/profit depending on the risk associated with the DO (e.g., contractual arrangement (i.e., FFP, CPFF, T&M & L/H), the nature of work in the DO).

4. The Government shall evaluate the Contractor's DO proposal and determine whether or not to award a DO.

e. When oral proposals are authorized, the DORFO will specify the procedures to be followed.

G.5
Travel

The Contractor shall be reimbursed on a cost plus no fee/profit basis, for actual reasonable transportation costs and actual reasonable subsistence costs incurred during performance of the contract, not to exceed those rates applicable to Government employees.  In maintaining a policy of keeping travel costs “reasonable” in the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees to use a cost effective approach and continuously pursue opportunities to lower and contain travel costs using, where practical, group rate arrangements, off-peak travel itineraries and other similar travel cost containment methods.  Travel by air will be reimbursed at actual not to exceed coach fare.  Further, the contractor agrees to affect procedures to ensure Government reimbursable travel expenditures are only incurred when absolutely necessary.

All reimbursement of travel costs shall be in accordance with the Government Travel Regulation.

3.2.4-35 Option to Extend the Term of the Contract (April 1996) – Applicable to delivery orders including an option provision.

Small businesses shall submit an annual report to the CO on October 31 of each year detailing the subcontracting percentage under each delivery orders performed during the previous Government fiscal year.  The report shall show the subcontracting percentage for the year under each individual delivery order, the cumulative total for the reporting period under the contract, and the cumulative total for the life of the contract.  The subcontracting percentage shall be calculated based on the methodology contained in AMS 3.6.1-7 of this contract.  The Government reserves the right to limit awards at any time to a small business not in compliance with AMS clause 3.6.1-7.

Government Furnished Items

All Government furnished items will be identified in the appropriate DORFO and DO.  If any given DO issued under this contract requires work to be performed on the Government's site, the Government will provide office workspace, office automation equipment and furniture for Contractor personnel. The Contractor shall prepare a quarterly report of Government property in its possession and the possession of its subcontractors. The contractor shall immediately notify the COTR/TM and CO when property is missing.

The Government has set a goal of awarding 25% of all prime delivery order work during the life of this contract to small business to be further separated as follows:

c.  It is the Government's intent to compete all tasks among the contractors awarded a contract within the T&E area in three ways, SEBD only, SB and SEDB only and Full and Open. It is the Government's intent to issue DOs for every DO request.  However, awardees need not be given an opportunity to be considered for a particular DO if the CO determines that:


(1) The agency need for such supplies or services is of such urgency that providing such opportunity would result in unacceptable delays;


(2) Only one such contractor is capable of providing such supplies or services required at the level of quality required because the supplies or services ordered are unique or highly specialized;


(3) The order should be issued on a sole source basis in the interest of economy and efficiency as a logical follow-on to a task already issued under the contract or through exercise of option periods specified in the original task, provided that all awardees were given fair opportunity to be considered for the original task; or


(4) It is necessary to place a task to satisfy a minimum guarantee.
d.  This is not a requirements contract.

e.  No work will be performed and no payment will be made except as authorized by a DO.

f.  The Contracting Officer's selection decision on each delivery order shall be final and shall not be subject to the protest or disputes provisions of the contract.

g.  The Government intends to use electronic commerce methods to the maximum extent practicable for DOs.

(c) Not later than 30 days after contract award (or date of modification, if this provision is included by modification to an existing contract), for each employee in a listed position, the contractor shall submit the following documentation to the SSE for a pre-employment suitability determination.

-Standard Form (SF) 85P, Questionnaire for Public Trust Positions, revised September 1995.  The SF 85P shall be completed (all questions answered) in accordance with the instruction sheet.  

-One single sheet fingerprint chart (FD-258).  Fingerprinting facilities are available through the SSE and local police department.  All fingerprint charts shall be written in ink or typewritten with all answerable question blocks completed, and shall be signed and dated within the 60 day period preceding the submission.

