b. The TO/COTR is responsible for monitoring progress and overall technical surveillance of contractor performance and should be contacted regarding questions or problems of a technical nature.  In no event, however, will any understanding or agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of this contract be effective or binding upon the Government, unless formalized by proper contractual documents executed by Contracting Officer prior to completion of this contract.

TECHNICAL DIRECTION

a. The TO/COTR is not authorized to make commitments or changes which constitute work not within the scope of this contract, or change the expressed terms and conditions incorporated into this contract, or which constitute a basis for increase or decreases in the contract amount or extension of the contract period of performance.

G. 10
METHOD OF PAYMENT

a. Payments under this contract will be made either by check or by wire transfer through the Treasury Financial Communications System at the option of the Government.

b. The Contractor shall forward the following information in writing to the paying office not later than 7 days after receipt of notice of award:

1. Full name (where practicable), title, phone number, and complete mailing address of responsible official(s):

2. The following bank account information required to accomplish wire transfers:

i. Name, address, and telegraphic abbreviation of the receiving financial institution

ii.
Receiving financial institution’s 9-digit American Bankers association (ABA) identifying number for the routing transfer of funds.  (Provide this number only if the receiving financial institution has access to the Federal Reserve Communications System).

iii.
Recipient’s name and account number at the receiving financial institution to be credited with the funds.

iv. If the receiving financial institution does not have access to the Federal Reserve Communications System, provide the name of the correspondent financial institution receives electronic funds transfer messages.  If a correspondent financial institution is specified, also provide:

(1) Address and telegraphic abbreviation of the correspondent financial institution.