The type of investigation conducted will be determined by the position risk level designation for all duties, functions, and/or tasks performed and shall serve as the basis for granting a favorable employment suitability authorization as described in Appendix 9 of FAA Order 1600.1D.  If an employee has had a previous background investigation completed by a federal Government entity, which meets the requirements of Chapter 7 of FAA Order 1600.1D, it shall be accepted by the FAA, however, the FAA reserves the right to conduct further investigations, if necessary.  For each employee for which a previous background investigation was completed the Contractor shall provide, in writing to the SSE, the name, date of birth and social security number of the employee as well as the name of the investigating entity and approximate date the previous background investigation was completed.

The contractor shall submit the information required by Section (c) of this Clause for any new employee not listed in the Contractor’s initial thirty (30) day submission whom is hired into any position identified in Section (b) of this Clause. 

(e)
No contractor employee shall work in a high, moderate, or low risk position unless the SSE has received all forms necessary to conduct any required investigation and has granted its approval.  However, if this provision is added by modification to an existing contract, employees performing in the positions listed above may continue work on the contract pending the submittal of necessary forms, if any, and completion of a suitability investigation by the SSE, subject to the following conditions:

(State any SSE conditions such as restricted access to sensitive information or facilities.  Specify information or facilities.  If the SSE imposes no conditions, state “None”). 

(f) As applicable, the Contractor shall submit quarterly reports providing the following information to the Contracting Officer with a copy to the SSE and the COTR on or before the fifth day following each report period:  (1) A complete listing by full name in alphabetical order with the date of birth and social security number, of all contractor personnel who worked at an FAA facility anytime during the report month (date of birth and social security number shall be omitted from CO and COTR copies of report(s)).  Also, include those employees on furlough or not working at a FAA facility who still hold the FAA facility’s keys or badges.  (2) The list shall show the shift(s) worked by that person and FAA facility location of that person’s work site (i.e., building, room, area, etc.).  

(g) The Contractor shall notify the SSE within one (1) day after any employee identified pursuant to Section (b) of this Clause is terminated from employment.

(h) The Contracting Officer may also, after coordination with the SSE and other security specialists, require contractor employees to submit any other security information (including fingerprinting) deemed necessary to protect the interests of the FAA.  In this event, the Contractor shall provide, or cause each of its employees to provide such security information to the SSE, and the same transmittal letter requirements of Section (c) of this Clause shall apply.

(i) Failure to submit information required by this clause within the time required is a material breach of the contract.

(j) If subsequent to the effective date of this contract, the security classification or security requirements under this contract are changed by the Government and if the changes cause an increase or decrease in security costs or otherwise affect any other term or condition of this contract, the contract shall be subject to an equitable adjustment as if the changes were directed under the Changes clause of this contract.

(k) The contractor agrees to insert terms that conform substantially to the language of this clause, including this paragraph (k) but excluding any reference to the Changes clause of this contract, in all subcontracts under this contract that involve access as stated in paragraph (a).

The cost of such investigations shall be born by the Government.  If, as a result of NACI or other matter brought to the attention of the Government, a Contractor employee does not meet these requirements, the Contractor will be advised in writing by the Contracting Officer and access to FAA facilities will be denied or withdrawn for that Contractor employee and the Contractor shall not use or shall promptly cease using such employees for work under the contract.

Relationship Between Government, Contractor and Contractor Personnel

a.  The Government and the contractor understands and agrees that the services to be delivered under this contract by the contractor to the Government are non-personal services and the parties recognize and agree that no employer-employee or master-servant relationship exist or will exist under the contract between the Government and the contractor and/or between the Government and the contractor’s personnel.  The contractor personnel shall be responsible, not the to Government, but solely to the contractor, who in turn, shall be accountable to the Government.

b.  The Government will not exercise any direct or continuing supervision or control over the contractor personnel performing services under this contract.  Contractor personnel shall not be placed under the supervision, direction, or evaluation of a Federal officer, manager, or employee in connection with performance under this contract.  Likewise, contractor personnel shall not be placed in a position of  supervision, administration, or evaluation over William J. Hughes Technical Center civilian personnel, or personnel of other prime contractors, or become an integrated part of the Government organization in connection with performance under this contractor, nor shall contractor personnel be used in administration or supervision of FAA procurement activities.

c.  The contractor shall be responsible for selecting personnel who are well qualified to perform the required services, for supervising techniques used in their work and for keeping them informed of all improvements, changes, and methods of operation.

d.  Rules, regulations, directives and requirements which are issued during the contract during the contract term by William J. Hughes Technical Center authorities, under their responsibility for law and order, administration, and security on the installation shall be applicable to all contractor personnel or representatives who enter the installation, or who travel on Government transportation.  This requirement shall not be construed or interpreted to establish any degree of Government control which is inconsistent with the intent of a non-personal services contract.  Contractor personnel or representatives shall be subject to such checks as may be deemed necessary to assure that their presence on the Center or airport property does not violate these requirements.  No employees will be permitted on this property when such a check reveals that the employee presence would be detrimental to the security of the Center or airport.  When directed by the Contracting Officer, the contractor shall remove any employee from an assignment to perform services under this contract for reasons of misconduct or breach of security in connection with his or her employment.  Under such circumstances, replacement cost will be a contractor expense and will not be reimbursable by the Government.  In other instances, the contractor shall take appropriate personnel action as required in the event of employee misconduct in connection with his or her employment.

e.  The services to be performed under this contract shall not require the contractor or his/her employees to exercise personal judgement and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather, the contractor’s employees shall act and exercise personal judgement and discretion on behalf of the contractor.

f.  Contractor and contractor personnel shall not be considered employees of the Federal Government and shall not be eligible, by virtue of performance under this contract, for payment by the Government of entitlement and benefits accorded to Federal employees.

Handling of Data

The contractor and any of its subcontractors in performance of this contract may have need for access to and use of various types of data and information in the possession of the Government which the Government obtained under conditions which restrict the Government’s right to use and disclose the data and information, or which may be of such a nature that its dissemination or use other than in the performance of this contract would be adverse to the interests of the Government or other parties.  Therefore, the contractor and its subcontractors agree to abide by any restrictive use conditions on each data item and not to:


(1) Disclose such data and information to others without written authorization from the Contracting Officer, unless the Government has made the data and information available to the public; and

In the event the work required to be performed under this contract requires access to proprietary data of other companies, the contractor shall obtain agreements from such other companies for such use unless such data is provided or made available to the contractor by the Government.  Two copies of such company-to-company agreements shall be furnished promptly to the Contracting Officer for information only.  These agreements shall prescribe the scope of authorized use or disclosure, and other terms and conditions to be agreed upon between parties.  It is agreed by the contractor that any such data, whether obtained by the contractor pursuant to the aforesaid agreement or from the

(d)  When the Federal, State, Local and other governmental entities grant excused absence to its employees, assigned Contractor personnel may also be dismissed; however, they will not be reimbursed for the excused absence.

(2)  Key personnel for the T&E effort must be assigned by the Contractor.

 b.  Delivery Order Key Personnel
In responding to a DO Request, the Contractor may propose multiple key personnel for designated positions for that DO Request.  The resultant delivery order will contain the key position and the name of the individual.

c.  In order to ensure a smooth and orderly start up of work, it is essential that the key personnel specified in the Contractor's proposal be available on the effective date of the contract or DO.  If these personnel are not made available at that time, the Contractor shall show cause.  If the Contractor does not show cause, the Contractor may be subject to default action as prescribed by AMS 3.10.6-4 [Default (Supply and Service)] or AMS 3.10.6-3 [Termination (Cost Reimbursement)].

d.  The Contractor shall not on their own volition remove or replace any personnel designated as "key" personnel, for either this contract or any issued DOs, without the written concurrence of the CO.  Prior to utilizing other than personnel specified in proposals, the Contractor shall notify the CO and the COTR.  This notification shall be no later than ten (10) calendar days in advance of any proposed substitution and shall include justification [including resume(s) of proposed substitution(s)] in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact on contract or DO performance.

Substitute personnel qualifications shall be equal to, or greater than, those of the personnel being substituted.  If the CO and the COTR determine that the proposed substitute personnel is unacceptable, or that the reduction of effort would be so substantial as to impair the successful performance of the work under the contract or the DO, the Contractor may be subject to default action as prescribed by AMS 3.10.6-4 [Default (Supply and Service)] or AMS 3.10.6-3 [Termination (Cost Reimbursement)].  If deemed necessary by the Government, substitute personnel shall be given a one (1) day orientation by Contractor personnel at no additional cost to the Government and with no change in the delivery schedule.

e.  In the event that the performance of the assigned Contractor personnel or any substitute(s) is determined by the Government to be unsatisfactory at any time during the life of the Contract, or any DO issued hereunder, the Government reserves the right to request and receive satisfactory personnel replacement within ten (10) calendar days of receipt by the Contractor of written notification from the CO.  Notification will include the reason for requesting replacement personnel.  Replacement personnel must have the same minimum qualifications as specified in the statement of work and meet any applicable security requirements.

f.  The Contractor supplied personnel are employees of the Contractor and under the administrative control and supervision of the Contractor.  The Contractor, through its personnel, shall perform the tasks prescribed herein and in DOs issued hereunder.  The Contractor shall select, supervise, and exercise control and direction over its employees under this Contract.  The Contractor is accountable to the Government for the action of its personnel.

g.  The contractor is herewith notified that employee recruiting and employee retention practices shall be monitored on a delivery order basis.  Situations such as "employee raiding" from other continuing T&E delivery orders as well as the degree of employee turnover shall be considered as part of the determination under the provisions cited in the Notification of Unsatisfactory Performance.

Organizational Conflicts of Interest
(a)
  The Contractor warrants that, to the best of the Contractor's knowledge and belief, there are no relevant facts or circumstances which could give rise to an organizational conflict of interest (OCI) or that the Contractor has disclosed all such relevant information.

(b)  The Contractor agrees that if an actual or potential OCI is discovered after award, the Contractor shall make a full disclosure in writing to the Contracting Officer.  This disclosure shall include a description of actions which the Contractor has taken or proposes to take, after consultation with the Contracting Officer, to avoid, mitigate, or neutralize the actual or potential conflict.

(c)  The Contracting Officer may terminate this contract for convenience, in whole or in part, if it deems such termination necessary to avoid an OCI.  If the Contractor was aware of a potential OCI prior to award or discovered an actual or potential conflict after award and did not disclose or misrepresented relevant information to the Contacting Officer, the Government may terminate the contract for default, debar the Contractor from Government contracting, or pursue such other remedies as may be permitted by law or this contract.

(d)  The Contractor shall include this clause in all subcontracts and in lower tier subcontracts unless a waiver is requested from, and granted by, the Contracting Officer.

(e)  In the event that a DO is issued to the Contractor that would require activity that would create a potential of interest, the Contractor shall:

The Contractor shall save and hold harmless and indemnify the Government against any and all liability, claims, and costs of whatever kind and nature for injury to or death of any person or persons and for loss or damage to any property occurring in connection with, or in any way incident to, or arising out of, the occupancy, use, service, operations, or performance of work under the terms of this contract, to the extent resulting from the negligent acts or omissions of the Contractor.

(c)
The Government shall not be liable for any injury to the Contractor's personnel or damage to the Contractor's property unless such injury or damage is due to negligence on the part of the Government and is recoverable under the Federal Torts Claims Act, or pursuant to another Federal statutory authority.

(d) 

A smooth and orderly transition between the Contractor and a predecessor or successor Contractor is necessary to ensure minimum disruption to vital Government business.  The Contractor shall cooperate fully in the transition.

(e)   The Contractor shall adhere to the same professional and ethical standards of conduct required of Government personnel.  The Contractor shall not:

(1)
Discuss with unauthorized persons any information obtained in the performance of work under this contract;


(2)
Conduct business not directly related to this contract on Government premises;


(3)
Use computer systems and/or other Government facilities for company or personal business other than work related to the T&E requirement; or


(4)
Recruit on Government premises or otherwise act to disrupt official Government business.

H.19     Contractor Staff Training

a.  The contractor shall provide fully trained and experienced technical and lead personnel (including replacement personnel) required for performance of delivery orders.  This includes training necessary for keeping personnel abreast of industry advances and for maintaining proficiency on equipment, computer languages, and desktop information technology applications (i.e., web browser, word processing, spreadsheets, etc.) that are available on the commercial market.  Training of personnel shall be performed by the Contractor at its own expense except for the following:


(1)  When the Government has given prior approval for training to meet special requirements that are peculiar to a particular DO.


(2)  Limited training of Contractor employee(s) may be authorized when the Government changes software during performance of an on-going delivery order and it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government.


(3)  Training for contractor employees to attend seminars, symposia, or user group conferences when certified by the Contractor, COTR and CO that attendance is mandatory for the performance of delivery order requirements.

b.  When training is authorized by the Government under the conditions set forth above, the Government may reimburse the Contractor for labor, tuition, and travel.  However, each occurrence will be handled and negotiated on a case-by-case basis.

For instance, the government and the contractor could negotiate the following. 

For training expenses (including labor) reimbursed as a direct cost under a delivery order, the Contractor agrees to reimburse the Government a pro-rata share of the training expenses for each employee who subsequently is no longer employed under the delivery order within one year from the completion of training (i.e., if the Government paid $12,000 to train an individual no longer employed under the delivery order after six months, the contractor would reimburse the Government $6,000).  This reimbursement would not be required for an employee replaced by an individual who has received the same training paid by the Government for the original employee, provided the replacement occurs within two weeks from the original employees last day of employment under the delivery order.  A replacement after that time frame would reduce the pro-rata reimbursement owed the Government (i.e., under the above scenario if the employee is replaced after one month with an individual who has received the same training, the amount to be reimbursed would be reduced from $6,000 to $1,000).

H.20
Exclusion From Future Government Contracts

This clause shall be incorporated into any subcontracts awarded under this contract unless the Contracting Officer determines otherwise.

a.  Work under this contract may provide the Contractor with access to advance information about future Government procurements which information is not generally available to other persons or firms.  In addition, the work may involve the definition of requirements for, or the preparation of specifications for, various systems, equipment, hardware, and/or software.  Without the following restrictions, 1) the Contractor's objectivity in performing the work may be impaired by its other business activities, 2) the nature of the work to be performed may result in unfair competitive advantage to the Contractor in a future Government procurement, or 3) the Contractor's ability to perform work required under future Government contracts in an objective manner may be impaired by its performance of work under this contract.

b.      Therefore, in order to prevent a potential bias, unfair, competitive advantage, or other potential conflict of interest the Contractor shall be subject to the following restrictions:


1.
The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of, any Government contract, for which, in the course of performance of this contract, the Contractor has received advance procurement information which has not been made generally available to other persons or firms.  Absent security reasons, the Government will strive to notify the Contractor as early in the procurement process as feasible of potential conflicts of interest situations.


2.
The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of, any Government contract for which the Contractor actually assists in the development of the Request for Quotation, Cost Estimate, Specifications, or Statement of Work.


3.
The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of, any Government contract which calls for the evaluation of system requirements, systems definitions, or other products developed by the Contractor under this contract.


4.
The Contractor shall be excluded from competition for, or award of, any Government contract which calls for the construction or fabrication of any system, equipment, hardware, and/or software for which the Contractor participated in the development of requirements or definitions pursuant to this contract.

c.
The Contractor shall be notified in the DO for the initial effort whether a future exclusion is possible.

d.
This clause shall not exclude the Contractor from performing work under any amendment or modification to this contract or from competing for an award for any future contract for work which is the same or similar to work performed under this contract.

e.
The term "Contractor," as used in this clause includes any person, firm or corporation which has a majority or controlling interest in the contractor or in any parent corporation thereof, and any person, firm or corporation in or as to which the Contractor (or any parent or subsidiary corporation thereof) has a majority or controlling interest.  The term also includes the corporate officers of the Contractor, those of any corporation which has a majority or controlling interest in the Contractor (or any parent or subsidiary corporation thereof) has a majority or controlling interest.

f.      
The Government may, in its sole discretion, waive any provisions of this clause if deemed in the best interest of the Government.

g.  
The exclusions contained in this clause shall apply for the duration for each DO and for two (2) years after completion and acceptance of all work performed thereunder.

h. 
If any provision of this clause excludes the Contractor from competition for, or award of, any contract, the Contractor will not be permitted to serve as a subcontractor, at any tier, on such contract.

H.21 
Subcontractors

Because of the wide diversity of work possible under the T&E requirement, the potential 10 year contract life, and the rapidly changing nature of engineering support services, the Government recognizes that the Contractor may need to utilize different subcontractors to meet specific customer needs.

H.22
Notification of Unsatisfactory Performance
a.  The Government shall consistently evaluate performance on each delivery order. (In addition, the Government shall receive formal performance evaluations for each delivery order in accordance with  Performance Evaluations located at Section G.8 of this contract.)

b.  The CO, COTR and the contractor’s T&E Program Manager shall discuss any unsatisfactory performance.

c.  One or more instances of unsatisfactory performance may result in the CO notifying the Contractor in writing that a moratorium of a specified length may be imposed on the Contractor pending satisfactory progress toward resolving unsatisfactory performance.  During the moratorium period (which shall be unilaterally established by the CO and may vary in length depending on the severity of the unsatisfactory performance), the Contractor shall be precluded from proposing on or being issued delivery orders under the T&E requirement.

H.23
Labor Rate Utilization
a.  The Contractor has proposed fully burdened, ceiling rates for the 10 year performance period.

b.   These rates shall be used by the Contractor for proposal purposes unless:


(1)  The Contractor uses lower rates for a particular DO;


(2)  For Cost Reimbursement or Fixed Price DOs, their direct and indirect costs shall be in accordance with the contractor’s standard accounting practice.

3.9.1-1 Contract Disputes (August 1999)

(a) All contract disputes arising under or related to this contract shall be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and shall be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 and shall apply only to final agency decisions. A contractor may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

(b) The filing of a contract dispute with the ODRA may be accomplished by mail, overnight delivery, hand delivery, or by facsimile. A contract dispute is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA.

(c) Contract disputes are to be in writing and shall contain: 

(1) The contractor's name, address, telephone and fax numbers and the name, address, telephone and fax numbers of the contractor's legal representative(s) (if any) for the contract dispute; 

(2) The contract number and the name of the Contracting Officer; 

(3) A detailed chronological statement of the facts and of the legal grounds for the contractor's positions regarding each element or count of the contract dispute (i.e., broken down by individual claim item), citing to relevant contract provisions and documents and attaching copies of those provisions and documents; 

(4) All information establishing that the contract dispute was timely filed; 

(5) A request for a specific remedy, and if a monetary remedy is requested, a sum certain must be specified and pertinent cost information and documentation (e.g., invoices and cancelled checks) attached, broken down by individual claim item and summarized; and 

(6) The signature of a duly authorized representative of the initiating party. 

(d) Contract disputes shall be filed at the following address:

(1) Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition, AGC-70, Federal Aviation Administration, 400 7th Street, S.W., Room 8332, Washington, DC 20590, Telephone: (202) 366-6400, Facsimile: (202) 366-7400; or

(2) other address as specified in 14 CFR Part 17.

(e) A contract dispute against the FAA shall be filed with the ODRA within two (2) years of the accrual of the contract claim involved. A contract dispute by the FAA against a contractor (excluding contract disputes alleging warranty issues, fraud or latent defects) likewise shall be filed within two (2) years after the accrual of the contract claim.  If an underlying contract entered into prior to the effective date of this part provides for time limitations for filing of contract disputes with the ODRA which differ from the aforesaid two (2) year period, the limitation periods in the contract shall control over the limitation period of this section.  In no event will either party be permitted to file with the ODRA a contract dispute seeking an equitable adjustment or other damages after the contractor has accepted final contract payment, with the exception of FAA claims related to warranty issues, gross mistakes amounting to fraud or latent defects.  FAA claims against the contractor based on warranty issues must be filed within the time specified under applicable contract warranty provisions.  Any FAA claims against the contractor based on gross mistakes amounting to fraud or latent defects shall be filed with the ODRA within two (2) years of the date on which the FAA knew or should have known of the presence of the fraud or latent defect.

(f) A party shall serve a copy of the contract dispute upon the other party, by means reasonably calculated to be received on the same day as the filing is to be received by the ODRA.

(g) After filing the contract dispute, the contractor should seek informal resolution with the Contracting Officer.

(h) The FAA requires continued performance with respect to contract disputes arising under this contract, in accordance with the provisions of the contract, pending a final FAA decision. 

(i) The FAA will pay interest on the amount found due and unpaid from (1) the date the Contracting Officer receives the contract dispute, or (2) the date payment otherwise would be due, if that date is later, until the date of payment. Simple interest on contract disputes shall be paid at the rate fixed by the Secretary of the Treasury that is applicable on the date the Contracting Officer receives the contract dispute and then at the rate applicable for each 6-month period as fixed by the Treasury Secretary until payment is made.

3.9.1-2 Protest After Award (August 1997)

(a) Upon receipt of a notice that a protest has been filed with the FAA Office of Dispute Resolution, or a determination that a protest is likely, the Administrator or his designee may instruct the Contracting Officer) to direct the Contractor to stop performance of the work called for by this contract.  The order to the Contractor shall be in writing, and shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause.  Upon receipt of the order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage.  Upon receipt of the final decision or other resolution of the protest, the Contracting Officer shall either--


(1) Cancel the stop-work order; or


(2) For other than cost-reimbursement contracts, terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the "Default" or the "Termination for Convenience of the Government" clause(s) of this contract; or


(3) For cost-reimbursement contracts, terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the "Termination" clause of this contract.

(b) If a stop-work order issued under this clause is canceled either before or after the final resolution of the protest, the Contractor shall resume work.  The Contracting Officer shall make for other than cost-reimbursement contracts, an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule or contract price, or both; and for cost-reimbursement contracts, an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule, the estimated cost, the fee, or a combination thereof, and in any other terms of the contract that may be affected; and the contract shall be modified, in writing, accordingly, if--


(1) The stop-work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in the Contractor's cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and 


(2) The Contractor asserts its right to an adjustment within 30 days after the end of the period of work stoppage; provided, that if the Contracting Officer decides the facts justify the action, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon a proposal submitted at any time before final payment under this contract.

(c) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for the convenience of the Government, the Contracting Officer shall allow reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order in arriving at the termination settlement.

(d) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for default, the Contracting Officer shall allow, by equitable adjustment or otherwise, reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order.

(e) The Government's rights to terminate this contract at any time are not affected by action taken under this clause.

The Government intends to focus heavily on the capabilities of the prime contractor. It is the intent of the Government to allow great flexibility for subcontractor use at the delivery order level.

M.2 BASIS FOR CONTRACT AWARD

I. Technical Experience

Note:  The offeror shall not provide experience with Task Management Activities when addressing Factor I.  Reference Factor II.B.

A.  Experience as a Prime Contractor.  Limit 20 pages (SEDB only – 15 page limit).

Offeror shall provide experience for up to 10 contracts/task orders/delivery orders that show work performed by the offeror as a prime contractor. For each contract/task order/delivery order, the following information at a minimum should be submitted:

1.  Contract Number, Government Contract point of contact (POC), POC address, POC phone number, dollar value of Contract, start and stop dates of contract, number of support personnel including subcontractors, state the ratio of management and supervisors to support personnel on task, list names of subcontractors used. If applicable, a further breakout by task order, delivery order or projects supported is recommended.

a.  State the percentage of work the offeror performed as the prime contractor and state percentage of work the subcontractors performed.

b.  Describe the engineering services that the offeror performed as the prime contractor how those services are relevant to the SOW requirements.

c.  Describe the engineering services that the offeror’s subcontractors performed and how those services are relevant to the SOW requirements.  

d.  List any personnel whose resume was submitted under Factor III that performed work on this contract/task order/delivery order.

Note: Engineering services with FAA domains and projects will be preferred over others.  
B.    Additional Experience.  Limit 10 pages (SEDB only - 15 page limit).
The offeror shall provide experience for up to 10 contracts/task orders/delivery orders that show work performed as follows when the offeror was either the prime contractor or subcontractor.  For each contract/task order/delivery order, the following information at a minimum should be submitted:

1. Contract Number, Name of Prime Contractor, Government Contract POC, POC address, POC phone number, dollar value of contract or task order, start and stop dates of contract or task order, state the ratio of management and supervisors to support personnel that the offeror used.

2. State the percentage of services that you performed on the task.

3. Describe the engineering services that the offeror performed and how those services are relevant to the SOW requirements.

4.  List any personnel whose resume was submitted under Factor III that performed work on this contract/task order/delivery order.

Note: Engineering services with FAA domains and projects will be preferred over others.  In this section, the offeror’s prime and subcontract experience will be evaluated equally. Therefore, the offeror should provide experience that best demonstrates an understanding and knowledge of the SOW requirements. Do not submit the same Prime Contractor experience that was submitted under Factor I.A; however, different experience on the same contract can be submitted.  

C.  Identify the areas of technical expertise necessary to satisfy the SOW requirements that were not presented in Factors I.A or I.B.  See Factor II.C.  Limit five pages.
II. Management Approach

A. Contract Management.  Limit five pages.
As an offeror, contract management shall focus on how the Offeror intends to manage the T&E requirement. The offeror shall focus on their plan to satisfy the delivery orders issued under this contract.  The following items, at a minimum, should be addressed:

1.  Quality of business practices (e.g., attention to customer service awareness and response)
2.  Strategy to be employed by the Offeror in obtaining additional personnel resources as necessary to meet potential T&E task order requirements.

3.  Plan for providing in-house training so that employees maintain current on advances in their field of expertise along with information technology desktop applications.  

4.  Methodology to minimize personnel turnover of both key and non-key personnel.
5.  Methodology to identify and bid subcontracting on individual task/delivery orders.
6.  For large businesses  provide a description of how SEDBs [8(a)], small businesses, and women-owned businesses subcontracting goals will be met.

7.  Methodology on obtaining engineering services requirements.

B.  How will the offeror implement the Task Management Activities detailed in the SOW.  Limit three pages.

C.  Strategy to be employed by the Offeror in obtaining the expertise that the offeror identified as necessary in Factor I.C.  Limit three pages.
III. Personnel  
A. The offeror shall describe the personnel resources to be utilized for the T&E requirement.  At a minimum, offerors shall identify the key personnel to be assigned to the T&E requirement and describe their credentials, roles, responsibilities, and relationships to the T&E contract and its implementation.  Limit two pages (Not including resumes).
B. Resumes shall be submitted for the key person designated as the Program Manager (identified in Section H.16) and any other positions that the offeror deems significant at the Level AA labor categories.  All significant submittals shall be currently employed by the offeror.  Resumes shall be limited to no more than 2 pages per individual; no more than 10 resumes (including the individual designated as the Program Manager) shall be submitted with the proposal.  Individuals designated as key personnel must be available for use under the T&E requirement at the time of contract award.  As a minimum, resumes shall include the following:

1.  Name of key or significant person;

2.  Proposed Labor Category;

3.  Education (including, in reverse chronological order, colleges and/or technical schools attended (with dates), degree(s)/certification(s) received, major field(s) of study, and approximate number of total class hours);

4.  Experience (including, in reverse chronological order, area(s) of work in which a person is qualified, company and title of position, approximate starting and ending dates (month/year), concise descriptions of experience for each position held including specific experience related to the requirements of the position, specific experience on projects of similar size/scope/complexity/functionality, and specific experience related to the “Requirements” of the T&E SOW; and

5.  Certification that the information contained in the resume is correct and accurate (including signature of key or significant person and date signed).

C. Offeror shall also indicate for each of the labor categories shown in Section B, the number of Offeror staff available at the time of the T&E proposal submission (presently), how many (or what percent) would potentially be available for utilization under T&E requirement during the next year.  Limit one page.

IV. Past Performance Questionnaires

A. Offerors shall provide up to five questionnaires (see attachment located in Section J) for prime or subcontract experience submitted under Factor I.  NOTE:  Prime experience is preferred over subcontract experience.

B. The offeror may provide up to two questionnaires (see attachment located in Section J) for each subcontractor proposed in Factor V.

V. Experience of proposed subcontractor(s).  Limit 10 pages (SEDB only – 15 page limit).

The offeror may provide experience on up to three contracts/task orders/delivery orders that show work performed by the offeror’s proposed subcontractor(s). For each contract/task order/delivery order the following information at minimum should be submitted: 

· Contract Number, Name of Prime Contractor, Government Contract POC, POC address, POC phone number, dollar value of task order, start and stop dates of task order, number of support personnel including subcontractors, if applicable, state the ratio of management and supervisors to support personnel on task, list all subcontractors used, if applicable.

· Describe the engineering services work that the offeror’s subcontractor performed and how those services are relevant to the SOW requirements.

Note:  Engineering services with FAA domains and projects will be preferred over others.
